CAPITAL

WASHINGTON', D. G, April IS

There has been a recent quickening
here at the Capitol. The lethargy, fol-

lowing the departure ot the President
weeks ago and the virtual removal ot
the neat of the government to the wilds
ot Texas and the mountain fastnesses
ot Colorado, is dispelled. The President
Is hurrying back from his hunting trip,
jwoner than was generally anticipated.
All sorts of reasons are being given
for the cutting short of his vacation,
except what Is possibly the strongest
one that he has become tired of rough-
ing It In a snow bound, bleak, and al-

most uninhabited country nt the most
Inhospitable season of the year and
hankers to return once more to civiliz-
ation. Within a few days, also, there
his been a decided stir here over
charges, alleged to have been made by
Minister to Venezuela Bow en. Involv-
ing Assistant Secretary of State
Loomls. The latter has vlgoiously de-

nounced the charges as false In eery
particular but Bow en Is to come home
and there will be a settling ot scores
apparently when the President Is put
In possession of all the facts. There
will be plenty of business for the Pres-
ident's consideration, when he returns.
Castro Is still a problem to the adminis-
tration and Minister Bow en may throw
a little light on that situation as well
as on the Loomls charges when he
reaches here.

But there are also other matters of
state, which would certainly make It
look better for the President to cut his
play days short for the present. Re-

cently the great Increase of the Treas-
ury deficit has been omphnslzeJ. It Is
by no meanB likely that the President
can check the growth of this deficit,
now promising to rench $35,000,000 be-

fore the close of this 'fiscal year but
there nre many questions In connection
with It, on which he must npcertnln
public sentiment. Abovo all, the wheels
of the government turn more smoothly
when the President Is here. Human
nature Is the same In Washington us
In other parts of the country and when
the official head Is nwny there Is re-

laxation In every department ot the
government service.

Washington Is greatly Interested In
the Loomls-Bowe- n embrogllo, because
both are well known to the oillclal
world here. Bow en resided In AVash-Ingto- n

a while ome yeais back, when
Venezuelan nffalis had reachel an
acute stage. He has great avoirdupois
nnd Is very comp.mlonable. Al the
time he created an excellent Impression
but this has been dispelled somewhat
by subsequent occurrences, which have
caused many people tto look upon him
ns n bit haBty and hot headed. A'slst-an- t

Secretary Francis B. Loomls Is
his direct, opposite In figure and

temperament. Loomls Is lean, nuJ
calm. He has had a remarkable career
nil told, having risen I.irgt Iv by bin
own effort from the stntlon o n news-
paper correspondent to that of mliitoter
to two countries nnd is now suppmod lo
be on the way to in nmumi,liri'hlp
nt the city of Mexico. He has been
the center ot a denl of turmoil and tills
has causeed some men to doubt l..h real
capacity for affairs. On the olhcr hand
he has had some v ery good Ideas about
the character ot our consular and dip-

lomatic Bervlce and has ndvnnced them
with dignity and force. He Is a strong
writer nnd there can be no question
that Loomls has ability In more than
one direction. In advancing the com-

mercial Interests of this country,, he
has done excellent work wherever he
has been, whether as consul nt St.
Etlcnne or ns minister to Venezuela
or Portugal.

At present he Is known to have the
President's confidence. If he retnlns It
nnd proves himself entirely free from
the charges that Minister How en Is
supposed to have promulgated, Loomls
will emerge as a bigger man than ever.
Two of three years ago It was supposed
lie had received nbout all In the way of
ofllclaL honors he could hope for but
notwithstanding the oppo'ltlon he has
encountered he has been constantly
growing stronger. He haj been much
the acting secretary of state, which has
undoubtedly cnused him to be a target
for more criticism than otherwise
would have been the case.

AS TO THE DEFICIT.
Possibly the paramount question hero

now Is what the President will do In.
the face of the growing deficit. It I

plain that the agitation can not be
quieted. While a deficit is by no
means an alarming proposition, no
party can long afford to have a deficit
constantly Increasing w Ith no prospects
ahead for making the government re-
ceipt's equal the expenditures. It Is a
problem that will call for statesman-
ship. The tariff revisionists within the
Republican party will be encouraged
to renew their demands for revision
and reduction. Their fight with the ex-

treme protectionists and standpatters,
will be renewed and much will be heard
pro and con. The scrimmaging to
avoid the blame for the condition Is
already begun. Secretary Shaw start-
ed It by declaring that Congress was
to blame for appropriating as much
money as it nas Been doing, the appro-
priations having been mounting up to
three quarters of a billion annually.
But one of Speaker Cannon's repre-
sentatives here In Washington has
promptly come back at Secretary Shaw,
asserting that Congress by no means
appropriated all that Secretary Shaw
and the other Cabinet officers asked
for In the annual estimates and that,
although Congress has Its Bins of omis-
sion and commission to answer for, the
cabinet must share the blame for the
deficit The difficulty, of course, If the
tariff Is t'o be revised, will be to re-
duce the schedules so as to Increase
the revenue but the moment It becomes
known that revision Is In p o pect trade
will fall off, there will be uncertainty

In business circles, and the party In
power will suffer, especially ns a Con-

gressional election will follow the next
session. The absence of nearly all the
Senntors nnd members of Congress
from Washington precludes any vigo-
rous discussion of tariff In official cir
cles but It Is breaking out In spots
over the country, wherever Senators
or members with pronounced views on
the subject hnppen to be and ns soon
as any number of them get back here
to Washington the pot will boil vigo-
rously.

