By a vote of five to three, one mem-
Bber not voling, the executive commit-
tee of the Republican Territorial Com-

mitlee yesterday afternoon endorsed
the administration of Governor
Carter. The resolution was present-

ed by J. P. Cooke of Mupul, and l.hel

As soon as the meeting was ealled
to. order, the resolutlon was brought
directly before the committee by J. F.
Cooke, who sald: *1 would lke to
present p resolution endorsing the ad-
ministration of Governor Carter. I
belleve It is the right time for the
committee to put itself on record, I
gthink It a great mistake to have him
resign and I belleve o majority of the
Republican party will regret his
resignatign. I think we should go on
record as showing our sentiment in the
matter and I would like to present this
resolution.” !

THE PARTISAN EBIDE.

Senator Lane was'the first to com-
ment on the resolution. He sald the
remarks of Mr, Cooke were all right,
but he had been one of the committee
that was sent by the territorin] com-
mittee to see the Governor and ascer-
tain from him his stand In the coun-
Lty campaign just passed, the Governor
being the head of the Republican party
bere. The Governor had then told the
commities that he was supporting a
certadn| candidate for office directly
opposing the regular nominee of the
party.

1, for one,” sald Senator Lane, ‘'can-
mot see how this committes could en-|
dorse the Governor and his adminis-
tration, by adopting this resolution.
Personally, 1 am quite friendly toward
the Governor, but for the good of the
party 1 think this committee should
not ask him to reconslder his resigna-
tion."

He has done more
than any Governor ever has before”

To thls, Lane replied: ‘‘Bupposing
the Republican party went down In
defeat? It would be detrimental to the
interests of the party to adopt such a
resolution. We saved the party from
defeat. 1 don't think we should take
up this matter, We should be non-

“Can you glve any reason why the
Governor s reslgning?' asked Mr.

“He says he thinks there are better
men  better gualified to earry on the
work at this time than himself,”” was
Mr, Cooke's reply. "It is for us to
say whether we think so, Personally,
I don't think there Is anothér man in
this territory who can earry on the
work as well s he has done, We
should not conelder what his reasons
are. We should go on record as to
whnt we think of the good work he
hos done."

WHAT ’ARE HIs REABONST?

“Mr. Rawling's point {8 a good one,"
commented Chairman Robertson, “How
do we know but that he has good rea-
sons for reslgning? ‘The first step
ghould be to find out what bis reasons
are."

“The principal reason s that he
thought some other man could do bet-
ter than he could,” sald Mr, Cooke,
“I really think we should look at the
matter from the standpoint of what he
has done for the territory."

“What guerantee do we get that the
GGovernor won't get to knocking the
party again?” inquired Mr. Chalrman
“We have been trylng to
get togethgr right along. The Gov-
ernor was the man who jumped in and
knocked the party and kept it from
keeping together. The only thing we
tan net on s the statement that the
Governor means what he has sajd."

“That resolution {is very cleverly
drawn,” sald My, Rawlins, "It says
the administration has been publie
gpirited, efficlent, ete, That to me is |
the main part of the resolutlon, There |
is no doubt but that it has been eM-
clent."”

“The only point 1 have to object to,”
sald Benator Lane, “ls concerning the |
attitude of the Governor, I don't see |
how this committee can endorse the |
Governor after what he has done to- |
wards It." |

NOT THE ONLY ONE,

W. W. Harrls, who up to this time |
hnd taken no part in the discussion,
sald: *1 was opposed at first to adopt-
Ing this resolution and thought It best
for the country mnot to do anything.
On scecond thought, I belleve that the
miin point in that resolution ig the
oimost unanimous regret that the Gov-
ernor should resign at this time. It s
o step in the wrong direction. I think
the differences that have arlsen In the
party are matters of history. The
main polnt s this, that the Interest of
Hawall and the people will be best
served at the hands of the present ad-
minlstration, It slmply means unrest
and upheaval to change at this time, |
As far as thg statement goes that the
Governor la the only man to fill the
office, 1 don't belleve that of any man,
1 don't care who he la, At the same
time I don't want any more up-
heavals."

“I don't say the only man, but l;he'i
‘best’ man,” Mr. Cooke corrected. |

W. H. Rice, newly elected Bheriff
