PROSSER'S BRIEF

IN TAX MATTER

Besides returns made by James L.
Holt, tax assessor of the Ilrst division,
and J. K. Farley, tax assessor of the
fourth division, to the alternative writ
of mandamus sued out by the County
of Kauai, a brief on behalf of both
those respondents has been prepared
by M. F. 1'rosBer, Deputy Attorney
General.

Mr. Prosser takes pains at the out-
set to show that the Attorney Gener
al's Department does not nppear for
the County of Oahu us against the
County of Kauai, or vice versa, but
having advised the Treasurer of the
Territory und the assessors named "In
regard to their legal duty In the mat-
ter of assessing taxes as against the
corporations named," the Department
now appears "for the purpose of de-

fending their olllclal actions based up-

on tliu advice of this Department."
Ho proceeds to elaborate contentions

that It Is sought by the writ to com-
pel the assessors to do things. not re-
quired ot them by law, soirie of the
things even being Impossible to do
without violating the legal obligations
of their olllce. Of the latter class Is

,ii,miiin.i to ! i rnmm.m.i m thr
writ that tho assessor ot the first di
vision forwurd to the assessor of the
fourth division nil Income taxes here-
tofore collected by him from tho cor-
porations mentioned In the writ.

As to tho main claim ot the re-

lators, that the corporations In ques-
tion, because their mills und planta-
tions are located on the Island of Ka-
uai, are taxable there, Mr. Prosser
says tlieie might be something In it
were It not for the fact that the cor-
porations named have voluntarily, and
most of them as required by law, cer-
tified that their principal place of busi-
ness was In Honolulu. He contends
that tho intent of the Legislature was
thut a corporation should have a place
of residence for taxation purposes. On
this point, quoting a New York case In
support of his contention, ho offers
this local Illustration:

"Wo will suppose, for Instance, that
tho Llhuo plantation was owned In
fee simple by Mr. Paul Isenbcig, of
Honolulu, who has a legal residence
within Honolulu. In spite of the fact
that the plantation referred to is
located entirely on tho Island of Ka-
uai, and Its business entirely conduct-
ed there, the taxes on tho income re-
ceived therefrom by Mr. Isenborg
would be payable In their entirety
within tho district of Honolulu, In the
first taxation division."

With regard to the claim by Kauai
for half of tho Income taxes In ques-
tion. It Is submitted that Oahu has an
Interest In the decision and, there-
fore, tho court can not decide In favor
ot the relators with tho County of
Oahu" having beeii made a parly to--1

tho proceedings. It Is also submitted
that no demand has ever been made
upon Holt for tho money, but thnt
such demands as were made wera
mude upon the Treasuror of the Ter-
ritory, who Is not a. party to theso
proceedings.

nolulu harbor and the channcl.cntrnnce, arrived yesterday ou tho 8. S. Siena,
and is domiciled at tho Hawainn hotel. Captain Conuur is oouuertod vith tho

North American Dredging, Company of New York.' (3an Francisco nnd Los
Angeles, from which concern tho San Francisco-Dredgi- ng Company has leased
the dredger "Pacific."

The "Pacific" is a g dredge, which left San for Hono-lul- n

last Saturday, It is n6t of tho scow or bargo pattern, but is built liko

long, low, wide, powerful steam bargo with a pointcu bow. Tho Pacific i

equipped with a screw propeller nnd is coming lice under hor nwn steam.

The contract company did not wish to bo bothered w!h towing barge-dredge- s

to Honolulu, as the risk is considerable.

Tho Pacific is ono of tho largest of her class owned by tho North American

Company. It is provided wjth a suction dredge, tho debris boing pumpod back
to fill-i- lnnds through a long series of pipes laid on pontoons. Tho contract
company will bring its own. pontoonB nnd piping hero from Tacoma on ono
of the Dollar company freighters.

Captain Parker of tho Hawaiian Dredging Company, two
thrco dredgers hero, returned yesterday from San Francisco, whero it was
supposed ho had gone in tho hope of getting a Captain Connor
stated Inst evening that in all probability tho contract company leaso
one of tho Hawaiian Company's dredgers for the outside channel and bar work.

Tho dredge comes hero ns a steamer, and will therefore havo a master and
a first and second officer nnd cicw. Tho engineers are thoso who will opcrato
tho dredgo during tho contract work. Tho master and two ofilcors will bo

discharged on nrrival hero and sent back to San Francisco nnd tho Pacific will
becomo a mere dredger. About forty-fiv- o men will bo employed on and about
tho dredger. Tho dredger is capable of dredging out 11,000 cubic feet per
dny under stiitnblo conditions. Captain Connor feels that 10,000 cubic yards
can bo handled in Honolulu harbor work. Tho suction pipo is very largo,
thoso on tho local dredgers being small in comparison.

Tho contract was approved at Washington ou September 17 and tho com-

pany received official notification about September 20. Within threo months
from that dato tho company must begin work, and twenty-sove- n months from
tho end of tho nlnoty days tho ontiro work must bo completed.

This contract involves tho dredging out of Honolulu hnrbor proper, or as
it is now, to 35 feet depth, and tho channel nnd cntrnnco thereto, ns well, tho
appropriation amounting to $400,000. Tho development of tlio hnrbor also
calls for widening tho channel, cutting off tho lighthouse point and cutting out
tho coral far back from Row. This work will involve a million dollars.
No contract for this has bcon lot, ns there is no appropriation.

Tho Pacific was used to dredgo out Tacoma 's harbor extension.
"Wo will bo actively at work on our contract within a month," said

Captain Connor last evening, "depending on whero Lieut. Slattery wants us to
begin."

reach San Francisco.

"It was, of course, humiliating, but
tho law excepts no one who has nny
Chinese strain, and so I had my pho
tograph tnken and secured affidavits
which attested my character, my
length of residence, and other per-
sonal detnlls.

"In addition, mnny hundreds of
them are going to the States of Wash-
ington, Oregon, nnd California through
tho Inducement of bigger wages than
they get on the Islands.
