Bidltor Advertiser; There ought to be
no difficulty about securlng the Fed-
eral approprintion of $30,000 for legin-
lative expenses, outside of complinnce
by the Legisinture with the time limit

The two houses can, immediataly on

Whatever may be sgnld about the de-
sirability of having but ome language
In legialution—In the Inlerests of econ-
oy of time and expense and of the
quality of leglslatlon—as a matter of
policy the time for making the change
is fnopportune. It is bound to come
sventually, but it will come only by
educational evolution. Neo doubt any
party that forced the issue now would
be swept clean off the boards at next
election. The sacrifice would be too
gréent to have n]l the Important con-
cerns of the Territory overwhelmed by
that lssue,

As the lssue has been evaded mnow

COURT OF LAND
REGISTRATION

Judge P. L. Weaver in his report of
the Court of Land Reglstration for the
elghteen months énded Dec. 31, 1908,
to Chief Justice Frear, states that the
eourt huas acquired jurisdiction of 12,- |
1243 acres of land, valued for purposes
of taxatlon ot $1,006,160. More than
100 petitions have been flled, The de-
ecrees lssued In 1906 numbered 3. These
covered house lots of about 905,322
sgquare feet, or 21 ancres, and country
property of about 3178 acros—fractions
here omitted—al total of 3199 ncres. The
total area of titles adjudicated to Dec.
31 last was 3685 acres,

The asseased value of property regla-
tered In the 34 decroes of 1908, for pur-

088, from the beginning of the court In
1604 th the end of 1006, $710,640, and of
praperty pending reglstration, $384,620, |
the lagt two sums making the total
of 31,086,160 above mentloned., About
16 acres of house lots and 8424 acrea of
oountry property, a total of 5439 acres,
are pending In court, which with the
registered area make the 12,124 acres
over which the court has acquired ju-
risdlction.
