| The directors of the Merchants' As-
soolution held thely regular mesting In
the Alexander Young bullding yeater-
\ day afternoon with Chalrman Geo, W.
] Bmith, W. T. Lucans, E. H. Paris, G. J.
‘Waller, W. F. Dillingham, W, W. Har-
1 i, BE. Mclnerny and Robert Catton
present.

Befors the meeting was called to
order Mr. Lucas mentloned that the
Buandard Oll Co. objected to belng ob-
Uged to store oll In the government
warehotee In Hopnolulu and he added
that no place In the world was this
exnoted, “This company,” sald Mr,
Lucay, “ls one of the most powerful
and influentinl in the world. It con-
trols the greatest fleets of stoamers, as
woll as great rallroads, Inducements
have been offered to the people here
for the construction of & warehouse by
the Standard people, provided they had
the privilege and In return for this
they would lend thelr Influence toward
aecuring appropriations for harbors.
Incldentally the matter was mentioned
later in the afternoon and it was de-
clded to hnve it brought up before 1.
meoting next Wednesdny.

The minutes of the last meeting were
reid and approved and then a commu-
mication relative to the standing of the
different fire Insurance companies car-
rying Insurance here was Introduced.
In connectlon with this the following
communleation from Deputy Insurance
Commlissioner Smithies was read;

port of Professor Whitney, head of the
mathemationl department of the Unl-
verglty of Callfornla, made for the
board of trustees of the Chamber of
Commeree of San Francisco,

The reports from which, the abova
nformation was compiled were com-
fMled by the Insurance commissloners
of the home stites of these companies,
from speclal reports made  to  such
commissloners ns of October 81, 1008,
in  compliance  with  the resolution
adopled nt the conventlon of Insurance
commlggioners  held uat Washington
early In October, 1006, They were re-
celved in this oMee In the latter pan
of December, 1908, and constitute the
only officinl reports received by this
offlce singe my last to you of Septem-
ber 1, 1006, Nothing much further can
he expected untll the annual statg-
ments of the companies as of Decems-
ber 31, 1906, are filed, which will be on
or about Aprll 16 next,

You will obgerve In the footnoles tha
remark ‘‘no official report recelved as
vet,” which explaing itseif. When such
reports are recelved I will forward
you the desired information as early
as possible,

in reply to your ingulry as to ‘‘ths
relationship of the new Firemen's
Fund Insurance Company as connected
with the former company by that
name,’” [ submit you herewith the fols

“lowing information:

The Firemnn's Fund Insurance Com.
pany comprised the Home Fire &
Marlne Insurance Company and the
Pacific Underwritérs, an underwriting
annex. The capitnl stock of the Fire-
man's Fund Insurance Company Was
$1.000,000 (pald-up) and of the Home

L

Fire & Marine Insurnnce Company
2200,000 (patd-up), which was owned
by the Flreman's Fund Insurance

Company. The policies of the Paclfic
Underwriters were two-thirds guaran-
teed by the Fireman's Fund Insur-
ance Company and one-third by the
Home Fire & Marlne Insurance Com-
pany. -

The fire which followed the ecarth-
quake In the Han Franclaco dlsaster
of Apri] 18, 1906, completely destroyed
the office of the Pireman's Fund Insur-
ance Company, together with all of its
maps, records and data, and it was fm-
possible under the clreumstances for
the managers and directors to give an
intelligent estimate of the Habllities of
theé three organizations, It waa be-
leved that the capital stock and surs

- plus would be sufficient to enable them
to pay nll losses In full, but it subse-
quently developed that the losses could
not be pald in full this way and sol-
veney maintained, and In consequence
the following plan wis devised:

On May 19, 1806, the Flremen's Fund
Insurance Corporation was organized
by the officers and stockholders of the
Fireman's Fund Insurance Company
and leensed on the sume day by the
Insurance Commissioner of the Btate
of - California, Ita authorized capital
stock Is 31,000,000 and the par value
of shires is §100, The plan of thg or-
gunlzors was to disposs ot this stock
Bt $200 per share and set asida §1,-

