“Previous to the land exchange con-
summated In December, 1906, the Gov-
ernment ownitd two-thirds of the whole
wittershed including the whole or that
portion where the only lving stream
of witer on the island orlginates. This
watershed Is the Key to the whole la-
land; Its ownership by private land
ownership on the jsland at the mercy
of the owner of the watershed, Look-
Ing at the question of ownership from
n private stundpoint its possession
would be worth any sum which & man
could aford to paAy.

“From my knowledge of the value
of wiater hore In Hawnll, T would place
the valuation of the government lnnds
on the princlpal watershed of Lanal
ns cheap at $100,000 The mere fact
that only the crudest water develop-
ment has been undertaken, bears no
rolistlon whatever to the actual present
or prospective value of the government
lnnds,

“This valuation

of the main water-

shed of the island, added to that of
the agricultural and grazing lands an
praviously {temized. would make the

government lands on the Isiand of La-
nal, worth approximately $360,000,

“Without meoess to the watershed
none of the lower lands can be divided
up for closer - settlement, Tha con-
servation of 1 per cent. of the total
rainfall on this mountain range would
glve an anpunl supply of about 40,-
000,000 gillons of water avallable for
ngricultural and domestle purposes, It
may be too optimistle to say that 1
per egent. of the total rainfall s cap-
able of conservation but I hold this
out as an illustration of what might
be done towards the development of
the water resources of this island, a
development which would not require
consideration of the elovation of any
portion of this water by mechanical
means,

The SBpeaker then nsked the membeora
to carefully consider whether they were
Justified in passing the resolution. They
themselves would not be affected, Lut
their successors would be,

inng, I don't know why, that they are
grabbers of the public money, For
that reason, as well as others, 1 second
the motion to indefinitely postpone,”
said a member,

Rite rose to witlidraw his motion.
He snid that he had not expected any
strong opposition and had made lis
motion in courtesy to the Senate. He
asked leave to withdraw it and sub-
stitute one to tahble the resolution,
Sheldon favored the resolution., Ile
reminded the members of the hard work
they had gone through and asked which
one of them did not consider that he
had earned that amount of money. The
adoption of the resolution would not
moke a law but would merely express
the sentiment of the House.

The measure had been long diseussad,
continued Sheldon, and Lhe had supposed
that the members were unanimous on it
Ho had not copsidered that the record
of the House would be besmirched by
the vote to adopt. If there had been
n ninety-day session mueh of the work
wonld not show such signs of huste,
The rolleanll on the resolution, witieh
wis asked for by Pali, gave fifteen ayes
and fifteen noes, the resolution failing

RETURNED IN SILENCE,
