
HAWAII'S FORTUNES AND

HOW TO ENHANCE THEM

Kdltor Advertiser) After thoroughly
canvassing tlio subject among tho mem-

bers of tlio Congressional party during
tho intcrisland trip, nml consulting
slnco tlio return with hnnles, knmnnlnns
and mnlilnnls like myself, I am firmly
convinced that tho time Is ripe for tho
formation ui a Hawaiian Friendly

to be composed of those who love
theso islands and livo hero and of those
who also love them nnd aro not so for-- .
tunatc. So far as tlio members of the
Congressional party is concerned, Bar-
kis seems to bo willing.

Tho advantages of a "hnnds across
the sea" iriendly organization could bo
mado many and manifold. If, how-ove- r,

such a society accomplishes no
more than keeping up a continual cor-
respondence between the Hawalians und
their s on tho mainland,
much good may result. Every one of
our visitors wishes to know even moro
of theso islands than ho has already
learned. Many of them would like to
know where they can secure additional
data nnd information. A Friendly So-

ciety such ns I suggest might by either
using the Promotion Committco as n
clearing house or by direct correspond-
ence keep tho needs of theso islands
ever green in tho minds of their

Hut there lire other and moro
substantial benefits to bo secured by
cooperation.

Few of theso islanders, or our citi
zens on tho mainland, I believe, begin
to rcalizo tho very serious manner in
which tho majority ot the Congressmen
on a visiting committco get down to
tho work in hand. It has been a reve
lation to me, nnd I know now that if
tho hands of tho Congressmen with us
aro upheld by tho peoplo of Hawaii
theso islands need not fear for tho
future.

The destiny of Hawaii has fortunate-
ly fallen into tho hands of men who
believe that tho only way to do things
Is to do them. To illustrate, Congress-
man Davidson, who is with us as chah-ma- n

of tho Rivers and Harbors Com-
mittee, has not only at his own expeuso
explored nil of tho great rivers of
America, but when as a congressional
visitor ho departed from Porto Rico, ho
carried to America with him 300 pounds
of Porto Rican colTcc, paid for out of
his own purse, and this coffee ho had
parched in America, put up in pourd
packages nnd sent with instructions
how to best prepare for ll-- table to the
most influential iioonlo he knew. The3"
tried, used and asked for more, but Mr.
Davidson knew of no one in America
who handled Mint particular coffee and
here conies in tho need of a Friendly
Society. Many of our visitors hopo to
take back with them sacks of Kona
coffee, each ono will gladly go among
his friends singing its praises, but the
coffee men ot Hawaii must help them-
selves if they expect others to help
Micm. Let them, with the a.id of friends
in America, bo ready to take tho first
step that will frco them from at least
ono of tho middlemen botween them
nnd tho consumer and, tariff or no tariff,
coffee planting will pay on theso islands.

Coffeo planting being mooted ns the
industry of tho small farmer, I con-
tinue to use this bean to illustrate tho
possibilities of promotion work on the
part of a Friendly Society, no matter
how loosely organized. One friend,
Congressman Stevens, I know takes tho
matter most seriously. Ho is a firm
advocato of npplying tho puro food law
to coffee, appointing a board to test ev-

ery sack or coffeo that comes to Ameri
ca, establishing a standard anil abso
Jutcly excluding the cheap, injurious
grades that drift in from South Ameri-
ca to the detriment of American diges-
tion and tho chagrin of Hawaiian coffeo
.growers. Ho would impose a coffee
tax to support tho board nnd to this
tax there would not be the howl of
opposition that tho suggestion of a
tariff on coffee would arouse. Mr. s

is a Hawaiian Friendly Society in
himself. Ho proposes, as does Con-
gressman Davidson, to do something
practical. Both of theso gentlemen, as
"well as Mr. Littleficld of Maine, and
many others of tho Congressional par-
ty, aro copviuccd that tho new puro
food laws may bo so enforced thnt no
ono would dnro sell any foreign substi-
tute under tho label of "American,"
"Kona" or "Hawaiian" coffeo. Pntri- -
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sjmrdon? Do you

k often feel weak
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your appetite poor?
Aro you easily dis

couraged? If so, your
nervous system is weak

ened, your blood is impure,
and serious illness is not far
away.
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otism on tho part of Americans on tho
mainland nnd pcrsovornucc on tho part
of the islanders should accomplish tho
rest, so that Amoricnn people would de-

mand American coffee (which is tho
best in tho world), raised by American
growers.

