The similar decision as to Nuusng
dam will probably not have any effect
except to exhaust the remnant of the
appropriation for the construction of
the dam, a little sooner than would
otherwise be the cass

The body of the ypinion I8 as fol-
lows:

The questions referred to me, as to
the legality of using the current ap-
propristion made for “running ex-
penses and maintenance Honolulu™
water works for the payment of, first,
cost of inspection at the Nuuanu dam:
and second, the cost of labor and ma-
terlal for the completion of the Ma-
Kiki reservoir, have met with my con-
sideration.

As to the Nuuanu dam Inspection,
it seems to me that the contention of
the Auditor 18 correct, and that this
current appropriation cannot be drawn
upon for the purpose suggestsd. The
Nuuanu dam is, in my opinion, no
part of the present Honolulu water
system. It is a new undertaking, still
in process of construction. Not until
it Is completed and accepted by the
government, will it become a part of
the water system. Inapection of this
new work, while necessary and per-
haps imperative, cangot properly be
regarded as a “running expense” of
the existing water' system, nor can It
be regarded in any-manner 35 “main-
tenance.” Fuoch inapection, it seems to
me, is a part of the cost of the dam,
and provision *of'it should have been
made In the comradt et for the con-
struction of the dam or In some other
manner out of the appropriation made
by the Legislature to bulld the dam.

The question presented as to the
Makikl reservoir differs somewhat
from the question above (Mscussed. By
Act 981, Session Laws 1807, the Legisla-
ture appropriated the sum of 5000 for
the “completion Makiki reservoir” and
made this sum immediately avallable
for that use. We must assume that
this appropriation was based upon an
estimate showing that the work
could and would be completed for this
amount or less. However, this amount
proved to be Insufficlent and as [ un-
derstand, since the first of July iast,
bills amounting to $189L70 have been
paid out of the appropriation for run-
ning expenses and maintenance of wa-
ter works in Honolulu.

It is my opinlon that after the ap-
propriztion of $0M) was exhausted,
you had no power to use any further
or other sums for this work. The
rule seems to be that where a specific
appropriation s made for a particular
object, the Legislature will be pre-
sumed to have intended that ho sums
in addition to this specifie appropria-
tion should be used for that object. It
therefore would be unlawful to use
any other funds for such work. This
