RAPID TRANSIT BY

ON QVERHEftD SYSTEM

From circulars, catalogue and pros-
pectus received by F. B. McStocker, it
would appear that the problem of rapid
transit has been solved by a Philadel-
phia firm which operates from over-

head tracks, the cars being suspended.
Steel supports maintain the structure
and a double track service is secured,
leaving- the streets free to traffic.

It is estimated that a speed of one,
hundred and thirty miles an hour la
obtained on this system and even with
this there is no loss of life, no danger
at grade- - crossings. It is much on the
plan of the New Tork elevated roads
except that structure spans the street
instead of on the sides. Passengers
enter the cars from a set of steps which
are lowered at the regular stations,
much on the plan of a gang plank from
the deck of a. steamer. This, if the
plan would be adopted for Honolulu,
would put an end to Japanese leaving
cars while they are in motion; there
would be no getting off backward.

Mr. McStocker became Interested in
the scheme through his connection
with Kona development. He believed
such a plan, if put into execution there,
would lessen the cost of transportation
from field to mill, but the expense of
building and the steep grade was
against it and, the Idea was abandoned.

JAPANESE MEM1NTS .
FEEL SHOE'S

A local man who is thoroughly in
touch, with the Japanese situation in
Hawaii said yesterday:

"A number of Japanese merchants
in Honolulu are on the verge of hank-ruptc- y.

Immigration legislation is
partly responsible for this state of
affairs for there is not nearly so large
a demand, on the part of the planta-
tions for Japanese goods as there was
six months ago. Instead ot keeping
a large slock on hand the plantations
are today buying from hand to mouth.

"These merchants will pull through,
all right, but they have stopped im-

porting and prices will go up with a
rush as soon as the plantations run
out of the commodities they require."

GRAND MAHELE INVIOLABLE.
Land at WaikikI, reserved for his

private use by King Kamehameha III.
in June 1S4S, figured In a decision ren
dered by the Supreme Court yesterday.
the case being fhat of the Territory
versus Moses Puahl et al. The conten
tion of the plaintiffs was that the de-

fendant possessed no title to the prop
erty, the defendants setting up the
claim that as early as 1863 Paakal was
living on the land in open, notorious
and exclusive possession, claiming title
against all the world and that
Puahi, the defendant, was born on the
land in 1863. The court refused to ad
mit this evidence of adverse possession
against the government and gave judg-
ment for the Territory.

An appeal was made, the courts be-

ing asked to declare the Joint resolu-
tion of annexation and Sections and
99 of the Organic Act unconstitutional,
although the defendant's brief stated
that "the Circuit Court of this Terri-
tory are not unjustly reluctant to de-

clare unconstitutionality."
The decision of the Supreme Court

holds that the constitutionality of the
Acts are not In question, as decided
in, Territory versus Kaplolani Estate,
18. Haw. In overruling the contentions
of the defendant the decision says:

"The question of adverse possession
running against crown lands Is one
upon which the language of opinions
in the past cannot be wholly reconciled.
The crown lands were those reserved
by III., In the great ma-he- le

of 1848, and declared by the act
of June 7, 1S4S, 'to be the private lands
of His Majesty Kamehameha III., to
have and to hold to himself, his heirs,
and successors, forever; and said
shall be regulated and disposed of ac
cording to his will and pleasure
subject only the rights of tenants.'
From that date until the act of Jan-
uary 3, 1865, the crown lands were
alienable by the The. question
whether title by prescription could be
acquired within this period never
arisen and could not arise, as upon
no theory could a by prescrip-
tion go back of the mahele nor ripen
during the sixteen and a half years
intervening between the acts men-
tioned, particularly the absence of
a statute of limitations."

SATISFIED WITH TRADE

The prohibition put upon the emi-
gration of Japanese laborers from
,M h country by the Japanese

of the Honolulu Japanese wholesalers.
On the contrary, the prohibition being
the result of the exclusion of Japa-
nese from Hawaii to the mainland, the
business among the Japanese mer-
chants and storekeepers throughout
the Territory Is today on a firmer and
better basis than ever. The retail
dealer has a staple class to deal with
and is not hampered by having to de-

pend upon a shifting population. Con-
sequently there are fewer chances for
him to lose through bad debts and is
therefore entitled to better credit from
his wholesaler, who on his part feels
safer in allowing credits. This Is the
concensus of opinion among the lead-
ing Japanese wholesalers of Honolulu,
expressed in denial of the published
statements to the contrary.

The reason the Japanese merchants
are not importing to any great extent
at the present time is because of the
heavy overstocking done during the
month of December, in which month
the sailing of three tramp steamers
for Hawaii from Japan forced a cut
in freight rates. In that month three
full cargoes in addition to 1000 tons
brought on the Mongolia stocked the
Japanese warehouses to the eaves.
These cheaper freights enabled the
merchants to sell lower and this has
resulted in an apparent price cutting
and sacrificing.

The months of January, February
and March are always slack ln Japa-
nese trade. For one thing, the New
Year time draws a large amount of
money out of the country, remittances
being sent to relatives at home. The
month of February, too, brings the
little red poll tax receipts in the pay
envelopes of the Japanese laborers,
and this cuts down the amount of
money in circulation appreciably.
From April to October business
will be good again, while for the year
the average Imports and the average
business will be found equal to if not
above the averages last year.
