IS CALIFORNIA
HOSTILE TO OUR

PINEAPPLES?

Tho plan of fumigating pineapples

before shipping them to San Francisco,

instead of having them fumlgatc'd af-

ter their arrival there, is not working

out as satisfactorily to tho pincapplo
growers ns it was expected, or at least
as it was hoped it would.

Soveral shippers by tho last Alameda
rccoived notico that somo of thoir ship-

ment had been rejected because tho
fumigation hero had not completely de-

stroyed nil insects.
In the past all pineapples woro fumi

gated after arrival in San Francisco,
for which a chargo of flvo cents a
crato was made. Tho pinoapplo grow
ers mado no objection to tho charge.
But a fow months ago thero was a
chango in tho personnel of tho Board
of Horticulture of California, and ob
jection began to bo mado to fumigating
tho fruit there. At tho samo timo tho
board would not agrco to accept tho
certification of any official or othor
person hero ns to tho effectiveness of
fumigation beforo shipment. Tho to-su-

was that shippers, fumigating ac-

cording to tho formula given thorn,
novcr know whether thoir fumigation
Is going to bo accepted as sufficient at
San Francisco. Even this would not
bo insupcrablo if pineapples found in-

effectively fumigated wero fumigated
thcro as in tho, past, and tho usual
chargo made for it.

But it seems from tho tenor of tho
letters on tho subject received by ship-
pers by tho Alameda, that this is not
to bo dono; that pineapples found In-

effectively fumigated on their arrival
at San Francisco, nro Jo bo rejected,
and not to bo fumigated by tho Board
of Horticulture, nor to bo allowed to
bo fumigated thcro by agents of tho
shippers. Instead thoy aro to bo

and turned back to tho trans-
portation company to bo rcshipped to
Honolulu. Of course this would, mean
tho payment of freight both ways on
fruit that would be worthless when it
got back here. '

W. B. Thomas ono of tho Wahiawa
growers said in regard to tho matter
that ho had recoiveda letter by tho
Alameda indicating that a part of ono
of his shipments had been rejected. It
was not sent back by tho Alameda, but
presumably it has either been destroyed
or is held for shipment back by tho
next Alameda.

shipments there, and my instruc
tions to him nro to rcfumlgnto

that nro rejected, if permitted.
Thero havo bcon nono rojectod boforo,
and I havo not heard from him whether
he was permitted to rofumigato thcBO

or not.
"Tho impression seems to havo been

croatcd in somo quarters that permis-
sion to fumigato our pineapples hero
before shipment Is a concession to tho
Hawaiian pincapplo growers. Howovor,
I do not think this is so. For many
reasons I think It was mora satisfac-
tory for tho fumigation to bo dono
there, nnd by and under tho direction
of tho Board of Horticulture Tho rea-
son for having it dono horo, as I was
given to understand, was that tho Board
of Horticulture had got tired of doing
it. It can be readily understood that
if thcro is no way to Tofumigato pine
apples that havo been rojectod, but thoy
must becomo a loss, it will seriously
affect tho growers. I do not fully un
dcrstand yet whether thore is no way
to secure refumlgntion or not, but tho
tenor of tho letter I rccoived socmed
to indlcato that thoro was not."

Within tho past fow months thoro
hB bcon a comploto rovorsnl of polley
in a number of respects in tho Califor
nia Stato Board of Horticulture. For
ono thing, Qeorgo Comporc, who had
been sent nil over tho world by pro
vious boards in Bearch of beneficial in-

sects in tho prosecution of tho poliey
which has been so successfully adopted
by tho Hawaiian plantors. of combat
ing' insect pesta with their natural
enemies, hnB been summarily diBchnrg
od. In addition thcro has been in largo
measuro n reversal of tho beneficial in
sect policy nnd a return to tho policy
of insecticides and sprays and other
similar measures.

Thoro havo been indications too, of
a policy of active hostility to fresh
fruits from other countries. Tho ba
nanas from Central America havo bcon
antagonized in various ways on tho
thoory, npparontly, that being a fresh
fruit thoy como into injurious compo
tition with tho fresh fruits of Cali-

fornia.
Tho suggestion has been mado that

perhaps tho samo spirit is at work
against tho pineapples of Hawaii, aB
being a fresh fruit that interferes with
tho fresh fruit products of California.

tho contract with tho Lumber Co. Mun
don clnlms that tho Mahogany Co.
ngrred to furnish him with machinery,
tooli, rallroadi, etc., and that ho was
to manufacture GxSxS tics and plnco
them on tho Hilo Railroad Co. cars nt
Pahoa, Puna, for 27c each. Tho Lum
her Co, claims no knowledgo of uny
contract whatever with Mundon, and
has nothing on Its files showing that
tho company was under any obligations
to Mundon, and therefore when tho
timo arrhodtfor tho pulling down of
the ohia trees to bo mado into railroad
ties to supply tho Santa Fo Railroad
Co., it entered into a contract with
Ariolo Bros., who had considerable

them to.

Conditions havo reached nn ncuto
stnge, at which nn amicable adjustment
of differences is imperative.
