The reflection of the fire upon tho

sky tonight is over three mile-- ) high
tho appearance is constantly chnng- -

it now being high in air and not
rcaclli)1R tIje groimd, while n few nights
ngo it formed a perfect dome extending
wav beyond the edges of tho crater,
which is some two miles by three miles.

tho latter evening tho mist was very
heavy. Directly over tho pit ot tiro n
tho light Is so red ns it rjscs nnd fnlls
that it appears like tho liquid red hot
lava itself.

Over COO visitors, from all parts of
the globe, registered hero last month,
and with tho constantly increasing ac-

tivity of tho fire, which has always
been visited in perfect safety, no doubt
the record will bo maintained.

When I vinltcd Hnlcmnumnu in 1891
the lnkf of firo was about ICO feet
down, but a little smaller than now
and with n perceptible rim. Then tho
fountains, by actual measurement count,
spouted liquid Inva from 100 to 130
feet high, tho distanco being computed
by tho seconds it took the lavn to fall.
Now the fountains drop in ono second

are from fifteen to twenty feet high,
but sparks nnd small particles of liquid
lava nro thrown thirty to forty feet.
The lako now Is about 1C0 feet down
and looks as if it lias risen at least fif-

teen feet during my visit from August
to 20.
I saw on ono visit at one time, three

central fountains and eight spurting
ones on the edges of tho lake. Ono
feature of tho central fountains is that
nt times they movo towards tho shores
nnd often causo lava flows over them.
While our party was watching they n

to movo thus coming directly
us, moving with such speed and

exhibition of infinlto power that it
would seem ns If the very walls below
ui would bo crushed or melt away in
tho maelstrom. Needless to say we all
of ono accord rose to our feet prepared
to lly, hut remained, spellbound, only
to pee the fury impotently Bpcnt on
tho shore, which it finally climbed and
slowly spread out in a fiery flow to
the vertical walls at our feet.

In IS01, too, tho crust constantly
forming and breaking, was of consid-
erable thickness nnd tho broken pieces
wero thrown to the tops of tho highest
fountains. Hut now the crust is very
thin and bends nnd breaks with no
perceptible show of thickness nnd great
red seams of fire extend in every di-

rection and are constantly changing.
There nro frequent overflows extending
to the walls,, anil tno laKO contains in- -

teen to twenty acres pr njbout two-third- s

of the Hirfnco of thh bottom of the pit
winch is 1200 feet across at the top.
On the bank, somo distance from tho
shorn line, a small fountain is now
playing, and thero are many small open
ings in the banks which show clearly
at night.

They joshed them and
told them they wero tho nicest things
that wero ever placed on earth, and
that afternoon hundreds of jack tars
were warning nruium .o, pirncc-- .

nnd festooned and ornamented as if
they wero the picture frames of somo

departed ono on Decoration Day. It
put, real oointy nio tneir nearis, nnu
every one wns glafl that tho Hawaiian
custom of flower greeting wns carried
out.

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KILAUEA'S FIRE FOUNTAINS
AND THOSE OF THE PAST

wntor tank nt a higher elevation than
the old ones, and, filled by n pump oper'
nte'd by a windmill, is a noticeablo fea-
ture.

Tho sulphur steam baths arc better
than ever, the vitreous pipe connections
having been replaced by wooden tub-
ing so that one may take a "steam"
at almost any temperature. Tho build-
ings appear in a dressing of fresh paint
and everything is kept neat nnd clean
under the enre of Mrs. McLean, tho
housekeeper.

Tha trail down to tho lava floor has
Wen mndo easier and ono only requires

sedan cliair to mnKo tno trip to tno
pit of fire in absolute comfort and
scr.cnlty. t

Tho Atkinson road, however, will
soon relieve one of the arduous trip for
the trail, although having ninny turns
and ought to be ensy, makes even tho
good man go crooked.

This rond is now finished to a point
on the margin of Kilauca-ik- i about op-

posite the old "observation point," at
the end of the trail to Kilauea-lkl- , n
distance from tho Volcano Houso of
nbout threo nnd n quarter miles. On
this road one not only gets a view of
Kilnuea in nil its panoramic grandeur
from "Lover's Leap," but at tho east-
ern side of Kilnnca-lki- , has a grand
view of Kilnuea-iki- , tho cones and lava
flows into Kilauen-ik- i and tho "Plat-
eau" between Jvilauca-ik- i and Kilauea,
and aleo the western walls of Kilauea
itself in tho distance."

About a milo beyond "observation
point" the Atkinson rnrfd is connected
with tho old Kcauhou rond a Bhort dis-

tance below the "Twin Crntcrs." Ito:
turning by tho Kenuhou road, tho sec-

ond nf the Twins is on the right and
nbout 100 feet further towards tho
Volcano House. The first of the Twins
is seen on the left side n few hundred
feet awav. This walk can bo mndo
easily in an hour each way.

