kulcunn at Hnlnvvii.
In tho matter of the estate of C.

Alii, tho Supreme Court decided that
AV. L. Whitney, who was the adminis-

trator of tho estnte, must pay $870.90
to AT. Silveira & Co., tho amoiml of a
forty per cent. dividend of their claim

sgaintt the estate, notwithstanding ho

bad been discharged on a hearing of
lis petition for an allowance of flual

accounts nnd discharge, at which bear-

ing the creditor was not present, not
laving received notice of it, nnd his
claim pot having been considered.

In tho case of Martello vs. Martcllo,
tlio Supremo Court held with Judgu
Lindsay that the Circuit Court bad no
jurisdiction in divorce, proceedings
where the suit is brought in a different
jurisdiction from that in which tho
parties Inst lived together as husband
and wife.

Intendcnt of Public AVorks, Air. Camp-
bell, whereby the water from the res-
ervoir may bo used to develop power
to pump artesian water for the mains
for household use. In that way thj
city is assured of nbsolutelv puro wa-
ter, while the adoption of such a
scheme ns Mr. Campbe'l suggests
would add materially to the water sup-
ply. Tho water from the reservoirs,
for instance, could be used altogether
for irrigation after it had heen ii.,1
for power development. By n system
of open irrigation flitches, such as are
lounu inrougnout Snlt Lake City and
nunc owier places, uio gardens of tho
city except nn tho very highest levels
eould bo irrigated. This wntor wmtLl
lie bettor for irrigation than tho

wnW. It would bo too expen-
sive, of course, to put in another sys-
tem of nmins for the irrigation water,
even if that were necessary.

"Hoving an assured supply of abso-
lutely puro nnd tinenntnminnted wnter
for drinking nnd kitchen purposes and
n big supply for irrigation, tho wnter
problem of Honolulu should bo solved
nnd in a cry satisfactory mnnner. Tim
growth of the city depends on tho so- -

inuon oi mat problem.
"I regret very much having tolcavo

Hawaii. I have enjoyed cverv minute
of my stay here. A'our Islands nro de-
lightful and T hnvo met so mniv
charming nnd ngrceable people that I
wouiii weicomo nn excuse to stay
longer. I hnvo traveled a great deal,
but T have never found so delightful
a placo as Hawnli. ,

"A'our vnrious problems here, trans-
portation and markets, will solvo them-
selves. More people will como hero
nnd then transportation will cheapen
and improve. That will bring moro
people, nnd ilth them more improve-
ments in transportation. These things
work together. One brings the other.
A'our problems are tho same as others
have had, and others havo been able
to work nut the answers, just as you
will bo able to.

'JAVhnt Hfhwnii needs to develop its
fruit resources moro than any ono
thing, something that you will have to
have, is nn industrial agent. He will
have to be a mail with n knowledge of
transportation, a knowledge of tho
fruit business nnd a great deal of
knOnledco of human nature. His bus
Iness wilt bo to go between producer
nnd biivcr; islve thn producer n knowl
edge of what tho buyer wants: work
witli the transportation companies arid
1)0 in a position to know what kind of
transportation is wanted and whnt.
4ieiKiiin cim no ussiirua u tne trans-- ,

portatiou is arranged fur. He will
hnvp to study the markets and know
.what is needed, nnd when, and he must
bo in a position to be abU to arrange
with the buyers nnd bo able to assuro
them of systematic shipments, proper
condition of the fruits nnd n uniform-
ity in the products to bo handled)

"A'our producers must get together
and work together. They must tnko
nn example from the Southern Califor-
nia Fruit Growers' Association, which
is succeeding in a business in which
tho members working independently
failed.

"A'ou must have cooperation along
businesslike lines nnd a businesslike
method of securing and holding tho
trade. Thero nro many tilings that
you can export from hero nnd be suc-
cessful in. I can not say what they
would be, but your industrial agent
could find out nnd tell you. It might
tnko him two jears or more of hard
work, but tlio results would amply jus-
tify the expense."

The idea of celebrating tho naval

to him and he has offered his help at
AVnshington.

James r. Morgan, president of tho
Chamber of Commerce, who had much
to do with tho inception of the idea,
writes enthusiastically of the plan
from the Coast. It is his opinion that
tho celebration could bo arranged in
sucji a way as to bo of tlio very great-
est benefit not only to Hawaii, but to
the whole American interests of the
Pacific. Ono of bis suggestions is that
at that tlmp the schcined-fo- r Congress
of Consuls eould bo held here, at which
the consular representatives from ovcry
country bordering on tho pacific could
meet, exchange viows nnd together lay
plnns for the oxtension of American
trade of tho Pacific.

It is moro than probable that Ha-
waii could have visits from ono or
more members of the Cabinet at tho
lime. Tho Secretary of the Nnvy nnd
tho Secretary of Commerco nnd Labor
could come consistently, and perhaps
the Secretary of State eould be present
for the Congress of Consuls.

It hns also been suecested that con- -

gressional assistance might properly be
secureu tor sucu nn event as the ceje
'brntW of tho opening of Pearl liar
bor, financial nssistaneoenongh to pay
me expense or bringing tne House and
Pennto committees on naval affairs to
Honolulu.

lliis plan lias been talked over
