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FALL IN FOREIGN COMMERCE.

Internutiona! commerce mude s lower record in 1008 than in 1907 in prae-
tically all the commercial sountrics of the world,

The Bureau of Stutisties of the Department of Commerce and Labor pub-
lishes in esch issue of ite Monthly Summary of Commerce and Finance a table
ehowing the importe and exports of the principal commereinl countries of the
world down 4o the latest available month of the current year. This table
shows the trude of more thun & dosen of the leading countries during the full
enlendar yenr 1908 and ecompares the same with the immediately preceding
yoar, while, in those cages in which stutistios for the full yenr are not yet
avnilable, the fignres cover that purt of the year for which officinl reports have
been received.

These figures of the imports and exports of the principal countries of the
world in 1008, compared with 1907, show, as above indiented, in mearly overy
case a fulling off in both imports and exporte. In the commerce of the United
Kingdom, for exnmple, imports show a fall of $256,000,000 and exports a full
of #238,000,000, in the full enlendar year 1008 compnred with the full ealendar
yenr 180T, In the case of Germeny, the imports show n fall of 102,000,000
and the exports o fall of §23,000000; these figures heing for the full eulendar
vear 1008 compared with the ealendar year 1007. In the ease of France, the
imports show o fall of §25500,000, gnd the exports s fall of $62,5600,000, In
the ease of Helgiym, the imports show & full of §082,000,000 and the exports a
full of $28,000,000. Canada’s imports show a full of $88,000,000 and her ex-
ports an inerease of $8,500,000, while most of the ‘other countries in the list
show similur fulling off, the chief exception being Argentina, which shows but
a slight decrense in imports and o material incrense in exports. The average
monthly importations of the twenty-three countries shown by the table was
007,000,000 in that portion of 1008 which they respectively represent against
£€1,060,500,000 in the corresponding period of 1907; and the average monthly
exports $901,000,000 ngninst §075,000,000 for the corresponding period of 1907,

The veiled insinnations of members of tho House of Representatives on the
floor of the House on Suturdsy during the debate eoncerning the salary and
the work of the officinl stenograpbier and the more open remnrks made in the
lubbigs after the debate have indpedd o spspicion in the publie mind that all
is not well. It is elaimed that the Bpeaker applied the gag rule to shut off
the debate when members of the Touse opposed to his rulings regardiog the
stenographor sturted to darry the war into the other camp and ask questions
regarding various Housg employes.  Binee the dobate on Baturdny, there has
bean mueh diseussion eoncerning the ‘“typewriting and translation graft'! and
the excessive amounts suld to be made by those sharing in the Legislature
gpoils. A story is in eirenlation coneerning a two hundred and fifty dollar Lill
paid for a stenograplie report of one committee weeting, and it is probable
that hefore the seswion closes there will he some further questioning along the

One point stands elear in the whole matter, bowever, and that is that
tho *“graft’’ referred to by Speaker Holstein is mueh less this session than in
any of the previous once, It is a fact that the Speaker has refused to sanction
wevernl of the elaims made; Represeptative Castro, chuirmuan of the Pablic
Accounts Committes, hng also stood between the tresasury and those grubbing,
agl that Seeretary Mott-Smith, the Federal disbursing agent, has likewise
turned down o number of claims,

Some goad diplomutic pluces, that many n Republienn would grab sty have
boen turned down, Ooe of the fret diplomatic offers thut President Tafs made
was to the reliring Assistant Secretary of State, Hon. John Callan O 'Laughlin,
He hind been n grest favorite with President Roosevelt, since the days when
the latter whr Asdstant Beeretary of the Navy and **Cal’' wud i reporter
around the Nuvy Departmont. Mr. Taft offered Mr. O 'Langhlin the pagition
of Minister to the Argentine Republic, where the salary is §12,000 n vear, bot
the offer was declined, bechuse Mr, O 'Laughlin preferred more luerative em-
ployment nearer home,

There nre doxens of distinguikheid Republicans who would give their veéry
eyer for appointment ax ambassndor 10 some foredlgn conrt.  They subseribed
iiberally, in some instances, to the eampaign fund. Many of these aspirants
are very wealthy people, who desire the socinl honors that sttach to the am-
bassadorial offiee. One very wealthy map, however, has refused an imporiant
diplomutic post. He is Assistint Secretary of the Navy Troman H. Newberry,
Fresident Tuft wanted to make him Ambassudor to St, Petersburg, oue of the
most desirnble of oor foreign missions.  Mr. Newborry wonld have liked to
continue ne Seeretary of the Navy, but he does not cnre to sprve the government
as an ambassador at o salary of $17,500 per annum.

It is genceally understood that an ambassador or minister most spend more
than he earns, bhut there are some excoptions to that general rulo. There are
two or three posts where one ecan save some money., The legation at Buenos
Ayres is one of them; the emihbassy at Tokio is nnpther. That may have sonie-
thing to do with the great desirnbility of the Tokio mission in recent yenrs.
A number of compuratively poor men lave aspired to it. The Mexiean ombassy
is suid to be rather desirable for the same reason,

It ie somewhat strange to read that the Breckons decision shows
that Taft has ‘“swnll yso for the peaple’ of Hawuii. If the people
of Hawail were on the Thwing side of the controversy, they concealed
it with remarkabile suceess, How does a decision agninst the Thwing
charges tend to show that the President has “‘small use for thoe people®’
of Hawnii? Might it not be eited to show exaetly the opponite?—star.
The only known decision on the Thwing chayges was made by the Roose-
velt administration. The Taft action seems to have been taken in spite of
those chnrges and to suit & Wyoming Senntor. As for the later course showing
o desire to plesse the people of Huwaii, it isvolyed a smub to their offcial
representative,  Kubio, who bhad recommended somebody else, Nor has the
Governor been given a chavee to be Leard, So fur, the gdministration has not
congidered the wishes of Hawaii at all,
