It Is generally believed In official cir-
cles that Governor Frear will not ap-

point a Treasurer Immediately, but
will allow tho department to continue
under tho direction of Hapal for sev-

eral weeks at least.
Position of Pratt,

It Is understood that the falluro of
Governor Frear to send tho name of
Land Commissioner Pratt to tho Sen-
ate, as Treasurer, was something of a
Burprlse to that official. Pratt was
favorably regarded for tho place by
several Senators, and It was believed
that there would be no opposition to
his appointment If his name was sub-
mitted by the Governor.

Because of tho consolidation of tho
Department of Public Works, tho De-
partment of Public Lands and the
Survey Department, no action was
taken by the Senate on tho appoint-
ments of Commissioner Pratt and Sur-
veyor Wall, and because of that fact
the commissions of those two officials
expired with the adjournment of the
Legislature and they are In the curious
position of being without legal title to
the offices which they will hold until
July 1, the beginning of the next bi-

ennial period, when tho consolidation
scheme will go Into effect. There Is a
great deal of work pending In both
departments, and tho two officials will
continue with their duties, In accord-
ance with the wishes expressed by
Governor Frear.

Has Largo Powers.
Under the consolidation of tho

three departments named, tho supreme
head, who will bear the sonorous title
of "Superintendent of Public Works,
Lands and Survey," will be vested
with a great amount of executive
power, which will even extend to tho
fixing of the salaries of all employes,
from the chiefs of each bureau down
to the messengers. The only Itemized
appropriation under the consolidated
departments is that of $9000 for tho
superintendent. The remaining amount
of $90,280 Is Inclusive for "engineers,
architects, draughtsmen, surveyors.
clerks, .stenographers, subagents, ran-
gers, messengers and expenses." The
distribution of tho appropriation of
$90,280 will bo left entirely to tho dls.
cretlon of the head of the" depart'
ment, who can fix the salaries of tho
employes at any ngure ne minus nt,

When the consolidation scheme was
under discussion In the Senate, Chair-
man Falrchlld of tho Ways and Means
Committee explained that a great deal
of discretionary power would have to
bo left to the head of tho depart-
ment, because a new system was be-
ing put Into operation and It would
be Impossible to segregate tho appro-
priation Intelligently.

There is a
lopcr homo with 030 lopors kept by
tho imperial government. Tho cost of
thoso lepers amount imagine for a
year to $5375, so you see how well
they arc provided no attendant, no
nurse but myself. Besides, I keep thir-
ty lepers, they cost mo $10 a month.

"I have built a homo for tho lepers
on an island, but there are formalities,
and I have to wait, having only $1000
to feed them, cloth them, buy medi-
cines, etc., etc, I have to live on very
little no meat, no vegetables tea, eggs
and bread three times a day and work
from morning ' till flight without a
moment rest and wink. I am sixty,
oigbt, soon sixty-nin- e years old, All
through the hottest days of the last
summer I kept on, single-hande- all
telling me I would soon break down.

"It will bo no wondor If I becomo
a leper, because at tho leper village
hygiene is nearly unknown. When tho
lepers will be on my island, things will
be different, but I havo only $1000
interest a year; and $75,000 a year
aro spent at Molokai for only 800
lepers! It may be that thoso $75,000
aro to keep the 800 two years, but
oven, that's n great deal! $40.50 per
head. Hero tho Chinese Imperial gov-
ernment allows to a number of lepers
2',-- cents dally, that is $9.12 cents
a year nothing else, no clothing, no

"Thoro is no doubt but that a
mistake was mado in tho first placo
whon a .bill was introduced providing
for a $500 license fee on all wireless
companies or persons using wireless
telegraphy in tho islands. Tho solon3
decided that this should bo entitled an
act to provido for a monopoly, and they
actod accordingly.

"In tho second bill, also, there- was
apparently a slight mistake made. Tlys
bill provided that anyone operating a
wireless outfit for commercial purposes
should be taxed a liconso feo of $25.
Tho bill was passed through both
houses, but was killca through tho
pocket veto of tho Governor. Although
tho bill was faulty in some respects,
I believe that it would have done con
sidcrablo good and should havo been
mado a law. It could havo been
amended at tho next session of tho

STILL UNSIGNED

"Among tho bills now under consid-
eration aro some measures good in prin-
ciple but containing matter that will
probably mako it Snadvisablo for mo
to sign thorn. The good is outweighed
by tho bad," said Governor Frear, yes-

terday, in reference to tho fact that
seventeen bills and ono joint resolu-
tion aro in his hands, subject to his
pocket veto. Whether any of the eigh-
teen measures yet alivo aro to bo sign-e- d

by him or not was not definitely
stated,

Tho Governor is of tho opinion that
it is quito within his power to sign
any of tho measures if he approves
of them. "The right of the Executive
to sign bills after tho adjournment of
tho Legislature is clear," he said,
"provided tho signature is af-
fixed within ten days after, tho time
the bill is submitted. Whether it would
be legal to sign a bill after the expira-
tion of the ten days is not so cer-

tain."
Tho Governor, tbo Territorial Secre-

tary and the Attorney General worked
over bills to bo considered until long
after midnight on Wednesday morning
and tolled also over bills far into the
night on the day of adjournment. A
decision on some of tho measures not
signed was not reached in time to
cither sign or veto them. Whether
such a decision has as yet been reach-
ed is not known.
