RUSSIAN
KICKS

Governor Makes Inquiries About
Alleged Overcharging of
Laborers.

NONE HAVE BEEN FOUND
Believes Ignorance of Newcom-
ers Is Alone the Cause and
Expects Betterment.

Hussian laborers, who returnsd
to Honolum n few weeks ago
from Kauni, advanced as their
reasons for leaving the plunta-
tions the faer that the planta-
tion  stores  were overcharging
them, that the plantations were
making them pay house rent
and that they were being paid
less tham the agreed scale of
wages, A mumber of the Russiuns
were interviewed by The Adver-
tiser and the sobstanee of their
complaint passed on tb the an-
thorities for' investigation.

As n result of the investigation,
Governor Frear yesterday an-
nouneed thut he was convineed
that the warions troubles arose
through the ignoranee of the new-
comers and their ehildishness in
regard to money values, contracts
and agreements,

He expressed hopefulness in
the unltimate outeome of the Rus-
sidan experiment.
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On the complaint of Russian immi-
grants who arrived here & few months
ago that they were compelled to pay
excoedingly high prices for supplies
furnished them by plantation stores,
run by the companies, Governor Frear
took up the matter nt omce and has re-
ceived answers which indieate that the
prices charged for certain necessities
have been and were considerably under
the prices quoted in the compinints,

They stated in theiv complaint that
granulated and Dbrown sugars were
sold to them at very high prices, 48
ptr hundredweight for the former. The
Governor’s souree of information gives
this sugar at nedarly $2 less. They sell
the hrown sugar at four to five cents,
which Is muéh lower than the prices
eompluined of.

Potatoes nre selling at about half the
prices quoted by the  Rossians, who
complained that their spuds cost five
dollars a sack. ;

In all instanees the plantation store
on Kauni, which furnished the Goyer-
nor their eurrent list of prices, showed
that the Russinns were at fault when
they mude their compluints, and he
ean only arrive at the conelusion that
their ignorauce of the vilue of Ameri-
enn money is at the bottom of the
trouble,

The Governor states that the planta-
tion stores realize that the Russians
prefer their black flour to the white
produced by American mills and sre
making an effort {o lny in & suflicient
supply to meet the demand.

Plantation Btores a Benefit.

As to the eriticism aguinst the plan-
tations running stores the Governor
suys he bolieves it wovld be s great
mistake to do away with them. In the
first plaee they carry a very inrge stock
of general merchundise, and their

stocks ecomprise items thut the Japa-
nese, Chinese and Portuguese stores do
not earry.

In the second place the Governor
asserts that the pluntution stores km-.p[
the prices down in order to keep other
storeleepers’ prices down, or rather to
prevent them from putting and keeping
prices up. Keepiog prices normal is o
safogunrd to the laborers who derive
an additionu] benefit from' the plintu.
tions runuing the stores, Only recent-
Iy n complaint renched the Governor
from some Portuguess store pers on
Huwall who alleged that the plantation
stores undersold them and they were |
not making ns muech money us they be
lieved they shounld,

furn in two dollars a month. At the
end of three years or thirty-six months
the total of these two-dollar paymonts
amounts to #72, whieh i considered a
smull price to pay for a hoise and lot,
which hecomes absolutely the holding
of the Juborer. Apparently the Ruos-
sians, who are childlike in their ignor-
ance of the vilue of American moneys,
contracis and agreements, have entered
into snch agreements, hut when the two
dollars is dedoeted believe they hawe
not been fairly dealt with.

Plain Truths in Bussian, .

Governor Frear has reéccived a sug-
gestion that the bourd of immigration
prepare a earefully compiled statement
of prices of food supplies, wages on
plantations, difference between day and
contract Iabor, and exactly what ‘each
Inborer receives and the method of ob-
taining supplies at the plantation
stores, to be printed in Russian, so that
the agenis in Manchuria may give the
omigrants an officisl pamphlet contain-
ing the proper kind of information be-
fore they leave their homes. The sug-
gestion has been made, ulso, that these
pamphlets be giveén to everr Russian

‘making applieation to come to Hawali,

and that no man he reernited as an
emigrant nntil it is ascertained that
he thorogghly understands eonditions
here. Tn this way the territorial repre-
sentatives would have no necessity to
make statements and the immigrants
could not then accuse them of having
misstated facts,

No Misrepresentations,
The lutest information from the hoard

| of immigration agents in Manehuria is

that nothing but the sbeolote fruth is
being told the emigrunts npd that, ns
n matter of faet, it is actunlly not nec-
essary to promise anvibhing hevond free
transportntion to getr all the laborers
reguired. A, L. O Atkinson, writing
to Riehard Tvers, chairman of the bonrd
of immigration, under date of January
25, fram Dairen, Sputh Manehuria,
states that the Russinns there are anx-
ioug to come to Hawall on any terms,

imperative Mood and, Fulure
Tense Not Distinguishable
and Court Interprets.

