Whntcvor action will bo takon ia
regard to the violation of tho bird
reservation laws by tho twenty-thro- s

tlnpancso captured by tho rovonuo
Thetis, a suit will bo instituted
'against Max 'Schleminor for tlio viola-
tion of tho federal contract laws, and
will bo first connoctod with this In-

cident.
Schleminor, by hU own admission,

brought tho men down to carry on
work for him on Laysan, Lysianskl
nnd other Ulnnds in tho Hawaiian
archlpalogo, presumably, according to
him, tho collection of guana. Just un
der whnt terms ho omptoyod thorn will
not bo known until tho suit is filod by
tho government In tho federal court,
probably this mornlnjj, but thoy woro
undoubtedly sufllclcnt to get him into
trouble.
' Providing 'ho is convicted of tha
charge, Sclilomnrcr faces n fino of $23,-00- 0.

For oacli man thnt shall bo
brought into tho country from another
foreign country under contract to per-
form certain labor, tho govornmont
can claim $1000. Schlommor brought
in at least twonty-thro- men. Whethor
ho employs moro or not is not known
and ho will probably havo trouble
enough In explaining his connection
with those whom the Thotls captured.
