It is hardly an exaggeration to say
that Governor Hughes was tho most
effectivo camnaicner the Republican
party had afield in tbo last presidential
campaign llo was much sought after
by tho party managers west as well
as cast and proved himself a very
forceful and cogent rensoner beforo
political nudlonces The people turned
out in tremendous numbers to grqct
him and ho gained the respect of per-
sons

his several crusades for Stato reforms
in New York during tho last threo
years and more Governor Hughos has
frequently betnkon himself to tho
platform to expound his cause and thus
stir up public sentiment behind tho leg-
