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ABLLING AT OOST.
Profits malde in the plantation wipres, aeeording to the plantation reports,
vary from o fow bundrod dollurs & yesr to &n mueh ns thirty thousand dollurs,

nithough few of the published reporis give the larger tigures, prefefring that
the store profits ahould sotie in MBong The ¢t eoleri.

An o guneral rule, how-
over, it will by found that few of the plantation stores muke any grout per-
eentage of profit over what they have degidod to charge under the new ‘‘sell
at eost'’ rule, w0 far as the necessition of life nre eoncerned, while the de-
eisfon to spply tho eust rule anly to wmployes will result, very probably, in
the stores confining all their businews to cmployes.  Maintaining two sots Of
prices wonld entail endless trouble.

The question for the wholesalers of Honolulu and the independent store-
keepers throughout the conutry to conwidor, hpwover, appeurs to us to bie this:
1f the pinntations soll nodessities to lnborers at cost and this results in u snving
to the laborers of thres dellare & month, as hus Loan elabmed, will not the
eountry be bettor off with this money in the hands of the Ishiorers to be spent
than in the hands of the plantations as profite?  No one questions the fact thit
a raise of laborers’ pay all round of three dollirs & month would benefit avery-
one in business in the Territory.

Tho bulk of profits goes to the pluntation stores now and the bulk of the
neceasitiod in purelused from the plantation stores now. If the trade in neees
pition continues to go to the plantation stores, but the profits remain with the
poople 10 spend where aud Wow they plense, will the benefit to the Territory
not be felt?

T argue that plantation stores should be retained on a profit earning bunis
in order that somo little part of the profit may be diverted away from them
appears to be about ai fullncious s 1o argue thnt railronds should be sup-
prossed, beeause they throw stage drivers out of business,

If the profts of the plantation stores of Onho nmount to fifty thousand
dollars u yeur, for instanee;, would not Hosoluln be better off with that amount
looss in the kinnds of the people than to bhave the present system eontinue and
have that amount pass into the hands of the eorpomtions!

Moury in goneranl ocireulation is more beneficial' to the eommunity than
money locked np in the banks,

THE HUNAN RIOTS.

The Hunan tiots, aceording to. the reports from China, have come ns o
protest aguingt the pomplinnce of the Muauehus in allowing forcigners to ghare
in the building of the Hunkow-Cunton railroad, through thd southeastern
provinees, the railway systom planned being kvown variously sa the Hankow-
Canton; Hankow-Szechuen and Hukuang, aecording to the cholee of the
writor., The rnilroad system is to open up n large troet of southern Chins and
give the ports of Hankow and Canton forther rallroad conunedtion with the
hinteriunds.

An intersational syndieate of finnneiers, from América, Great Britain,
Franoe nnd Germany, have just: concluded the work of dividing up the lonn
of thirty million dollard, which they are now ready to offer to the Chinese
government sa a construction fund. Tha Powers aro not advancing any part
of tho money, the interests of the various governments being confined to seting
that eapitalists of their respoctive countries get in on the deal in order that
the trade that may rosily from the construction of the rond will not go fo any
ono country.

When the antiforeign rioting begen, the reason ndvanced was that famine
existed in the Hunnn province nnd it was believed by the populace that the
foreignors in businesd in Chang-Sha bnd eornered Lhe riee for profit, This news
hastened the negotintions for the loan, the stand being taken that the sooner
the railrodds fnto the district were built the sooner would the possibilities of
further famines bo avertel. Thos the very protest of the Chinese will probably
precipitnte what they are protesting ngninst.

The rioting, as a matter of fact, has plaged the Peking government in an
embarmsiing position, Evidedncs apeeumulates that the outbroak wos planned
and deliberate, sohemed by influentinl persons as a warniog to the eentral
government to make plain the determined opposition of Hunnnites to the rail-
rond eoncessions, Millions of Chingse are imbued with thoe idea that the gov-
ernment s yielding weakly to forelgn influence,
control in Chinn.

There is und hns boen famine in Tunwn, as n resuly of the grent floods
Jasit year;, but the rioting ariges from & different eause.

