At first the world went very well with poor Viggo., His drinking bouts
took place in Honolulu's fushionable resorts, und he had no Inck of comgenial
company.

Time told its tale, however, and Jacobsen beeame irregular in his working
babits; comfequently patronage to some degree fell off. Still the Aowing bowl
attracted and still the artist did good work when Yo felt in the mood. Tha
middle-class sulgons at this period claimed his patronage.

The last year or so of his ill-fated lifo saw Viggo rapidly going from bad
to worse,  He worked now when he wis gober snongh to hold his pen steadily
and in consequence fauiled to earn enough to enable him to present a respectabls
appearanee, The Ohinese dives and the Jopanese drinking shops got all his
spare change now, his name appeared every now and sgain on the police eonrt
docket, nnd even his staunchest friends refused to have further to do with him.

Those whose memories have tuken o convenient twist at the present time
have been interviewed to the effect thut during that time when there was a
prohibition law in Hawaii applying to Hawaiisns the condition of those peopls
from drink was worse thun when that law was abolisbe) sud the Huweiinn
given the samse right to buy in an open saloon as a foreigner,

Bishop Restarick quoted his friends to thst effect and others have said 80,

The facts, however, as shown in the police court statistics of Hawaii and
in the reports, do not bear out Lhese statements. They say the exact contrary
and belng propared and written at the time are to be preferred by the seeker
after truth to the things that gome peopls *‘remember.’’

Iy 1582 the tabu law for the Huwallans was abolished, What hlpyuu‘l.
Ohdef Justice Judd tells in his report for the years 1882-3, saying:

“The statisties show a total number of proucatim for drunkonness of
8010, with convictions in 2505 pases, For the yoars 1850 nod 1881 there were
1690 cnses prosecuted and 1742 convietions obtained, showing an incresse in
the nuuber of prosccutions of 1110 and of couvictions, 1008, = * * This
fuet, ns well ns the faot that there were in the last two years £19 proscoutions
for selling liguor without license, 58 sguinst 172 for the previous period, shows
that the liguor Law of 1883 is mot as effective in preventing the mm: trafile
ss ity frisuds hoped.

“This great increase im drunkenness resulting from this law which sock
off the restrictions from the sale of intoxicating liguor to the native Hawalinon
ts alsrming to évery friend of this race.’’

The day ia passed, as Prince Euhio bas sald, when there ean be one
for the Hawaiiao and snother for the hmole, The only way to protest
Hawiiian sow Is to throw the mantle of prokibition over both him and
haolo mlike.
