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Times Building Is Wiped
Out in Midnight
Disaster. -

L0OS ANGELES, October 1.—The
greateat tragely of the Southwest oe.
curred here this morning, when the
biilding of the TimesMirror Publish-
ing Company, where the Lot Angeled
Timek i published, was destroyed by
nn ox;;lu.-;ion, fifty lives being instantly
wiped ont.

The cnuse of the explosion, which op-
curred ont the second floor, in unknows.
The wan  immediately
wrapped in fire, and spectators, unable
to render aid, saw men rushing to the
windows and then falling back into the
flamos, the floors cracking and opening
into flery chosms under the great heat,
So far as kpown, the death roll will
muster fifty. The entire night me-
ehanicnl foree wns on duty getting out
the great paper and many of the edi-
torinl staff, the disaster taking plaee
between one and two o'cloek this
morning, .
The presses in the basement were
nlready working on tho Sunday paper,
but the pressmen nll eseaped, being the
furthest removed from the scene of the
explosion,

The Times building, situsted on the
corner of First street and Broadway,
was in three stories, the first of which
contained the business offices, the see-
ond the meshanicnl department of the
paper and tne third the aditorinl offices.
In an annex, which way practically
the same building, nithough four stories

building
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high, was situnted the engraving, hook-
hinding, mechavical and press rooma
of the job departmedl.  The total valus
af the maehinery in both buildings is
put at 82,006,000, mpst of whieh is sap-
posed. to ba destroved, as the groater
part of it way [mmovable xnd the fire
wnr apon beyond contral,

In the basement wore four Hoe
presses, valugd at  $400,000 apioce.
Thirty-two linotype machines composed
the machine buttery on the second flver,
where ninety tien were nt work at the
timé the explosion ocourred,

The Times-Mirror Company employ-
ed eight hundred men wnd women in
all its departments, about ond hundred
snd fifty of whom were on doty at the
fime of the explosion,

The Los Angeles Times, the plont of
which is entirely destroyed, was the
Inrgest puper in 8ize and the nmount
of advertising carried, in the country,
and is owned by Gen. Harrison Grey
Otis. It has for twenty-eight yonra
fought the labor wunions and labor
movements in the most bitter manner
and hus  sueeeeded in keeping Lows
Angeles a city of ‘fopen shops.”' The
union men bave mude repeaied threats
aguinst it and have gone so far an to
attack employes upon leaving work.

During the last two months the
Times has been fighting the unions in
a specinl campnign with o view of
driving them out of the city altogether
and the unions in turn have declared a
general strike, Genersl Otis and hia
nsspcintes are being sued for criminal
libel' and before the investigation is
complete it may be found that the ex-
plosion was eaused purposely by some
of the unlon faction as they have sworn
vengeance nguingt the “‘rata’* who
opernte the muchines,
