It does not oecpr more than onee
in u generation that the President hnnl
a0 many jmporiant nominations to make
to the bench nt one tims., Thers are
geven places, two on the Bupreme Court

of the United Stutes and five on tho |

new court of eommerce. One of the
Supreme Courl places is that of ehief
justice, Should an nssocinte justice be
promoted, dhera wonld still be two va-
cancies and the President wounld have
an nddittonn!  nomination. The five]
commerce  judges will be of oircuit |
court ranl. They will go by Totatian |
out into tho oireoits for serviee and
thelr plneca will be filled by ecalling
other eironit judges to Washingbon.
There are fully holf o hundred nppli-
entlons on file in the department of jus.
tice. The President, while nt Beverly,
directnd many aspirants, whose eanses
were put before him. to present their
paners to- the attorney-genernl. But
the nominations will by no means be
confinpd to men, who have applind. Tt
miay evin he that the fact of dn appli:
cation will be a Hitle to the detriment
of an aepirant.
