After slmost two vears of labor, the
sohool fund commission appointed by
Governor Frear and autboried by the
Inst legislatore, yesterday Sled its final
report with the chief execative, with a
comprehensive plan of legislation for
the schools of Hawnii, ecalculated to
riise this important department to tha
equnl of, or above, the standurd of the
sahnole on the mainland. .

The report is u bulky one, compris:
ing almost two bundred pages, :mfi con
sista of a summarizing introduction to
the eommission’s conelusions, plans for
finaneing the department and the sta-
tistios ?mlu whenee the conclusions
wore drawn.

“Uhe comminssion helieves,”' says the
report, **that the needs of the public
sohools in the Territory should be met
with a specifie tax wypon real and per-
sonal property, supplemented by fifty

or ceént of the income from public
ands and from water leases, and by
setting aside as o separate fund the
mioney derived from the personal sehool
tax that now goes into the general roal-
jzations of the Territory."'

Importance of Bchools

After stating that it belleves that
the publie schools should he esred for
first of nll, the report of the commis-
slon goes on to say:

¢*The fuxes should be levied, the in-
come adjusted and the nppropriations
made to meet the lagitimate roquire
ments of the department of public in-
strugtion. This will seeurs for the chil-
dren of Hawsli an adequate and trained
tenching force, modern equipmont, in-
dustrinl training and commodious, per-
manent schoolhouses. The Territory
shonld never repent the record of recent
history, when our publie schools, and
therefore the coming men nnd women
of these Islands, were the vietims of
a shortsightoed polioy that snerificed the
teacher, and therefore the pupll, in or-
dor that the strietly materinl interests
might be dealt with more kindly.

FIf thero is ovo branch of the pub-
lie servics of apy commonwealth that
should be alwolutely free from the bar
tor nnd trade of legislative logrolling
in the division of n):pmmlnllmu, it is
the publie sehools.'

The compnny is now under
contract to route & large number of
Russinns to Cannda for the Canadian
Pacifiec Railway, as seltlers for the
provinee of Albertn. Perelstrons will
work from his office at Daloy, from
whieh to distribute Canadian litern-
ture, and will also work through an
offive already established at Moscow.
Lator an office will be opened in the
City of Mexico nand in Brishane,
Queensland, Australia,

The International compuny is alrendy
the Siberian and Russian agent for the
Conndinn Pacifie RBallway, all its sta-
tionery bLearing the red bodaver, the
totemi of the great northerp transéonti-
pantal line and steamship company,
For this company twenty thousand
folders nre to be printed in Russian,
und the unlque thing abiout this Cann-
dian pamphiet, to be clreuluted in Si-
beria and Rossin, is the foot that all
the hnlftones to be used in it have
beon turned out in Honelulu, in The
Advertiser’s emgraving department.

Perelstrons has been in commiunien-
tion with the Queensinnd government
regarding settlers, and has been invited
to the southern commonwealth to talk
over the question. The Canndisn con:
tract will make any immediste trip im-
possible, however, and the vi i
not be paid until spring. From FBris
hane he will come to Hopololy, oo route
to Calgary, Alberta.

NURED

Terrific Explosion in Heart of
New York Causes Loss
of Millions.

POWER HOUSE IS BLOWN UP

Panic Follows Accident, Which ls
Believed Due to Gas
in Mains.

NEW YORK, Decombor 20:=A tor-
rifie ‘explosion in the auxiliary powar-
house of the Grand Central station, near
Forty-sacond streot, yostorday, during
the busy period, killed ton men and
injured one hundred mnd twenty-five.
Hundreds of persous in the vicinity
ware thrown down or recelved nervons
shocks, It is supposdéd that tho explo-
sion wns cnused by the ignition of
iMuminating gas in the mains snder the
bBuililing,

Following tho explosion the utmost
constérnation prevalled in the distriet.
The rush of the ambulances sud patrol
wagons, the seréams ot swomen in near
by houses, gaping with shnttored win-
dows, tha stampede of lundreds who
were walling for treains, all joined in
ndding to the confusion until the police
were able to restors a semblance of
order.

The list of injuredl ineludes, not only
employes of the railroad, but a great
number of pedestrians and bystandors
and others living in the vicinity. Sdores
Were more or less severely el by the
showers of falling glass from thousands
of broken windows,

One strange occurrence wus the offect
of the explogion upon & Madison avenue
stront ear, whioh was pnssing at tha .
timo. This enr, which contnined. sevois
pasyengdrs, was Hfted from the traek
and hurled direetly upon a passing su-

tomobile, and several persons were {n-
Jured.
