And this was in tho afternoon when
tho sewor pumping station on the shore
was not at work In the morning when
Supervisor Low visited the scene tho
plant was in operation and it was then
doubly worso Ho made up his mind
to seo that the sanitation commission
went there and at onco mado arrange-
ments

to that effect taking them out
in his launch a few hours later

What tho commission saw was a pipe
extending to within 1000 foot of tho
bell buoy and ending in forty foot of
water instead of running to tho bell
buoy in much deeper water as it should
havo dono Two breaks in tho plpo
however rendered tho last five hundred
feet of it useless

Tho sewago was therefore omptying
in about eighteen feet of water Im ¬

mense schools of fish wore swimming
about and it might bo noted that this is
tho favorito fishing ground for nil tho
Japanese sampans which do not possess
mechanical power Fish trans could bo
seen set all around the two breaks ia
tno pipe and they appeared to be al¬

ready well stocked
Tenement Camps

The first stop made on tho tour
through the city was at tho notorious
Camp 2 on Vineyard street leased by
Carl On Tai portly from Theodoro
Btchards These tenements wero erect
ed some time Ego with a philanthropic
idea but proved to bo a failure from
that standpoint and tho camp is
now one of the most prominent features
on mo ponco map

The ground was mushy from tho pre¬

vious nights rain and there was a
pond under each house The open wood
en drain that ran the full length of the
row 01 ouliainge passing under cacn
was stoppered witn reruso tne drain ¬

age forming little pools The outsido
sanitary conditions were in just as bad
shape

The laundry in the samo block was
also inspected and received ai satlsfae
tory verdict whieh was considerably
tho opposite of that bestowed on the
camp tenements the very timbers ia
which are rotting away Doctor Currie
made some measurements to secure the
cubic air space and in a room occupied
by four people found the space to come

NEW YORK Hay 27 Coney Islands best known pleasure resort Dream
land was destroyed by firo today and tho great conflagration was marked by
scenes that lmvo seldom been equaled

Six tiny babies pnrt of tho incubator baby Bhow that has attracted
thousands of visitors wero the subject of a daring and sensational roscuo on
tho part of firemen and attendants who succeoded in getting tho tiny babes
out of dangor in tho nick of time

Sixty nnimnls wero burned to death during tho firo among them a num

ful completion undor the kindly patron
ago of our supervisors At tho edge
of the taro patches tho commission sur ¬

veyed acres upon atres of flooded lands
through which open ditchoj wriggled
in and out among tho little groups of
houses gathering tho sewago to do
posit in tho parches along its route

Here and in fact everywhere else
around the rity open privy vaults wore
built on tho littlo raised paths botweon
the patches Thero ore no sewers in
this part of the city and tho conditions
existing aro unspeakable

What Can Bo Done
An example of what tho board of

health can do under tho new laws wns
exemplified in Camp 3 another of Carl
On Tai a tenements situated on School
street This property was tho nrst
upon which Presidont Mott Smlth
served notico under tho new nuisance
net which gives tho board potential
powers In dcnlng with just Buch shacks
as On Tai conducts

Immediately upon receiving tho ir
der and ascertaining that this was not
a bluff but an imperative order he
burnt off tho last remnants of dirty
whitewash on the shocks and had them
well painted is now practically Teroof
ing the buildings is putting in new
plimbing connections and will now be
ordered to tear out all roof gutters and
build cement drains under each build ¬

ing to carry tho water off He has al ¬

ready raked off tho accumulated dirt
about tno premises ana nueu in uie
land underneath tho buildings

Tho board of health will apply tho
samo procedure to Comp 2 and as
leaky roofs in tenements rickety stairs
and numerous other things are now all
declared by law to bo common nui

The first buildng was an outbuilding
olive with maccots tho sicht of which
was o severe shock to the commission
ers as it was probably tho foulest
nlaco thoy have yet seen Within
ithreo inches of this placo Tan a dirty
stream that had already made the cir
cuit of the taro patches and vegotable
fields After Tunning three feet fur-
ther

the occupants take their wator for do-

Banning ten feet further it passes

Here a former Inspector of
the board of health had built a sup-
posedly septic tank which was very
far from serving its purpose This
cesspool being only five feet deep has
overflowed lorming a lime nona at
reetly above it the rest of the over
flow being conducted into the Waipl
lopilo stream

The bouse where cholera broke out
la drained directly into this cesspool
and it is significant that just ten days
after it was discovered there were two
more fatal coses a few hundred fret
down the same stream both the vic-
tims having either washed clothes in
it or waded in it at the time of the
other ease

Tho cholco specimens among slaugh-
ter houses wore observed later One
of those had already been orlered
closed by tho board of health and was
found desertod by reason of a lack of
sewerage altogether tho blood from
the abattoir forming a little pool all
around tho premises

On the shore of Kalihi bay is a
Chinese slaughter houso of small dimen-
sions where from forty to sixty hogs
are slaughtered daily The ditch prob
ably ten feet broad and as moiny deop
which runs on the makai sido of the
house separated from the bay by a nar-
row bank is half full of offal

Truck Gardens
Fifty yards down tho railroad track

which runs on tho mauka side of the
house is a Chinese truck garden
through which is drained all the sow
ago from the slaughter houses mauka
This had all boon caught in tho gully
beside the railroad atnd bad formed a
