Aecording to the petitioon, this act
wan eommittod 1n Apri), 1865, u time
after the War of the Rebellion had
consed, but which fact was not kpown
on the Paeific Ocean,

The petitioners, of whom there are
twontysix heirs of Honry Haeckileld,
Dowsatt Company, litd,, assignes of the
hoirn of Jamps 1. Dowsott, and four
hairs of Frank Molteno, recite in their
petition a tale which will be remomber-
od by the older generation in Honolulu
and Hawail. 1t was forty-seven yenrs
ago that the Harvest was destroyed by
the robol privateer and the case is now
in the court of elalme.

Bill Oarries Money.

According to paragrapi 14 of the pe-
tition, it appoars thet on June 25, 1008,
the claim of the beirs was referred to
the court of claimé by a setunte resol:
ution, That Sennte bill 8748 provides
that the sum of #157,228.27 ba appro-
printed to be pald to the heirs men-
tioned for nll losses and damages sus-
tained by them by reason of the eap-
ture and destruetion of the Harvest
and its eargo.

The Harvest was ownod by Henry
Haeckfield, Frank Molteno and James
1. Dowsett, of the Kingdom of Hawail,
and wae built in Connecticut. In 1863
the Harvest wns registored as a ship
under the Hawnilan flag, nnd later as
n barque, but wns manned by an
Ameriean eaptain and mates with a
erow of native Hawalians,

Her Last Voynge.

On her last voysge, the Harvest sail-
od from Honoolnlu Decomber 24, 1864,
as a vessel of the Kingdom of Einwnil,
her eaptain and officers all being
Amerieans. Aftor tho pursuit of her
business a8 o whaler for several
months, but before the completion of
hor voyage, she put in to Ascension
Island, March 26, 1865, having on
bonrd 2850 barrels of sperm oil and a
quantity of whalebone. Asconsion Ial
and was at that timo not within the
control of any recognized or civilized
government,

At the same time thers were at an-
%_qualngd thres vessols

which were destroved with the Har-
vest. The owners of these ships were
awnrded by Alabamn Claims 5: g
sion for their losses nspuetwelymﬁ:-
000, $24,000 and $ATDTT.

Burned in 1865

The Shenandosh foreibly took pos-
sossion of the Harvest, pot o goard on
her and searched her, and thon
shown the Hawaiian registry and ship-
ping artieles did not credit them but
declared that the Harvest was an
Amaerionn vessel, and waa treated as
such.

After retaining possession of the
Hurvest for some duys, the Bhenandoah
despoiled ber of purt of her cargo of
oil, her chronompters and navigati
instroments and charts, with purt
her provisions and officers’ effects,
and during the month of April set fire
to the Harvest and completely destroy-
ed bgt, along with the three Ameriesn
vee¥els mentioned.

Afterward the Shenandoah waent to
the west coast of South Americs, and
by means of the eargo taken from the
Horvest managed to get tv England
where she was turned over to the Uni-
ted Siates government,

The owners of the Harvest presented
a elnim against the United States, but
Booretary of State Seéward refusad to
rocognire any direet responsibility for
the destruction of the wessel, holding
thnt any relief must come from con-
gress. They hold that the money re-
coived from the sale of the Shenan
doah, $250000, is still lying in the
troasury of the United States, nnap-
jropristed to any speecial use or pur
pose.

Harvest Was Included.
Tt is nlse held by the helrs of the

owners, that OGeneva Arbiteation Tri-
bunal awarded £153500,000 for dam-
nges 1o American shipping by rebel

erulsers after Februnry 15, 18085, and
tlnt the alaim for the capture and
destrpetion of the Harvest waa Inelud
¢llin the Yast sobmitied to the tribynal
by the United States governmont,
