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TRADE AND BPHERES OF INFLUENUE.

Just how complete in Persin are the Russinn and British interests, eou-

eorning, whoso sphberes uf inflnence the American finuncinl ndviser, Hluster, got |

into print recently and lost his position, in showi by u recontly dusued yeport
of the bureau of statistics of the depariment of commerce and labor. Persia
imported $40,000,000 worth of goods in her lust fisenl yesr, of which total this
evuntry farplshed the jmaignificant total of 21,809, while Russin supplied
approximately $20,000,000 snd Great Britain $15,000,000. Having spheres of
jnfluence means having the bulk of tho trade, ovidently, nnd the objections
of the Beur and the Liom to Sbuster’s eriticisms huvo their foundation deep
into the dollars.

Porsin'n total trade is far below that enrried on by there Ixlands, althongh
ber population is mure than nine milllons. Her per dapith commercy in lous
than $8 a vear, compared with n per eapita eommerce of #38 for the United
Btatos, 860 for Prance, 55 for Germany, sod #110 for the United Kingdom.
Thin relutively small foreign eommerce of Persin is largely due ta fhe fact
that that Bmpire is lacking in adequate menns of transportation nnd  com-
munication.
