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MARRIED III HASTE;

PARTED IN A

Such Is Common Experience of

Many Couples in His Court

Says Judge.

(From Wednesday's Advertiser.)
Married in hnsto and divorced liko

clockwork. That is the experience of
many couples, mostly Japanese, who aro
occupying the time of Circuit Judgo
AV. L. Whitney. And though ho grants
tho divorces, as under the law and the
evidenco before him ho must, tho judgo
is of tho opinion that in a very largo
number of tho cases tho party applying
is not entitled to a divorce.

Tho divorce statistics for the yenr
are very significant, in the opinion of
the judgo. Thero havo been soventy-thre- e

cases in his court bo far, and in
only three of them were there contests
made. Ono of tho threo contests wns
solely over a question of alimony, so

.that among the seventy-thre- e divorces
'only two were really contested.

"I think it is probably truo that in
most of the uncontested divorce cases
there is collusion," said Judgo Whit-

ney, yesterday, after ho had heard sev-

eral more of the routine cases. Ac-

cording to tho law, collusion is not al-

lowable in such cases. Divorce cases
nrn not allowed to go by default each
case must bo proved, and proof that
the two parties concerned had agreed
to be divorced would throw nny caso
out of court.

Y

Marriage Laws Defied.

Yet Judgo Whitney himself believes
that in enso after cobo ho is granting
divorces whero tho wholo proceeding is
an understood arrangement between tho
parties concerned. "I cannot avoid the
conclusion that most of tho persons to
whom theso divorces aro granted are
not entitled to them," said tho judge.
"But it is a difficult problem. I am
not ono of those who feel that couples
unsuited to ono another should bo com-

pelled to live together. But I think
that n lot of theso divorce cases ought
to bo investigated. Possibly tho cir-

cumstances under which tho marriages
take placo havo a lot to do with tho
frenucnev of divorces. A lot of theso
couples aro married at tho immigration
station, practically by compulsion, in
order to get ashore. It is quito natural
that couples wedded in this way should
in many cnseB fail to agreo."

Invcstlgato Divorces.
Judgo Whitney suggests as ono pos-

sible solution of tho problem an inde-
pendent investigation by the author-
ities of all tho divorce cases. "I know
of no placo whero such a scliemo has
been tried," he Baid, "but it occurred
to mo aB possibly necessary here, whoro
wo aro having so many cases whero tho
law iB evidently not being respected,
and tho court is helpless to enforco tho
law."

In most of tho cases ono of tho par-
ties comes into court with proof of

or failure to provide. In qne
tried yesterday, desertion thirty days
after tho wedding was proved. No de-

fense is mado in any of these cobcs and
as long as tho necessary evidence is
given to show cause for divorce, tho
court can only grant a decree, i

White Slavo Trade.
Tho caso of Joo Podesta, which camo

up in tho federal court yesterday and
in which a plea of guilty was entered,
marks tho entry of tho local federal
officials into tho campaign against tho
hackmen white slavo traffic business,
and may bo tho forerunner of a num-
ber of other prosecutions. IX is said
that there aro a lot of hackmen and
auto men hero who nro practically in
tho "white slavo" business, and tho
Podesta caso indicates that thoro may
bo trouble in sight for them.

Ho
will appear before Judgo C. L. Clomons
Saturday for sentence. Tho prosecu-
tion of Podesta in tho fedoral court
has created alarm among hack and auto
men who have been doing other than
ordinary business with their hacks
along Bethel and other streets.

REGULATION ISSUED

All Aliens Must Now Have Cer

tificates Before Going to

San Francisco.

New regulations regarding the Issu- -

nnco of certificates to aliens traveling
to San Francisco which havo been in
force for about a week at the federal
immigration stutiou havo already
brought many sad exigencies before tho
devoted inspectors of that service. This
now order of tho department excepts
nt one not a citizen unless lie has re- -

Bided in tho Territory for at least thrco
years. It makes no difference whether
tho traveler go steerage or in tho cabin,
ho must either produco this certificate
at San Francisco or undergo serious
inconveniences while ho proves his
stop-ove- r at this port,

proceduro is Inspector Edwin Fnrmor.

Should they go to
San Francisco inside of three years
they would become amendablo to tho
tax at that port, but by staying over
hero for that period they would bo im-

mune altogether. Immigration coming
Honolulu aro thcrcforo the only ones

who may oscnpo tho tax which Uncle
Sam levies against his foreign visitors.

L SUIT GOES

TO SUPREME C0I1IIT

TO SETTLED

Dentist Claim Involves and
Fourteenth Amendments to

tho Constitution.

