War Department Plans to

Start Work Upon

It Soon

WAIANAE FORT ALSO

Yesterday's Unofficial

Mail Brings Some

Good News

(Prom Saturday's Advertiser.)
An early start on tbo construction of

fortifications on the Wnlalun sido of

Fcnrl Harbor channel entrance, as well

as on thoso for Waianao Bay, is to bo

made by the wnr department, according

to private advices received from Wash-

ington yesterday by tho Sierra. Just
what congress has decided upon in tho

way of appropriations necessary for
the work was not stated, hut tho war
department is busily planning to com-

mence construction at these two im-

portant points as tho next big work

in Hawaii.
The works at Fort Ruger have been

completed, and tho emplacements at
Port Do Russy for the two fourtccn-inc- h

guns have Dcon ready for some-

time, awaiting only tho guns them-
selves. It is reported in tho samo ad-

vices yesterday that tho guns will bo
shipped to Honolulu this fall to bo
mounted beforo tho ond of tho year.
When this is done tho Fort Buger guns
will bo the largest ready for sorvlco
between the Pacific Coast and tho Asian
coast line.

At Fort Kamchamcha tho mortar
works are well under construction,
whilo the works for two twclvo-inc-

guns were ready nearly two yoars ago,
with the guns mounted and provod up.
By September or October a coast artil-
lery company is to bo detached from tho
Pacific Coast command and sont to
Fort Kamchamcha to tako chargo of
tho works.

With these out of tho way, tho en-

gineers will be at liberty to commenco
on the equally important works on tho
Waialua sido or tlio channel ana at
Walanae. Opposito Waianao Bay some
of the army maneuvers to bo held this
fall will tako place, and a problem will
bo worked out to determine whothor
an attacking party could land thoro
from hostile vessels at tho present time.
It is believed that Waianao Bay offers
tho one easily vulnerable place along
tho leeward Oahuan Bhore, and whilo
field artillery could play an important
part in defending tho shore- from a
landing party, yet tho necessity for
heavy fortifications remains.

Wire Station Beady.
The army has taken a step ahead in

wireless development by tho oroction
of tho masts and station at Fort Do
Russy, just completed. This wiroless
will be used with that at Schofield
during the fall maneuvers, in connec-
tion with heliograph and night flash
instruments, while tho fire control, cen-

tered in Diamond Head, will also bo
ready for service possibly as far aa
Pearl Harbor, thereby making tho
army somewhat independent of tho
commercial telcphono lines.

Tho war department is also going
ahead with tho plan to establish a
4250,000 general hospital at Fort Sbaf
ter, that post having been solocted by
Colonel Ebcrt, medical corps, as tho
most desirable for tho soldier invalids.

& Concrete Co., $34,090, tho lowost
bid; Lord-Youn- g Engineering Co.,
$39,835: Honolulu Construction &

Draying Co., $12,900. Tho navy de-

partment allowed only $30,000 for thiB
work, but tho local bidders thought
that with only a difference of about
$4000 the department would confirm
the bid and award, a contract.

TOREST RESERVE FOR
THE GARDEN ISLAND

Garden Island: According to reports
purporting to emanato from Washing
ton, Kauai is to come in for a 50,000
aero forest reserve which will prac-
tically include the entire Waimoa Can-
yon country, a tract of land now undor
lease to tho Knudsen estate.

The leaso is to expire within six
years, but it is the opinion of some that
a cancellation of the lease mlglit be
vecured. Tho land in question embraces
tho most attractive scenic features on
Kauai and would afford ono of tho most
Interesting forest reserves in tho Ter-
ritory, The matter is to he taken up
by Secretary Fisher when he arrives. A
mountain resort hotel to be situated
near the Waimea Canyon is includod
among tho possibilities.

PRESIDENT IN II

BITTER, mi ITTH

Declares President Disloyal, Insincere, Too Weak

to Trust and Tool of Wicked

Influences.

WORCESTER, Massachusetts, April 27. Theodore Roosevelt replied last
night to tho recent charge made against him by President Taft, that ha traa
Insincere in his campaign utterances, making one of the bitterest speeches in
recent American political history. The former Prcsldont accused his succcsso

of lngratltudo, of Insincerity, of violating tho canons of decency and of being
too woak to carry out any of tho reforms ho "professes to be In favor of."

