time, but the faet stands ont
promineritly  that within an
hour's notice of n hostile inva-
slon, fully equipped troops can
be under way, make foreed
marches and nrrive nt the scene
of action in condition for hard
sarvies,
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SCHOFIELD BARRACKS, Oahy,
May 11.—**The eruel was is over.”

Leilehua plains no longer resound
with the thudding of hoofs, the rumble
of field nrtillery and the tramping of
foot soldiery. When day broke over
the minneuver camp near Schofield Bar-
racks this morning and the reveille had
sounded and the remnants of the forees
loft unhurt after two days’ buttles, had |
fastencd the last buckle of their uni-
forms, the men expected another hard

doy's work, Each day's maneuvers
were-unexpected, for theirs was but to
obey. What they were to do was in
the minds of Colonel Bell, inspector-
general, and the umpires, Major Me-
Clure and Captain Carter.

The cavalry troope saddled their
horses and hooked up their entire
¢ battle’’ kit, drove up to the barracks
to water their horses; the field artillery
took their horses up to the barracks on
a similar mission, and foot weary in-
fantrymen guzed ruefuolly at their feot
and wondered how many dusty miles
they would have to travel

Then eame the order for the eavalry
to turn out for inspection, and the order
passed through the entire maneuver
eamp in less time than it takes to tell
it. They koew that the ‘‘destructive
war’' wins over, that no more ‘‘blood"’
was to bo shed and no more sore feet
were to be tenderly nursed, A collective
gigh of relief arose from the ‘‘pup'’
tents und the brenkfasting wos a merry

time,
Cavalry Inspoected.

The cavalry, less one troop, turned
out for the inspection with the band,
mounted, closing up the rear of the
column. Guidons and colors fluttered
gayly in the soft morning breeze, the
melody mingled with that of the larks,
the liorses trotted with n freshened
gait. They passed in review under tho
eagle eye of the inspector, who, to use
the Janguage of an officer, *‘is some in-
spector.’’ The inspection was thorough
and although the officer did nor gaze
down the burrel of each rifle, he looked
them over with sweeping glances,
platoons at a time, but later may squint
into cach barrel, for all next week is
10 be devoted to & fine-tooth comb in-
spection of guarters, equipment and all
government property.

Artillery Next,

Next eams the Field Artillery, which
filed off the manpuver camp grounds
and touk up u position to the north

ing no authority over those boards and
the Coast manager foiling to grasp the
renl situation.

As the ngitation grew here and more
articles were printed against the evil
ench of them wns sent to the manufae-
turers of the paints and like the con-
stant dripping of water on the stone,
it had its effect, The ontcome is that
the “‘8-W'" signg will not be geen in
Honolulu after the necessary timoe it
tales to get them painted out.

Inlu, in spite of the fact that they have
recently contracted for space.
