Hawaii Is it, tcd in the' near
future by Ijome of tho rubber' experts
who hod tholr interest aroused in the
prospective rubber output 6f tho is'
lands by flio exhibit of the' Hawaiian
product at the International Rnbbct
and Allied Trades Exposition, held in
.New York in September and dctobcr.

W, A. Anderson of tho Nnhiku Rub
ber Company of Maul, who hnij charge
of tho exhibit from Hawaii,, says that
the Island booth, though modest as "com
pared with those of, Goylon, Malaysia,
the Philippines and Branll. was splen
dldly located nnd attractive in appear
nncc. The islanders did not expect to
compete with these foreign booths, in
nsmtich as their entire expenses were
defrayed by their respective national or
colonial governments, whlld the Hawaii
hootft had to depend entirely on re-

sources other than governmental to see
it through. The expense of Tenting
space nnd fitting up tho booth was paid
for by subscriptions of the Nahikn Rub-
ber Company, the Hawaiian-America-

Rubber Company, tho promotion com
mittce, Alexander & Baldwin nnd the
Pacific Development Company, and
there is n small deflcit yet to bo can
cclcil. The expenses of tho commission-
ers were paid by themselves personally,
the exhibit being furnished by tho four
rubber plantations nud tho promotion
committee.

Plenty of Interest.
"A great deal of interest was shown

in Hawaii," reports Mr. Anderson,
"and all, appnrcntly, very kindly.
Secral brokers and manufneturers who
have visited all the' known rulbor-pr-

ducing countries in tho course of their
business development, declared their in-

tention of including Hawaii in their
next itinerary, nnd nil expressed them-selve- s

ns desirous of assisting us in any
way possible.. I think only ono manu-
facturer of all theso was aware thnt
wo were jlroducing rubber in commer-
cial quantity, and this ono was sur
prised at tho size of our .exhibit. The
manngor of thq exposition, Syalnes
Manders, mado every possiblo, effort to
help Hawaii.

"With the exception of the Philip-
pines' tnnd Hnwnij, each of tho. countries
exhibiting crude rubber gave receptions,
Brazil serving coffee as a ypart of its
refreshments, and receiving the Bra- -'

zillan ambassador as most distin
guished guest. ,

.Plenty of Boosting.
"A noticeable feature of tho exposi- -

tion.was the amount of advertising done
by these soveral countries. With tho
exception of Hawaii, ovcrv exhibitor
had special literature published for the.
