PUBLIC HEALTH AND PUBLIC SCHOOLS,

The eountry schoolteneher shoulidl be o public health edoentor, aecording
to Dr. Charles K. North, of New Yark City, suthor oft an articly on ‘'S8ani
tation in Rurnl Communities,'” just issued by the United States bureau of
oducation.  An the nutursl intellectan] lender of Lis community, the rural
teachor, he maintains, can do for publie henlth in the country what the medienl
lunpm-tur and school vurse are doing in the vity—point the way to clean living,
physiology is not what s needod.  Physiology mny
matisfy the variosity of children as to their internnl organs, but it does not
protect them in any way nagainst tabereulosis from contaminated wmilk or
typhoid from impore wnter, The rising generntion, whether in the country
or in the city, has o right to be instructed in the lirst principles of sanitnry
peicnce,

Fir from helng too difficult to tench in the elementary school, the subject
of public health can be mnde both understandable nnd interesting. Sveh o
simple operation ns washing the lands, for ingthnee, becomes nttractive when
studied with referenco to bneterin.  * Personal cleanliness, purity of food and
of drinks, the nature of disense, and the moethod of trapsference, are nll things
which can be expressed in the simplest terms nod made elear to the under-
standing of childron,'’ nsserte Doctor North, ' Millk, /its value ns n food, the
faet that it is highly appreciated by bacterin, and that it is therefore neces-
sary to protect it agdiost them—these are not too diffienlt for the ehild to
understand.’’

Doctor North emphnsizes the need of sperinl training in this subjeet for
schoolteachers. He believes that normnl schools and tenchers' colleges should
bave regulur courses in public health, so that the country schoolteacher may
be armed with the essential facts of sanitary seience.

Remarkable results may be expected to follow adequate public health
work by rural school tenchors, 1t is estimated that if effective sanitation were
enforced the present average of forty-five yvears for human life would be pro-
longed to sixty. ““In rural communities annually 400,000 persons die and about
2,000,000 others are seriously ill from infectious diseuses, If only oneinlf of
these denths sand easos of sickness ean be pliminated, it means that an immenss
fleld of useful work lies at the hand of the ecountry sehool teacher who will
become a publig health edueator, and will instruct the children and the mothers
and fathers bow to prevent the transference of poisonous bneterin from thosse
who curry them to those who do not.”’

nation of England, President Taft’s message to congress so for as it concerns
the navy, Is an follows:

““The Navy of the United States is in a greater state of efficiency and is
more powerful thun it bas ever been beforp, but in the emulation which exists
between differcnt countries in respect to the increase of noval and military
armuments this condition is not a permanent one, In view of the many im-
provements and increnses by foreign governments the slightest halt on ‘our
part in respect to new constroction throws us back aod reduces us from o
naval power of the first runk and places us among the nations of the sscond
rank. In the past fifteen years the navy hns expsnded rapidly and yet far
less rapidly then our country. From now on reduced expenditures in the
navy meuns redoeed militory strength. The world’s history has shown the
importance of sen power v for ndequate defense and for the sopport of
important and definite policies.

U1 hbd the pleasure of attending this avtumn a mobilization of the At
lantic Floot, and wus glad to observe and note the preparedness of the fleet
for instant action, The review brought befare the President and the seere
tary of the navy & greater and more powerful eollection of vessels than hail
ever beon gathered in Amerivan waters.
