Worse thnn that,
there hnvc been eaten of death from beriberi among prisoners held for trlnl
at llllo. Men who were not oven convicted died from n dlscnso contrnctcd
under condition for which nn ofliclnl report snys tho jnll authorities nro di-

rectly responsible.
Tho llllo prc, for nt least two yenrs past, hns repeatedly referred to

tho shortcoming of Jailor Maby. Ho has been openly charged with under-feedin- g

the prisoners, with working them illegally on his private premises nnd
Tvitli fanning his wards out among tho other county officials. His deputy nt
tho Volcano House 1ms been accused of Incompetence and tho blamo for n

recent jail-brea- placed at his door. Yet, nothing is done.
It would bo not in tho least surprising if the Japanese consul-genera- l bore

demands soino explanation of why Japanese subjects uro kept in such n pest-hol- o

ns the llllo jail hns been oflicinlly reported to be. At least one of those
who have died nR a result of diseaso presumably contracted In this jail wns
a subject of tlio MRndo. Wo know very well what would happen if nn Amer-

ican citizen were confined in a like jnil in Jnpnn nnd died whilo nwnlting trial.

WAIAKEA QUESTION UfcTTING MONOTONOUS.
An effort should bo made by tho residents of Hilo to get together with

tho territorial oflicials nnd bring nn end to this Wninkca lot con-

troversy. It has been in progress too loiig. Each timo when tho territorial
oflicials have seemed to be making progress toward finding suitable hotnesitcs
for tho people, something hns happened to delay nction. Now, when the Wal-ako- a

plantation people havo agreed to practically givo the Territory its six-yea- r

interest in two hundred or moro acres, the charge is mndo that the prop-

erty is entirely unsulted for building purposes.
Governor Frcar this morning makes n clear statement of the interest he

took in nttempting to settle the problem, how he cnllci' a mnBs meeting to
givo the people a chnnco to express themselves nnd how they failed to como

forward, until nt a banquet several gave their approval to tho selection of

lands ho had mnppcd out. It is said there is no other land in that vicinity
available for building purposes, that tho Territory has secured everything it
asked from tho Waiakca plantation and there appears nothing further to do.

Prom what can bo learned at this distanco, tho principal objection rniscd
against tho proposed lots is that they arc not accessible, from the road. It
would appear that this is nn obstacle which could bo quite easily overcome.
True, it would require nn engineer, considerable labor and tho oxpondituro of
some money to build n thoroughfare which would mako ht least a portion of
tho tract available for building purposes. From this end it would seem that
thq returns would moro than warrant tho effort and expenditure. From what
can bo learned the land which it iB now claimed is desired for tho lots' is not
available becanso it is set aside for park purposes.

Land Commissioned Tucker intends to visit Hilo within tho next few
days. That will afford tho people of Hilo nn opportunity to arrange for n

conference, point out tho objections to tho land recently secured nnd stato
clearly just whnt they want. The Advertiser believes thnt this will result in

a speedy settlement of tho controversy. s nnd misunderstandings
havo too long held up the mnttcr: clarity and reasonableness should bo given
a chance to settle it.

Investigation yesterday developed
tho fact that tho cost of conlucting
the government of tho city and coun-
ty of Honolulu is almost cqunl to t'io
combined expense of conducting tho
cntlro Territory.

The assessed net vnluation of tho
ronl and personal property dt the city
and county of Honolulu is $S0,0S5,405.
Tnxes aggregating two-third- s of ono
per cent of this amount can be col-

lected, making a total of $899,318.01.
Tho fixed expenses which must bo met
from this revenue consist of interest
and sinking fund on $340,000 'worth of
four per cent bonds, amounting to

salaries of school teachers,
$289,441.03; new school buildings and
improvements, provided by legislative
enactment, $17,500; oxpenBe of assess-
ment nnd collection of taxes, $34,812.

This leaves ambulance of $537,902.70,
which the supervisors havo a legal
right to claim. This money can bo
sot aside for current expenses nnd per
manent improvements. As stated, if
the bonrd can nrrango to ask for tho
sum of $500,000 only, it will, succeed
iii affecting a saving of four and one-ha- lf

cents on tho $100 valuation for
tho taxpayers and prove to the world
thnt Oahu has joined tho progressive
procession in striving for a reduction
in taxes instead of an increase.

Report of Nurseryman.

HaughsJ forest nurseryman, for Decem-
ber, thero were 8333 plants distributed
from tho government nursery during
the month. Of this number 7090 wcro
gratis. Besides these to the general
public, the nursery has distributed 10,-35- 0

plants to plantation nnd other, cor-
porations. Brother Jlathiaa Nowoll dis
tributed, from tlio Hilo nursery, 1500
plants sinco Arbor Day, and for the
year 1012 ho distributed 12,490 trees,
the largest number for any year sinco
me nursery was started.

Thirty-fiv- e mail bags containing
about 10,000 packages of vcgetnblo seed
havo been received from Washington.
About ono-bal- or 5000 packages, con-
tains corn, cucumber, lettuce, onion
and radish. The other 5000 packages
