CARRY FIGHT T0
SUPREME GOURT

Attorneys For Spreckels Heirs
Opposes a Motion For
Possession.

That the hoirs undor the will of the
Inte Clnus S8prekels and those interest-
el with thens in the Spreckels property
interests in Honolulu do not intend to
nbide by the recent decision of Judge
lHenry E. Cooper, of the eireuit court,
wns evidenced yesterday when Attor-
ney David L, Withington, of counsel
for the heirs under the will, opposed
an offort on the part of Attorney Hob.
hins B, Anderson, off counsel for John
1. and Rudolph Sprekels, to have the
judgment ineludeé nn order giving the
plaintiffs right to possession of their
interest in the property involved.

The motion was made before Judge
Cooper in chambers soon after the
noon rocess,  Attorney Withington no-
parently did not intend to eombat the
entering of the judgment, but made a
strong protest against it including an
order giving plaintilfs  possession of
the property.

.\tlorm-y Anderson j\l’ﬂﬁnled B nam-
ber of authorities in support of his con-
tention asking for possession of the
property, but their application was de-
nied by counsel for the heirs under the
will,

To Pressnt Anthorities.

Judge Cooper seemed inclined to take
the same view as Attorney Withing-
ton, but gave the plaintiffa until ten
o'elock this moming to present further
nuthorities in support of their motion.

It is believed that counsel for the
boirs will soon file their motion with
the territorisl supreme court for a
writ of error, thus taking the easoe be-
fore that body for review. Attorney
Withington has already npnounced that
in the event the territorinl court up-
holds the dedision of Judge Cooper nn
appeal will immediately be taken to
the United States Sapreme Court. This
will probably menan seversl years' ad.
ditionnl litigation hefore the titls to
the Spreckels estate holdings in Hono-
Inlu s finally determined,

Possession during the pending of this
litigation is looked upon as important
to the tigants and for this reason con-
siderable interest attaches to the deci-
wion of Judge Cooper on this question