THE TARIFF ISSUE.

The shifting character of public
questions In relative Importance to one
another Is well Illustrated by the tariff
Issue. At "the beginning of the last
session of the last Congress tariff was
uppermost. The President had done
considerable to make It so. He talked
tariff revision early and late and gave
every one of his political callers
something to think nbout on that
subject. Then railroad rate legislation
came to the front nnd obscured tariff
revision. The standpatters fought the
President to standstill on tariff, but In
his nnnunl message he came out for
rate regulation and It Jumped Into na-

tional prominence. It was kept there
all during the winter nnd has occupied
first place till recently, when It has
seemed ns though, with the deficit as-

suming great proportions. Just as a
few wlsecares last winter prophesied
would happen, the tnrift would again
come to the front and possibly the
curbing of railroads would, for the
time being, be relegated to a secondary
place, at least In the public mind.
Much, of necessity, will depend upon
the President's attitude. He has be-

come the leader of popular agitation
nnd the thoughts that nre nearest to
him for a given time arp very likely
to occupy a prominent place with the
American people.

Thcie Is a prevalent feeling here
that the next yenr or two are to be
very Important ones In matters of na-

tional administration. The country Is
agog with Interest over economical nnd
socialistic problems nnd looking to the
President and to Congress to do much
to cure existing evils.

PERSONAL NOTES.
Mr. and Mrs. II, A. Iscnberg. of Ho-

nolulu, arrived yesterday ut the New
Willard.

"Just now we nre piosperous In Ha
waii because of the high price of sugar.
In the Islands sugar Is the keynote to
the entire Industrial and financial situ-atloi- ii

and everything Is dependent up-

on It. When It brings a good price we
nro about as well oft as any people
could ask; where the market Is press-
ed, our fortunes sing to n low ebb,
because there Is no other source ot
revenue.

"The most serious problem confront-
ing the Hawaiian planters Is the scar-
city of labor. Recently we have been
losing n good many of our Japanese
laborers who have emigrated to Cali-

fornia, attracted by the higher wages
paid on the mainland. There Is no
way to stop this emigration, and the
laws of the United States do not per-
mit us to Import Chinamen to take the
places of the Japs. The one weak
spot In the annexation of Hawaii by
the United States was this exclusion
ot the best wage-earne- In the world.
They are not only elllclent, but cheap,
nnd unless we enn get cheap labor our
planting Industry Im certain of ruin.
It would be Impossible to compete with
Cuba, which Is light at your doors,
unless there was some corresponding
advantage, such as cheap labor, on our
side, consldeilng the long distance via
Cape Horn and the Straits of Magel-
lan that our ciop has to be tiansport-e- d

FIGHTING MOSQUITOES.
Consul General Richard Gucnther, nt

Trankfort, Germany, has sent an In-

teresting report to the Department ot
Commerce nnd Labor about "Fighting
Mosquitoes In Germnny." It reads:

"Professor Fluegge, president ot the
hygienic Institute nt Breslau, tins sent
the following circular to the owners
and managers of dwellings In one of
the districts of that city:

"The common council hns resolved to
fight In a systematic manner the mos-
quito plague, which prevails every
year, and the plan for the purpose has
been worked out nt this Institute. It
Is necessary In the first place to de-

stroy, before warm weather sets In,
the mosquitoes vvhlcji pass the winter
in the cellars and basements of houses.
These cellar and basement mosquitoes
win be destroyed by municipal experts
without Inconvenience to the people
and without Injury to property. In or-
der to make It possible to carry out
the plan successfully, we respectfully
request the admittance of the dlsln-fecto- rs

to the cellars of houses nnd
permission for them to take the steps
necessary to kill the mosquitoes. The
dlslnfectors will have Identification
cards.

"According to the Slleslan Gazette,
the plan for fighting the mosquito
plague Is to be worked out In two di-

rections. The hibernating mosquitoes,
which nre almost always found In the
cellars of houses adjoining unoccupied
territory, parks, gardens, etc., must be

THE SENATE.
Tho Senato yesterday passed tlio

loan bill on third reading, after a de-

termined and not altogether unsuccess-
ful nttompt had been mado to cut tho
amount appropriated to tho estimates
made by tho special committee. The
fight upon tho measure was begun in
tlio Woods cuort to cut out tho appro-
priation of $15,000 for tho Hceia and
Knlmlim road. This was successful,
but not until after a desperate- fight on
tlio part ot AlcUandlcss.

Tho voto was then about to como
on the bill, when Dowsott asked if tho
other islands wcro not going to con-
sent to somo reductions in their ap-
propriations.

On Dickey's motion, tho Maui build-
ing item was reduced from $25,000 to
$15,000, and the Maui school house item
from $15,000 to $13,000.

Wilcox moved tho reduction of the
Kauni building itom from $25,000 to
$10,000. Carried.

Tho item of tho Waiohinu court
houso was reduced from $3000 to $2000.

And now, at last, the voto camo on
tho passage of tho bill and it passed,
Knlama. McCandless, Woods, Dowsettoooooooo
killed.

Fourth: In answer to your question
ns to whether I havo stated to A. .G.