000,000 to net surplus. On January 10,
1507, President W, J. Dutton of this
ecorporation cabled that there had been
roceived from sales of this stock $1.-
125,000, $800,000 representing pald-up
capltal stock and $325,000 surplus. This
new corporation relnsured all the risks
of the Flreman’s Fund Insurance Com-
pany and the Pacific Underwriters,
which were not involved In the 8San
Franclsco conflagration of Aprll 18,
1806. The llke riska of the Home Fire
& Mnrine Insurance Company Were or-
dered canceled and the unearned
premiums are to be returned to Its
polieyholders when that can be legally
flone. President W, J, Dutton on Jan~
uary 12, 1907, cabled that the return
premiums of the Home Fire & Marine
Insurance Company would shortly be
sald,
:Accﬂrd[ng to the report made BY
Actunry 8 H. Wolfe of New York, who
made a very complete Investigation of
the affalrs of the Fireman's Fund In-
surance Company for Insurance Com=
missloner Zeno M. Host of Wisconsin,
the assets that were transferred to
the Firemen's Fund Insurance Corpor-
wtlon by the Fireman's Fund Insurnnes
Campnny ns vonslderation for this con-
tract of rejnsurance amounted to $2,-
452,290, From the above it would se¢em
that the assets of the Firemen's Fund
Insurance Corporation exclusive of
premiums received on businesa writien
and losses paid since Its organization
would be as follows:

On January 12. 1907, President W, J.
Dutton cabled that the assets of the
Firemen's Fund Insurance Corporation
excesd §$4,000,000,

Again quoting from Actuary Wolfe's
report, the assels remnining with the
Fireman's Fund Insurance Company
and the Home Fire & Mnarine Insvrance
Company amounted to $4,616,660.26. An
inecrense of $500,000 was made on the
capltal stock of the Fireman's Fund
Insurance Company, which amourt hias
been pald in and an assessment of $300
per share was levied on the old stock-
holders and it wig estimated that two-
thirds of the stockholders would pay
this assessment and the bulance of the
stock would be returne¢d to the Fire-
man's Fund Insurance Company; this
approximites 9333 shares, together with
6000 new shares, making a total of 9333
shares would be avallable to use in
the settlement of clalms. This plan of
settlement, which has been accepted by
virtuglly all of the clalmants, is G0
per cent, In ensh and 50 per cent, of
this stock at $00 per share. On Janu-
ary 10, 1907, President W, J. Dulton
cnbled that over 95 per cent, of all the
Ban Franeclsco losses of the Fireman's
Fund Insurance Company and the
Home Fire & Marine Insurance Com-
puny had been pald. The amount of
$500,000 has been reserved for the un-
earned premiums on tne canceled pol-
jcles of the Home Flre & Marine In-
surance Company. The amount of ap-
proved claims of the Fireman's Fund
Insurnnee Company and the Pacifie
Underwriters was, nccording to the in-
formntion furnished Actuary Wolfe,
$11,200,000, and the relnsurance efMects

It was established as
an emergency measure and s not lms
hle for any of the Fireman's Fund In-
surance Company's losses caused by
the S8an Franclsco disaster of April 18,
1908, It Is the intentlon of the Fire-
man's Fund Ingurance Corporation te
roinsure all its riske In the Fireman's
Fund Insurance Company ns soon as
It can practically be done, and thos re-
habilitate the Flreman's Fund Insur-
unce Company.

In which it “H set forth that there will
be displnys of all sorts Including frulls,
vegotables, live stock, ete. Parenthet-
lenlly Mr. Thompson states “As a
straight advertising proposition, aside
from direct sales made at exhibits, it
ohAllenges comparison with newspa-
pers, billboards, elrculars or any other
form of advertising, The matter was
first referred to Mr. Harrls, the bearer
of the prospectus, but on further
thought it was decided to defer action.,
So the chances for the public remaln-
ing In ignorance are good. Mr. Paris
thought that as the visitors are com-
ing here from Los Angeles all attention
by members of the nssoclation should
ba centered on that event, as to put
thought upon a falr would detract from
the general results.

Becretary Wood from the Promotion
Committee gent 4 communication re-
questing the appointment of & commit-
teo to consider entertainment of the
delegates from the Los Angeles Cham-
ber of Commerce and the Merchants'
Association. The chair appointed
Messrs, Harrls, Dillingham and Lucas
on this committea,

A communication from the secretary
of Mr. Wills, of the New York Com-
mercial, .elative to the need of more
advertising for the Hawall editlon of
that journal was read. This dld not
create a great deal of enthuslasm, the
members feellng, apparently, that it
was not for the association to go about
canvassing for advertisements,

The resignation of A. Gartley as o
member of the assoclation was read
but the chalr stated that he had been
requested to continue until the end of
Janupry and had consented.