I know that some of our Congress-
men nnd their wives nro taking home
Hawaiian jams, which thoy pronounce
tho best in tho world, vanilla beans and
oven cacao pods. Only ono Congress-
man has xorcsscd it ns his opinion
thnt Americans will buy their wares In
tho cheapest market, regardless of their
place of origin, Micro being no patrio-
tism among them in businoss, yot his
voice-ring- s out loudest when it is timo
to sing "My Country, 'Tis of Thoc."
There is need of n Hawaiian Friendly
Society to convert this erring brother,
It is the opinion of tho majority that
much can bo accomplished for theso
islands by appealing to tho patriotism
and priilo of the American people.
A MARKET OX THE MISSISSIPPI,

Some of MiS Congressmen whoso
views nnd knowledge should bo tho
property of nil, desiro to work in the
direction of introducing tho products
of Hawaii to the masses thnt inhabit
tho Mississippi valley. They 'point to
tho Tehunntepec route and toll how it
may be used to advantage. A Friendly
Society should gather about theso men,
for each man has his own idea of how
help should bo given and the moro ways
that find a leader, tho larger should bo

If
they do no more at present than send
their names and addresses, as well as
thoso of others who love theso islpnds
nnd wish them well, to tho Promotion
Committee here, may not tho rest fol-

low!
I only wish others could li ten to tho

mail- - wiso practical suggestious I have
heard fall from tho lips of out visiting
Congressmen in tho last few days. Thoy
ono nnd nil wish to keep ii touch with
tho peoplo of Hawaii. Nor will this de-

sire grow less ns time flies, rive thous-
and miles away is ono who moro than
a quarter oi a century ago visited thco
isles and still longs for their. Ho was
tho first to nronounco its tobacco tho
best and its uowcrs tho fairest; today
ho would perhaps act as honorai piesi- -

ueni 01 u uawuiiuu outiui,,
and uss only Hawaiian tobacco in his
cigars, of which lie smokes more than
any other .mnerican, nnd drink only
Hawaiian coffee, for ho is an invctcrato
coffed fiend, and tho expressed friend-
ship of .ulnrk Twain toward Hawaiian
coffee, would place it a standby in
many an American home, while every
Congressman now amorg us is moro
Minn ready to follow suit and urgo upon
his friends to do tho same.

However, all is not coffee. Certain
Congressmen aro sending to Grand Rap-
ids, Michigan, logs of koa which will
bo iurued into furniture to grace their
homes mid advertiso theso islands.
True members of tho Hawaiian Friend-
ly Society let us keep in touch with
them. Their friends may wish such
furniture and in timo their fiicnds'
friends and it may then nay to estab
lish a furniture factory in Hawaii, nnd
a member of tho Hawaiian, Friendly
may come forward with tho needed
capital.

chant to us "My country, 'tis of thee."
Let tho Hawaiian Friendly at homo o

them to come, let rich nrd poor in
theso islands show thoir patriotism by
making sacrifices, if necessary, to in-

duce tho American on tho mainland to
come and people tho idle lands of Ha-

waii. Each must perhaps make con
cessions. Friendly correspondence be
tween individuals who hnvo never met
mny bring about happy meetings nnd
the more .thorough Americanization of
theso islands. Let those who havo
ideas get together for tho common good.

Ono man nlono mny do much. If I
wcro again to bo called upon to plnco
before n public school or Hawaii nn
oxnmple of purest, truest patriotism, 1

would not nerhaps point first to tho
man who unfurled tho flag and thereby
covered liimsolf with glory, but to a
quiet unassuming cltizon by ndoption,
who has worked for theso Islands ns
has no other man; not for glory, for
ho sank his own Individuality to work
only for tho good of Hawaii, Such is
tho patriotism men ndmire but seldom
emulate. Twenty-nin- o Congressmen so
udmlred It that they enme with this
almost mnllhlnl to study tho needs or
these islands. Such self sacrificing
patriotism I would point out to tho
children of Hawaii nnd to ovory ono
who should desire to nld in organizing
n Hawaiian Friendly Society to aid
our sitter in preparing herself for tlio
crowning glory or siutenoou, j or a
stranger who has dona much for tlio