Mahogany company's mm.
The path to' the Pern Forest is now

crossed by the railroad several times.
Ono may follow tho car line and in nn
hour arrive nt the mill of the Mahog-
any company. In tho mill thero nro
from 100,000 to 200,000 feet of sawed
koa'and ns much more in logs, 'piled
mountains high, near at hand. This is
a very interesting walk and ono may
visit tho fern forest, on tho walk,
nnd while away the pleasant hours by
gathering red raspberries in tho forest
or along tho railroad.

The tree moulds are well worth
a visit and you can walk to theni in
less than an hour. They are at tho
edge of a koa forest near tho ranch
house. On this walk olivine cryst-
als may be found in tho sand. A
little further on sandalwood trees.
Down the Kami road a few sandalwood
trees arc still keeping up n struggling
existence.

The old orchard is across tho milroad.
Hero one sees the results of an ambi-
tious attempt to produce apples, pears
and peaches, and a few scrubby re-
mains are still nlivo. As theso aro now
acclimated and sending up vigorous
shoots, they may have overcome tho
scale which Alexander Craw showed mo
in 1000, and a little caro might sayo
them. Yesterday I found two peaches
of fair sizn and flavor, and saw ono
cluster of apple blossoms.

HOIQUIUI

MANIA

Manila is located in a vast swamp,
with no elevation of ground wbntcver.
Estuaries, navigable for "bancos," cut
tho city into sections or "bnrrios."
Tho streets take-ne- w names whenever
they cross an "estunry." Ono contin
uous Btreet, perhaps a milo long, mny
have half a dozen names. This is
rather confusing to strangers, nnd even
residents of tho city seldom becoino
very familiar with street nomenclature
wjnio tne name Is very
generally nppneu to tho wnolo city, it
really belongs to tho "walled city"
or "Intramuros," The other sections
nrc named much like tho different parts
of Honolulu, "Tondo," "St. Nicolas,"
"Hinondo," "Stn Cruz," "Iniopo,"
"Tanduay,"' "Krmitn." "Malatc."
etc. In times of high ivntor most of tho
city Is inundated, and in the ordinary
rainy season all vacant lots are covered
with water.

The. Btrccts have been raised under
American rulo nnd nro now very pass-
able; in fact, they aro better than tho
streets of Honolulu as 1 remember
them.

Tho city is scattered over a largo
arcnfwlth many vacant lots, and beforo
tho street car was inaugurated a car-
riage of somo sort wns indispensable
to ovcry household. Now tho stroct
cars nro very efficient nnd one enn get
to nny part of tho city readily. Theso
cars are operated hv natives, and thoy
nro fairly satisfactory. They lack tho
domineering manner of the clnss in
Americn, but I presume it will como in
duo time and then wo will "feel nt
homo."

Tho city is now engaged in sewer
construction on n largo scale, and finds
it necessary to extend tho pipes n long
distance into tho liny for nn outlet.
When this work is complotcd, no city
jn tho East will compare with Manila
in this respect.

Tho new wharfs are ncarinc comnle- -

tion, nnd soon nny ship enn land pas
sengers and treigut without the aid of
lighters. This will save milch timo and
expense to shippers. Tho new water
works nro well under way and soon tho
city will liavo plenty of good water,
Health conditions hero aro steadily i'nv

proving, nut even tne educated natives
fight over" step in ndvancement nnd
lament tho "good old times" of chol-
era and smnllpox, just as many

long for tho "good old days"
when a chief could Ion off tho bead of
a subject with impunity.

Tho climnto of tlicsoislands is much
maligned, for tho reason that most
Americans here do not know how to
live in tho tropics. Thoso who havo
lived in Honolulu do not complain
much, although tho habit is catching.
Tho nights are cooler hero than in Ho-
nolulu, but wo have heavy winds and
storms hero unknown in your islands.
llio rains aro ,violcnt nnd arise more
suddenly than thcro also. On tho whole',
I think tho climate ot Hawaii tho best
by far.

Tho houses hero aro hotter adapted
to a tropical climate than "tho homes
in Honolulu. Itcnts hero havo fallen
nearly fifty per cent, within tho past
two years. Tho cause nf this is thnt
many Americans nro building homos of
their owu in the American quarter of
tho city viz., Erinitn, Malato and
Pneo, on tho south side of tho river,
and tho demand for the older houses
is less. Tho Americans build after tho
American plan of cottages; ono story
and near the ground, henco they aro
unhealthy, nnd the Americans aro cer-
tainly good patrons of the hospitals,
but tho Spaniards and other foreigners
appear to bo healthy enough.