{(From Thurslay's Advertiser,)
The supreme court rendered an opin
ion vesierday in the case of Mary N.
Simerson vo. Willinm Kukailani Simer-

gon, n minor, by his guardian W, R.I
Simerson, in which the sylinbus gives
the conclusions as follows:

A deed conveyving “‘abwelutely*’ to,
to A ‘“nnid her heirs forever'’ reserving |
all riglits nnd ineome for lives of
grantor and wife upon eondition that
grantee ‘‘ean not’’ sell or mortgago
anid that after her death the land *‘is
to descend’” to her son and after born
ehildren **sand their heirs and assigns
forever’’ gives the grantee the fea
whieh is not reduced to @ life estate
by the condition against alienation,

The suit grew out of land devised to
their Bimerson heirs, On Juwiy 28, 1007,
Willinm Kalsehao conveyed to his
daughter Mary Nanea Simerson a eer-
tuin plece of Innd situnte on Nuuanu
avenue. The grantor and his wife have
sinee died, and the granteo has not
puid the mortgage and bas no other
child than Wililsm, samed in the con.
veyunce, whose guardisn joins the sub-
mission. The quostion is did the grantee
take under the deod sn absolute feu
simple subjeet to the mortgage and lifo
estute rescrved to the grantor and his
wife, and is the fee in the grantee's
son William subject to a life estate
only in the mother, the grantee, n3
well as to the terms of the mortgage
and rights of after born children, The
plaintiff claims that the fee is granted
to her by the words of conyeyance
amil deseription of the persons taking
tue land.

The interpretation of the words of
the conveyance ave rather puzzling ae-
etording to the following statement of
thé opinion which is written by Chiof
Justice. Hartwell:

The Hawaiian deed, of which a copy
has been filed by request of court, shows
that the* English wersion appoars to
bhave been adapted to forms in Eng-
lish deeds. For instance, it hag. no
formal habendum, but in place of it,
immediately after the clauses marked
1 and 2 requiring that the grantee shall
not sell or mortgage the laud and shall
pay the mortgage on it, appear the
words which literally may be translated,
““The land is fune (lilo), all the rights
and the benefits upon it to said Mary
Nuanes Simerson immedintely after our
dying,”’ aud next following, “‘and upon
ber dying the Innd will (or shall)
deseend (ili, usunlly meaning go as an
inheritance nnd traunslated by the puar-
ties as *‘descend ') uRnn her Jlm
which she now has, W, K. 8, and other
children which she may have herenfter
nund to their heirs and-nssigns forever.'!
This is not & remainder but an expres-
sion of the grantor's wish or intention
that the inheritance which he had given
to his daughter should deseend from
her to his grandchiliren, There is no
Hawaiian ‘word which is the exact
equivalent of ““eondition,'' tMe word
“kumu,’' translated  “‘eonditions,’?
used in the version, meaning * grounds*?
or *‘‘considerations.’’ Moreover, the
Hawaiinn langunge does not distinguish
between the imperative mood and the
futpre tense. The deed then would
readily mean to the Howaiian mind that
the grantor gives the laml to his dangh-
ter absolutely and to her heirs und as.
signs forover, considering than she will
(or shall) mot sell or mortgage it and
will pay off its mortguge and that an
her death it will (or shall) deseena
to her children. These expressifng ara
equally futile in their efftet upon the
f¢e granted to the plaintiff.

HILO, Hawaii, February 26—The
Hilo Hotel was formally thrown open
to the publie this evening, the opening
event' being in the nature of a recep-
tion and ball, taken part in By the
leading wsocisty folks of the Big Is
land. The affair was successful to a
very high degres, pleasing alike to
thoss who ctime as guests, to those who
worked to make the opening & mnote-

During the day the ladies of Hilp
transformed the interior and grounds
into veritable floral bowers. The prepa.

Four Thousand Homeless.

The damagoes up to
date exceed $1,000,000. nnd there ap-
pears to be no hopé of immediate re-
liof. Floods from the swollen walers
of the Ohio have rendered thousands

Twenty Trains Stalled.

OGDEN, Mareh 8.—A score of trains
are stalled here and hundreds of pas-
sengers are marooned, unable to pro.