THE PLATFORM OF PROHIBITION,

The plutform ndopted by the Poople’s Prohibition League at its first gen-
orsl committee mecting last night is one that meets the lssue squarely, There
in no equivoeation, no dodging spd no parrying of the issue before the people
in the speeinl oleotion,

The league will work for a territorial law to prohibit the manufscturs
and safe of liquor in the Territory, u prohibition law that will go the Tmit
of local legislative power,

It will advoeate the passage of o bill in congress to prohibit the importa:
tion of liquors into the Territory, something which only congress ean do.

It will work for the snecesn of probibition ot the special oloction nnd will
work for the pussage of p prohibition bill in the legisinture.

On wsugh & plutform, every man wha hns the good of the Territory at bheart
may stand onoshamed. Againet sueh a platform there ean not b mnde the
eriticism that bad been ralsed that the prohibition for Hawail simed at will
méan & lsw thut diseriminates ngainst usy part of the people of Hawaii,

The People's Prohibition Lesgue lns declured fur a prohibition that will
apply to rieh and poor slike, to white and Hawaiinn in the same way, to one
and sl in the Territory without distinetion of money, mes or tolor,

Thres roursea nre open now: the plantatioos ean go on running their stores
a8 they Nave been doleg: thiey esn run thelr stores for the Hemsfit of their
smployes, seiling goods st a price they will puy intarest on the investmen!, cost
of handiing and foss thnivgh waste, eliminatisg the profits, or, they an go
wit of the store business altogether. The plantations will consider whnt i
heat for the plantations, not the general elleel upon the Territory, exeept
ineldentally.

There has boen wore or less pomplnint i the past against the plantations
muintaining stores, the complaint being principally on tha allegation that the
profits made were excemslve, advaplage belug taken of the eniployes to fores
their trads into plantation stores, Home time ago, before the first lot of
Ruossiane ever landed, the Portugness of Hawail aeked thelr cousul in Honoluly
to iutervene botweon them and riloation, saused by the competition of the
plintution stores. At the same tims some of these indepondent denlers were
buying all their stock from plantation stores doing s wholesalo busibess, finding
thut the prices shargod them were botter than thoss they sould get from the
regular wholesulers, The position taken by these dealers at that time whs
thut the lnborers existed for the bonefit of the stores, not the stores for the
bonefit of the laborers, whieh is practically the ponition taken now by thoss
agitating against tho well.at-eost poliey. The poliey of eontinuing the stores
as they dre nt prescat, therefore, hay besn the objeet of eritivixm, jnatified or
unjustified.

Then eame the question of the expénss of Hving in Hawaili, where the
cost of staplos bus advanced as it has overywhere throughout the United States,
The complaints mode public by the Russinns brought the matter to » head, tho
eontention being made that the plastation stores: were overchurging the new-
vomors, taking advantage of the fact that the immigrants had no money and
were compelied to boy on eredit; which they could only get on the plantation
stores, It was churged that the cost of living overran the wages boing paid.

These complaint were made to The Advertiser, who turned them over to
Governar Frear ne the proper one to investigate them. 'The investigntion was
made nnd the fact was estabhlished that the prices were not excessive, As n
result of the publicity, however, the plantations made a proposal that they
wotld do away with pll jirofits on the nesessition of life suld to smployes, stops
being taken to see that this reduction wns mude only to emploves. That is
the situntion that hus ercated the furore now existing.

The contention being made by those opposed to this poliey is that the
salesnt-cont will first drive the independent stores out of existenta and will then
eause trouble with the Inborers from the fnct that the cost of staples will
yary at the different plantations, aeeording to the wvarying transportation
distanees and neceording to tho prises in the market when purehnses are mado.
There nre plantations, too, which have no stores and whose Inhorers depead now
on the independent stores. On these plantations, it is econtended, the laborers
will be dissatisfied at having to pay more for necessities than laborérs on other
plantations. The interests of the laborers are not considered in any of the
ohjeetions rajsed. The matter appears to be one belwden the plantation and
the independent dealer exelusively. '

Shonld the plantations go out of the store business altogether! If this
be done the independent dealers will have all the trade, prices being regulated
through competition, Thiy is advaneed by some as one way out of the difienTty,
or what is being made to appear o diffenlty.