(From Thursday's Advertiser.)
Honolulu yesterday presented tho

learned justices of tho Supromo Court o'f

the United States with a suit over a
ninety-si- x dollar dentist bill, to bo con-

sidered in connection with tho incomo
tax, and trust problems which
that augUBt body is studying. In the
caso of H. Bicknell versus H. L. Her-

bert, Chief Justico Robertson of tho
supremo court of Hawaii, yesterday
signed tho necessary order for a writ
of error to tbo national court, arid tho
bnilift" of tho court proceeded to servo
the necessary papers.

Tho ninety-si- x dollar appears
to involvo tho fifth and fourteenth
amendments to tho constitution of the
United States, according to, tho papers
on file. Both havo to do with ths
proposition of depriving any porson of
property without duo process of law.

The main point at issue, as far as tho
lawyers aro concerned, is tho validity
of a sorvice of summons in June, 1909,
when Doctor Bicknell sued IL L. Her-
bert, naming William Henry as gar-
nishee. Herbert is now in Australia,
and he was absent when tho case camo
up and went against him. Ho has writ
ten here telling his lawyers to fight to
tho last ditch, lienco tbo taking or a
ninety-si- x dollar caso to the highest
court in the land.

Herbert was in business here up to a
few ago, when ho went to Aus-
tralia. Though he was away when the
suit begun, he mado a short visit at
about that time. Tho papers in the
caso were served, as far as ho is con-

cerned, by leaving them "at his last
placo of residence," in accordance with
tho statutes of Hawaii. Tho supremo
court of Hawaii held that tho servico
of tho documents had been properly
mado, and it is from this ruling that
tho appeal is now taken to Washington.

Law Point Involved.
An important law point is involved,

according to tho lawyers in tho caso,
for the petition for a writ of error
granted yesterday by tho chief justice,
sets forth that tho Hawaiian statute
regarding the servico of summons
violates articles fourteen and five of
tho amendments to tho constitution ot
the United States. It is urged that
section 2114 of the Revised Statutes of
Hawaii conflicts with both of these
sections.

More Horner Letters.
"If the dutyon is removed,

as is now strongly being advocated by
congress, tho sugar industry or tho
Islands is doomed.

WHO REALLY OWNS

SOUTHPQLE LAND

Question Is Raised by the Suc-

cess of the Amundsen

Expedition- -

NEW YORK, March 29. The ques-
tion of whether Norway owns the terri-
tory surrounding the South Pole, which
has just been discovered by Captain
Amundsen, already is being discussed
by authorities on international law.

Even since 1778, when Captain
Cook's expedition planted a flag in the
Antarctic, explorers of various nations
havo carried their flags to various
parts approaching, tho South Pole. It
is generally believed the land in the
Antarctic will bo regardod in tho samo
way as tho Spitzbergcn archipelago,
which is inhabited by men of various
nations, and now is regarded as a joint
possession of nil mankind.

John BaBsett Moore, professor of in-

ternational law at Columbia University,
points out that leading authorities havo
taken tho position that discovery alone
docs not sufllce to give good title to a
new unoccupied land and that the cus-
toms of tho nations for centuries has
crystallized into a part of the law of
nations that in order to perfect tbo
right given by discovery, it must be
followed by general occupation.

Professor Mooro says that tho task
of occupying tho territory surrounding
tho South Polo undoubtedly will prove
moro difficult thnn its discovery and
that it was extremely unlikely hat
tho question of ownership would ever
bo brought up to tho joint commission
ot arbitration tor settlement.

Kecley reads as follows;

"DcarEdt I havo concluded to tako
your valuable advice, as havo many
others, to their downfall. So it will
probably prove to bo mine. But heTo
goes for hotter or for worBe. Ask your-
self this question: Who is really to
blame? Answer it faithfully yourself!

"Those who havo been most inti-
mate with you will probably understand
why I tako this stop. I wish you all
tho happiness on earth. You havo point-
ed out the way you think, so hero goes.
I wns in a position to at least command
tho respect of tho public, and you,
through your damnable suggestions,
havo mado mo do things that make mo
dcsplso myself.

"Without self-respe- at least, I
havo no desiro for life. I was left com-
fortable, arid could havo lived on, by
the husband who, no matter what his
faith may havo been, wns soTar your
superior in every way that I cannot
understand why I gave myself up to
you. His nTdor and money went over
tho bar for the' eurso of drink, that
iias been your undoing as wen as mine.