"It Is an evil trait to bite the hand that feeds you," said Mr. Roosevelt
as a preface to his attack upon the President. He then arraigned Mr. Taft on
a, score of points. Tho President, he declared, is insincere In his attitude of
personal friendliness towards him, the speakor. He Is disloyal to tho past friend-
ship that assisted him to the position ho now Alls, and In his actions ho is prov-

ing himself equally disloyal towards any sort of fair dealing and towards every
canon of decency.

"He means well," said Mr. Roosevelt, "but ho means well vory weakly."
Continuing, Mr. RoosevcH said that ho had "desperatoly hoped that Mr.

Taft would show himself reasonably fit for tho high offlco to which tho votes of
tho people havo elevated him, but I have reluctantly been compelled to decido
that he has allowed himself to fall under the Influence of men who aro not well
meaning and. who are by no means feeble In not being well meaning."

In closing, Mr. Roosevelt said: "Such a man as William Howard Taft has
proven himself to bo Is preeminently fit to bo used In the high offlco ho occupies
by tho powers of evil. That is why tho interests are today arrayed on tho side
of tho President."

OFFICERS OF PIONEER SUFFRA

GETTE MEETING TELL OF

AMBITIONS.

(From Saturday's Advertiser.)
"I'm not a bit interested in pol-

itics," said Mrs. Julia Kalakiela, yes
terday, apropos the suffrage meeting,
Thursday, at which she presided. "I
um interested in my work and I told
them boforo I went over thoro that I
didn't oaro about politics and then
thoy made mo chairman and I just had
to sit through it."

Now, Mrs. Halakiola lias some claim
upon a place in local history as chair-
man of the first suffragist meeting held
in Hawaii, but she cast her chance of
immortality to the winds yesterday ns
sho threaded yollow tissuo paper on a
strand of cotton and stolidly insisted
that she did not know very much about
suffrage and did not consider it half
so vital us her work.

A Real Suffragette.
"I believe in it," said Mrs. Hugo

Kanao, temporary secretary of tho
pioneor suffrage league, "and I'll tell
you if I had a vote I'd lead my husband
up to that ballot box and I'd say,
'Hero you, you voto for this man and
this man and this man, for they'ro the
pcoplo I'm going to vote for and you'll
voto as I do.'

"I was working hero yosterday,"
said Mrs. Kalakiela, explaining how
sho camo to head tho first plea for
women's rielits. "and I had no inten
tion of going to tno llirano gardens to
that mectinc. tint my irienas Kept
coming in and telling mo that I
couldn't afford to miss it, so I finally
put on my hat and went. And then
tnoy made mo cnuirman. mo women
who read about suffrage in the Frisco
papers and started it here because they
thought they might as well vote too,
did not come. I am not sure who they
were, but thoy were not thero anyway

and then thoy made me chairman."
"Am I interested in snffragef I'm

interested in my work and I haven't
much time for anything else.

"Would I voto I I'm not suro tbat
I should tako interest enough to voto."

No Straight Tickets.
I am going to voto," asserted Mrs.

Knsae, with decision, "nnd I'll tell
you if wo women voted we'd stick to
tho man we thought was right and no-

body could buy our votes. This jsnH
all for the Democrats either, we're go-

ing to pick our man and wo'ro going
to vote for him and our husbands will
voto tho same way."

This might havo been disconcerting
to Candidate McCandless who is boost-
ing tho suffrage schemo as a blossom on
his own plum tree and who was stand-
ing in a doorway almost within hear
ing, but he was spared the shock.

The temporary chairman and tho tem-

porary socretary both seemed to think
that they would adopt the American
methods of campaigning and not
tho English, but wben the cruel
inquisitor drew word pictures of
tho business of throwing bricks
through the windows of political clubs,
bombarding unsympathetic legislators
and politicians with dessicnted things
nnd tho like: oven Mrs. Kalakiela
brightened up and Mrs. Kanao 'a ex-
pression betokened a happy inspiration.
Thero may yet bo doings in Honolulu
to electrify the tropical peace and balm
and those politicians who havo seen
tho Hawaiian damsel stone a mango
tree will dress a la Richard Coour do
Lion if the omens ever presage the in-

troduction of Pankhurst methods in
Hawaii.