There was a discusslon over the
question of approprintlons for fortin-
cations on Hawall and as no word had
been recelved from Secretary MeClel-
lan it was declded to cable him at once
for any Information obtalnable on this
subject, Mr. Harris said all that was
known was what had appeared in the
dispatches,

Mr. Dillingham sald he had heard It
discusged In the club where it was the
oplnlon of some of the members that
the turning down of the measure was
a dlplomatlo move.

There belng no further business the
meeting adjourned.

OLVINE APPERRS
IN LAVA SAMPLES

Samples of lnva from the recent Ma-
una Los outpouring contzin many par-
ticles of olivine, which is in the class
of precious stones and used by jewelers
when the specimens are large enough,
No nuggets of commereinl size have as
yot appenred in the produet of the
present mouth's Java flows. The pres-
ence of the olivine on their surface
only enhance somewhuat the value of

Dr, W. T. Brigham, In a contribution
to the Boston Society of Natural His-
tory oentitlea, **Notes on the Volen-
noes of the saawaiinn Islands,'' (Bos-
ton, 1868), suys;

“The Hawniinn lavas contain mueh

olivine, m very refractory mineral; und
where the stream hos lssued from &
considerable depth, ns in the eruption
from Kilsuea in 1840, it is in lurge
granules and ubundant. Its
specific gravity, it will be remembered,
is 3.88-3.5, In the ejections from the
summit it is in wminute particles, us
if broken and earried up by the cur-
rents in the melted mues, M, Von
Bueh has remurked of the busaltic lavas
of Lancerote (aud Mr, Serope hus ob-
sarved the same in those of the Eifel
anid the Vivarnis), that while the
nodules of olivine are lurge near the
source of the current, they dwindle
awny towurds the extremity so as to
be seareely visible.
Sln the lava-stream of Aliapuaakai,
before mentioned, the eruption took
place after a long period of n-o't, and
from a considernble depth; and the
lavae eontning large nodules of olivine
five or six inches in dismeter. The
same is seen in the lava of Koko, a
similar formation, erystals of
nugite wlso oceur.’

These are volunteer subscriptions re-
velved by the Chinese consul for the
Chinese famine rollef fund before the
commities appolnted by Governor Car-
ter had organized. Other moneys con-
tributed for the same object before the
public meeting of Wednesday last have
been already reported by the Adver-
tisor.

Organization of the rellef commit-
tes of fifteen wos effected yesterday In
the Secretary of Hawall's offles, with
all the members but two present. Con-

sul Chang Tseo Fan at the close of the
meeting turned over the above contri-
butions to the Governor, according to
an arrangement ratiffied by resolution
making Governor Carter custodlan of
the fund.

At the meeting an executlve coms-
mittee was formed conslsting of Chu
Gem, president of the United Chinese
Boclety: Pan Lum Mow, president of
the Bow On Gok Soclety (that has al-
rendy ralsed $4000 Mox. for the fund),
and C. K. Al, o leading business man,
The executive committee has power to
fippoint soliciting and other sub-com-
mitteeg from among Chinese residents.

Governar Carter addressed the gen-
eral committee, glving It advice as to
methods of c¢anvassing the clly and
country, He volunteered Lo act as
custodian of the fund, depositing the
contributions as gathered In the Filrst
Natlonal Bank. Along with that he
promiged ald In other ways, eapeglnlly
that of the services of the clerical staff
of the executive offices.

A subscription list was nuthorized
to be opened forthwith in the Secre-
tary's office for the convenlence of peo-
ple who may llke to contribute volun-
tarlly and directly to the fund. Lists,
all separately numbered and certified
by the Secretary, will be prepared for
usa throughout the Terrltory. All ac-
counts of the fund are to be audited
by the Auditor of the Territory.

After the Governor had retired the
meeting conferred further with Becre-
tary Atkingson, when the plan suggest-
ed by the Governor was unanimously
adopted by resolution. Then the Bec-
rotary held a consultatlon with the
executive committee, In the course of
which all the detlalls were perfected.
The lists will be ready for delivery by
the Becretary on Monday morning,

The contribution from the Chinese
on Midwny came In the form of a check
of the Commercinl Pacific Cabla Co.
All of the $30 except 36 was contribut-
od by the Chinese employes of the
companyon the lonely island.