I'l'llMC HCIIOOb CHILDREN.
Tim children uf nil nationalities in

tho publla schools of Honolulu corre-
spond with other school children the
world over children they hnve never
seen, probably never will see; but it
helps the children hero In composition,
nnd spreads abroad the fume of these
islands and a knowledge of their prod-
ucts. Tho llttlo children tell thoir
correspondents how pineapples are
grown. AVhon tho Congressmen return
homo tho ladies of tho party will tell
their friends that tho flavor of tho
pineapples canned in Hawaii is the
most perfect ever tasted. Somo of th
Congressmen will advise certain fami-
lies to tako up homesteads on theso
islands and plant pines. Mr. James
Castle, I understand, will aid intending
settlers to locate in colonics and when
thoy plnut nines ho will nut up can
neries and purchase their output. I
havo seen some of our Congressmen
dig hour after hour for tho simplest
facts, this ncrlinns anion? others. Now
what nn example the children of the
Hawaiian public schools sot us. They
tell all they know of these islands to
tho wholo world and ask for outside
information in return. They bnve
started nn embryo Hawaiian Friendship
Society. What will wo children of
larger growth do about it f

Seriously speaking, I personal
need of tho aid of a Hawaiian Friend-
ly Society. It is my privilege, too,
to plnco beforo tho American public tho
truth concerning theso islnnds. My
motive may bo selfish .in wishing such
a society organized to lighten my ef-

forts, but it is n selfishness I know is
shared in by each member of the

party. I havo promised ns
1 gather new facts to place them bo-fo-

certain members ot Congress nnd
they in turn will keep mo informed as
to tho hopes thnt may ariso in Wash-
ington. A little friendly society in a
nutshell ns it wero. Ono nnd nil of
us wish to tench our fellow citizens on
theso islands that they can lean upon
us on the mainland. How can we help
you, how can you help us, and how can
you help yourselves f

I believe that constant individual
correspondence between thoso who sub-
scribe themselves friends of Hawaii
will bring about tho means, and in such
a belief I shall send to your Promotion
Committeo ns tho namo of one who
wishes to hear from nny Hawaiian who
can .give information, that of a sinccro

P. S, I spoke of tho Hawaiian coffeo

planter freeing himself from at least
one of the middlemen, which would
thereby give him fifteen cents a pound
tor his product instead of eleven as at
present. A South American plantation
sends its output to New York agents
direct, they parch and grind daily, send
to tho hotels and customcrc in original
sacks, and reap n rich profit for them-
selves and for tho planter.--.. Such a
movement organized in behalf of Kona
coffeo would havo tho influence of tho
best men in Congress, and their wives,
behind it, powerful partisans who will
work as well as talk. It therefore
behooves Urothcrs Louisson and Bruner
to get their follow planters togethor
nnd n reprcsentntivo in New York and
Washington. American coffeo for tho
army and navy should bo their watch-
word in Washington, und there aro ablo
statcsmon who will cry with them.
And in Now York, American coffee, tho
best in tho world, for Americans, the
best peoplo in tho world, who aro just
beginning to learn tho difference be-

tween real coffeo nnd its injurious sub-
stitutes masquerading under the namo
or tuo real article. America will
gladly help tho Hawaiiar coffeo planter
tho moment he shows a disposition to
help himself. Let him continue his
cry for a protective tariff, but ho is
moro apt to get it if ho makes his cof-
feo known to tho American public be-

foro Congress gets to tho consideration
of his case. Now York city alone could
easily consume nil tho coffee at present
raised on theso islands; givo her tho
invitation to do so. Other cities tako
their fashions from tho great metropo-
lis. Earnest work' will bring success,
nnd perhaps a few thousand Americans
scurrying to theso islands to plant more
coffee, once thero is real money iu suMi
a patriotic undertaking. At least it is
worth trying.

JAPS MAY DEPRIVE

M'GARTHY OF LICENSE

It is reported that Senntor McCarthy,
father of tho Liquor law and proprietor
of tho Criterion saloon, is up against
it for a renewal of his saloon license,
a direct outcome of tho law ho was
instrumental in drawing ifi n'nd got-tin- g

through tho Sonnto and Hujsc. in
tho recent session. According to his
own statement beforo the Hoard of
Liccnso Commissioners yesterday tho
now law is drawn so as to opcrato
against tho Orientals in tho saloon
business und u suspicion of this fact
has been felt among tho Orientals, es-

pecially tho Japanese, ever since tho
measure wns Introduced into tho Legis-
lature.

Acting on this suspicion tho Japa-
nese aro said to havo been quietly
working a gumo of subtlo revenge
against the Senator, taking advantage
of that section of the new regulations
Which rouqlies tlio signatures of n
miijority of Mm persons living within
two hundred und fifty feot ot tho
Promina for which nny license is to bo
issued.