A better clnss of meat than can bo
had in Honolulu costs about half as
much as it docs there; good butter is
40 cents per pound, chickens can bo
bought for from 15 cents up to SO cents,
but milk is practically unknown ex-
cept in cans.

Common white clothing costs about
the samo as with you.

"Ohohn" coffee costs S.! cents per
pound, nnd it is much hotter than tho
nntivc product; a Chinnman in "Kona"
sends it hero, and his agent grinds it
and puts it on the ninrkct. A stablo
"eurromnto" costs 00 cents an hour,
whilo a street "rig" costs 20 cents for
tho first hour and I5 cents for nny ad-
ditional hour. Somo of tho street
"rigs" nro very good and some are
poor indeed, tho ponies being lame, and
the "curromatos" old and shabby.

Tho city lias been governed by a
council nnd "alendc," all being ap-
pointed liy tho commission; but tho re-

cent legislature) determined to havo two
members elected by tho city. How it
will work is the question. Thero are
many rumors of "grnft," but as tho
council wns not responsible to tho peo-
ple, you can see how little rhnneo thero
wns 'to correct irregularities if any ex-

isted. There has 'also existed an ad-

visory board, which could advise, but
had no actual power. Of course, they
found fault with everything done and
mndo themselves ridiculous generally.
' To illustrato: At a recent firo tho
chief of tho Are department ncccpted
applied to the city council for nuthor-th- o

aid of the militnry. This wns njado
use of by tho "advisory board" to im-

peach the clilff because ho had not first
ityl The fact that tho houses might
havo burned whilo tllo council was act-

ing on the npplicntion does not scorn to
hnvo occurred to them. And this board
is from among tho most intelligent
Filipinos!

It is sincerely hoped by the War De
partment and by President Hoosovelt
that the presidential election in Cuba
will not bo a ono party affair. It has
becomo a habit with parties down there
to withdraw, if their campaign appears
to.be hopeless or if the dominant party
conducts affairs so as to throw any
doubt on tho honesty of tho election.
Instead of voting the minority party
begins to stir up strife aiidrebellion.
The Liberals, now divided into Liberals
nnd Historic Liberals, seceded in 1003
nnd rofused to vote at the presfdonttnt
cection. Having withdrawn they
promptly busiod themselves in organiz-
ing tho revolution that broke forth tho
following year. There were two elec-
tions under tho Republic aud in both
of them, all except theModerate party,
withdrew,

Tho three parties, that Gov. Magoon
recognized, the Conservatives, Liberals
nnd Historic Liberals, all put provincial
ticlcets aneld. 1'rovision was made for
other candidates to g?t upon the official
ballot by petition. The voters were ap
parently industrious in making the most
oi that opportunity. For in the pro-
vincial elections of August 1 Pinnr del
Illo, Mantanzas, and Oriente all had an
independent provincial ticket on tho
ballot. Oriento had two. Thero wero
independent parties in Havana, prov-
ince, which were active in advocating
tho election of their favorite candi-
dates for alcalde and municipal coun-
cillors, but they put no men in the run-
ning for tho provincial offices and filled
tho upper portion of their column on.
tho official ballot with tho sentence!
"No tiono candidato," which means no
nominations.

Thero wns equal zenl in the nomina-
tions for the posts of alcalde and coun-
cillors in the 82 municipalities of tho
island. The Conservatives named can-
didates in all but two of these muni-
cipalities; the Liberals in all but 1!;
the-- Historic Liberals in all but 13.
There were combinations between the
two latter parties in certain municipali-
ties, so that tho Conservative candi-
dates were left unopposed in very few
municipalities. Twenty-one- , or over a
fourth of tho municipalities, had inde-
pendent tickets; the cities of Pinnr del
ltjo, Havana and Santiago de Cuba, had
two independent tickets each. All this
was looked upon by Gov'. Srngoon as
exceedingly encouraging and as giving
promise for a hotly contested election.

Cuba never before had n complete
registration, of voters, or anything that
approximated an honest registration.
The census of population, taken many
months ago, was expected to form tho
basis of thh registration but proved
a disappointment. This wns largely
duo to the Ignorance or incapacity of
tho enumerators. But n carefully
drawn electoral law, fashioned .after
tho best statutes In this country, "was
promulgated April 1 and great pains
wore taken to got comprehensive and
correct voting lists. The administra-
tion of that law began April 10, slnco
which timo tho machinery has boon
whirling. First the voting lists for the
10G9 barrios were distributed to tho
various municipal alcaldes to be posted
in public places for inspection. About
the samo time initial permanent regis-
ters wero sent to tho various munici-
palities. A few days later electoral
boards were appointed under a decree
of Gov, Magoon and soon 89 such
boards wero organized nad ready for
business. These included ono board for
leach of the 82rmin!cipalitios, ono pro-
vincial board for oach of tho six pro
vinces and also one central board, which