This presupposes that the plantations have no interest in thelr lnborers
other than to get the work out of them. In Somo instances, many instanees
in faet, the plantations maintain stores to their own inconveniente in order
that the employes may be assnred of necessitivs at & remsonable cost, The
store provides n eheck on prices they must pay, It also supplics a plaee whero
the employes who requize it have eredit. In no case are laborers roquired fo
trade at the plantation store.

1t is argued by some that the.plantations should not provide houses for
their employes, should not allow them the free uss of land for gardening, ghoiild
not supply freo medieal attendance ?r free fuel, but shonld, on the other hand,
andvance wnges to enable the lnborer. to pay rent, pay doetors, buy foel and
lease garden lands. Bueh, for many ressons, is oot of the question.

While on tho faee of things the wages paid might appear bigger, it is
fooligh to suppose that the laborers, as individuals, eould get for their money
what the plantations are able to get them for the same nmounts. The planta-
tions must supply houses, must supply the dectors, must do the many things
they are doing. Only in this way is it possible to look out for the health of
their people, the comfort of their people nnd the good of their poople. We
buve examples of independent eamps on plantations, breeding spots for plague,
for the fomenting of labor troubles, for erime of various kinds such as those:
nt Waipabn on this Island., From almost every standpoint of reason, it is not
to be thought of for the good of the Territory that these last suggestions be
adopted, As a matter of fact; no plantation will adopt them and they ean
be eliminnted from the discussion.

The matier appenrs to be this: should the plantations give up their an:
nouneed poliey of practienlly advancing waoges through giving employes the
profits heretofore made on the wecessities of life purebnsed ot the plantation
stores, or shall the plantations go on as they have been adding these profits
to the profits made otherwise on the plantations?

As n quostion of economies, for the greatest good of the greatost number,
the first plan ghould be adopted. The muintaining of stores that sell nt cost
is simply the maintaining of n cooperative store with the customer drawing
down his percentage of profits with each purchnse, the only difference being
that the cooperative feature will only apply to cortain lines of wares, leaving
othera on the open competitive basin, As a result, the monsy saved on the
necessities onn be spant on the others. There will be more money in general
cireulation and there will ba but lttle less paid out in plantation dividends.

In the long run evoryone in the Territory will benefit, although there
may be somo pinehing at first and some confusion before things adapt them:
selves to the new order,

BPEED MANIACS.

Beversl days only have elaspsed winee life wns sucrificed to the speed mania
of loeal automobilists, but the time sinee the last fatal aceident has been long
enongh to ensble the speedors to forget nnd to begin again to run chances,
With & too small forco of officers, Sheriff Jarrett caunot stop all the speeders,
The bost he enn do is arrest thoso whom he is sble to cateh.

It Lus been said by more than one observer of tho speeders that publie
indignution will not be aroused to the bresking point so long an the vietims aro
unmong thoxe in the humbler walks of life, but that there will be a hanging,
legal or otherwise, when some millioonire or some millionaire’s son or danghter
is killed.

There are same in Honolulu already prepared to tuke persoval vengeansto
should harm come to their ehildren or relatives from speeders,

Automobilists will do well to heed the signs of the times.

The Washington representatives of the Russinns aro several weeks behind,
There is no louger noy Russian question in Hawnil. Beveral hundred have
gone to work, finding that the terrors they feared existed only in the minds
of thosse who mado it m businoss to misrepresent, for somo reason that has
not yet been determined, The Russiang ln Huwasil today who are mot in jail
are contented, bappy aod doing well. They are good workers and mre well
liked by their smployers,

The *fpolice malireatment'’ referred to in the cable this morming from
New York, was the little spanking they got from Eherlff Jurrett, s spanking
that proved to be the tamming point in the whole trouble. Later om these
Russiaos will thiank the police for showing them that sttention, which bronght
them to thelr senses.