WANTED

An attempt is being made by Presi-
dent I'inkham, of the Hoard of Health,
to induce the Federal authorities to
begin at onco on their work of scien-
tifically seeking a euro for leprosy,
instead of wnitlng for the completion
of the Leprosnrlum on Moloknl, Presi-
dent Pinkhnin's plan is outlined In the
report mado by him nt the regular
meeting of the Hoard of Health yes-
terday afternoon, In which ho said:

"It is three ysars since, tho United
Stales Leprosarium was suggested, nnd
two years since tho appropriation wns
granted by Congress. Owing to tech-
nicalities, bids In excess of tho amount
appropriated, etc., no start has beon
mado, and thero nro no Immediate pros
pects of tho work being undertaken,
or 'should work be begun that tho plnut
will bo nvnllablo for two years.

"I havo taken tho liberty to in-

quire of Dr. Drlnckcrhoft If the depart-
ment would accept a proposition to
temporarily occupy tho improvement
nbovo suggested nnd proceed nt onco
with the work until the station in
Moloknl is established.

"Tho buildings nt Knlihi can bo conn
pleted on or beforo October 1. if tho
plan Is approved of by nil conccrnod
tho United States scientists nnd prac-
titioners can begin thoir work nt once.

"I apprehend tho only dllllculty will
bo tho interpretation the auditor of
tho United States mny declnro as to
whether tho appropriation for main-
tenance of the Molokai station can
bo used temporarily for a similar ob-

ject carried on nt the Knlihi Receiv-
ing Station. Tho matter has been sub-
mitted to the Surgeon Qoncrnl nt Wash-
ington.

"lhcro nro in addition neuJy built
and repaired accommodations at Kali
hi for twentv-fou- r patients.

"Wo havo now regularly employod
n special nurse for tho oversight of
tho unfortunnto leper girls nnd chil-
dren while detained nt Knlihi, a fact
iuul is uAci'i-uiiiKi- graiuying 10 me,

THE LAUNDRY QUESTION.
"Tho closing of tho public wash-house- ,

nt Iwilei, forces a serious prob
lem upon tho Hoard of Health whose
consent is necessary to tlio establish
ment of substitute laundries.

"In few countries nro moro froquent
changes of wash clothing required than
here, nnd laundry bills to persons of
moderate means aro formidable.

"Tho Chinese in their way have
beon nblo to meet this necessity nt
prices for laundrymg within reach of
moderate Incomes.

"Tho government wnshhousos were
nono too sanitary and embraced tho
peculiarly unhygienic fenturo of human
habitations practically in thu same
room laundry operations wero carried
on.

"I have stated to various applicants
desiring tho legal approval of the
Hoard, that I did not think tho Hoard
would permit human habitation iu the
snmo room or directly connecting rooms
with those iu which washing is car-
ried on.

"I uiso havo ml vised tho Chinese
to form nn association, or at least n
very limited number of associations,
these associations to build thoir wnsh-hous-

under tho specifications anil
plans the Hoard would outliuo in l,

which plans while simple und com-
paratively inexpensive would insuro
lnundrying beiug curried on under posi-tiv- o

sanitary and hygioulc conditions.
"I havo stated tho Hoard would

not npprove of numerous scnttered
laundries, and thnt such projects would
bo moro expensive than associated
facilities.

"1 consider this u serious matter
for tho Hoard can not watch an un-

limited number of washhouscs.
'Public health iu this Territory re-

quires unceasing vigilance nnd private
rights should bo mado to yiold to thu
conditions necessary for sound public
health. i'n

"It is wholly unnecessary to forco
either the public to higher cost luun-dryin- g

or to cuusc the lauudrymen
prohibitive expenditure for u plant,
or its operation.

"It is a good opportunity to en-

force proper and American methods
of human habitation, n lesson Orientals
need to bo taught. '

"I would suggest thu Department of
Public Works bo requested to continue
tho operation of tho Iwilei govern-
ment' washhouscs temporarily, under
some practicable arrangement until
privnto washhouscs can bo constructed.

"Slnco writing thu ubovo I mil in-

formed tho Chinese nro prepared to
build tun first-clas- s washhouscs pro-
posing to organize directly ufter the
Hoard upproves of tho sites thoy sug-
gest, ono site being on Purker It'ue,
off Liliha street, and ono oil Ward
street, Kowalo.

" Whilo public health has not been
normnl during April und May there
has beon no good reusou fur appre-
hensions und unwiso exaggerated
gossip that lias beon lion ting through
out the Territory, especially as to iuter-islan- d

FOR REARING

Ah Pol. tho nlleged Jewelry st'oro
burglar, Is now under trial beforo a
Jury in Judgo De Dolt's court, tho full
number of Jurymon hnvlng been se
cured yesterday afternoon. Deputy
Attorney General Mllvcrton Is conduct
ing the case for tho Territory, Cnrlos
Long appearing for tho defense. Tlio
main witness put on the stnnd yester
day was Chief of Detectives Taylor,
who testlfled to the nrrost of tho pris
oner and tho circumstances which
pointed lit ill out to tho police as tho
eullty man.

Tho crime for which Ah Pol Is on trial
la thu burglary of tlio Jowelry store ot
CJoorgo Iliiffuer, on Alukea street, on
which snmo night, early In January
last. Micro wero ono or two other bur-glarl-

chlof among which was tho rob.
blng of Turin's tailor shop on .Hotel
stroet. Tho prisoner, shortly ufter tho
burglury had been committed, Bold a
portion of the stolen Jowelry to a Jap-
anese Jowelor on King street, near tho
Junction with Uerctunln, who turned
tho plunder over to tho pollco nnd laid
a trap fo- - Ah Pol. Ho walked Into It
the next night and was nabbed by De-
tective Taylor.

Tho arrest at that timo attracted con-
siderable attention, being' the first ar-
rest mado for burelury for somo time,
although prior to the change in Mis
pollco administration tho city had been
overrun with thieves. It was tho first
Important arrest of tho new pollco
force.

LINDSAY LOSES APPEAL.
A decision was handed down by tho

Supremo Court yesterday in tho appeal
from tho Fourth Circuit Court In Thom-
as W. Lindsay versus John Schllcf nnd
Eben P. Low, In which Lindsay sued
Schllof for specific performance of
contract to convey for $2000 lots 10 nndi
11 at Wulkoekoe, Hawaii, Low belnff a
defendant ns a subsequent grantee with
notice. The case Is ono In which tho
main business wns contused by claims
and counter claims for small amounts,
principally tho expenses of Bending cer-
tain wireless messages In connection
wltb tho negotiations. Tho Supremo
Court nlllrmed tho decreo of tho Circuit
Court In dismissing tho bill, but does
so without prejudice to tho plaintiff's
right to bring a further action nt law
for breach of contract.

Sheriff Inukca has addressed tho fol-
lowing letter to tho Hoard of Super-
visors, relative to hack bills which ho
thinks should not bo charged to his
department but to that of tho Attorney
Qoncrnl:

Andrew E. Cox, Esquire, Chairman of

tho Pollco Committee, Hoard ot Su-
pervisors, Honolulu.

Dear Sir: I present you herewith
two demands covering Items of trans-
portation expense Incurred by tho At-
torney General's Department, from tho
United Carriage Co., nnd tho Honolulu
llapld Transit & Land Co., tho total
amounting to $25.25.

I wish to cull your attention to tho
fact that during tho previous adminis-
tration tho Hoard of Supervisors al-
lowed a specific appropriation of $160,
over nnd abovo the regular police in-

cidental appropriation, tho sold $160,
being appropriated to covor Items of
transportation expense Incurred by tho
Attornoy General's Department.

Slnco I assumed charge of tho Pollco
Department, or moro specifically slnco
February 1, 1907, that appropriation
has been disallowed, and all subse
quent transportation bills ot tho At-
torney General's Detriment, with ref-
erence to tho County of Oahu, havo
been drawn against tho pollco Inci-
dental fund of $1000.

Under tho circumstances thlB depart-
ment has no knowledgo of tho Items
being incurred against tho general po-
llco fund each month until tho bills aro
all In. Theso bills amount to consid-
erable In tho courso of n month. In
fact, Micro nro' Items in tho demands
herewith presented, which aro for ser-
vices entirely outside of cases originat-
ing with tho Pollco Department.

It seems to mo that expenditures ot
this nature had best bo mado through
tho County Attorney's olllco, as tho
County Attorney's offlcq and that of
the Attorney General nro moro Inti-
mately related In tho prosecution ot
cases beforo tho Grand Jury and tho
Circuit Courts. As a matter of fact,
tho Incidental Fund now appropriated
each month for tho uso or tho Pollco
Department Is barely sufficient to meet
our present needs without having to
pny expenses Incurred through other
departments.
