Hawaii will be exorcising shortsightedness if legislation to incrcaso tho
port dues for visiting vessels at tbo Hawaiian ports or to impose tonnage,
dues upon importers bo passed by tho legislature. Hawaii will be guilty of
a suicidal policy if tho effort to turn tho promotion work, now dono by tho
promotion committee, over to the territorial government should succeed, and
this is to bo attomptcd as a justification of tho proposed tonnago tax, if somo
interested porsons can do as they propose. If there aro to bo any changes mado
in port and wharfago dues, as there should bot the changes ought to bo U

tho direction of making tho expenses of visiting vessels less, nnd not more;
and, if tho policy of tho territorial government towards the promotion com-

mittee is to change, as it should, tho chango ought to be in providing liberally
for tho work of that committee under its present auspices.

to for rovenuo will soon bo passed. Today, nono but an insnno man would
argue that there should bo a fco charged to allow ono to uso a public street,
and a wharf is only an oxtension of n strcot, an aid to business and travel;
expensive to construct and maintain, of course, but not moro so than somo
bridges,

It is ho moro logical to charge an importer for having his goods unloaded
from a ship to a wharf than it would bo to chnrgo him for bnving tho samo
goods unloaded from a dray to tho Bidowalk. Thcro is no good reason why
pilotage fees should be higher than tho cost of tho maintenance of tho pilotage
service, nor that tho rates charged visiting ships for water should bo higher
than tho rates charged to local consumers for n liko amount.

Honolulu should regard herself as ono of several ports competing for tho
patronago of tho many vessels soon to bo using tho Panama Canal routo

Europe nnd South America and tho Orient. Low harbor dues may bo
tho means of inducing tho establishment of lines of travel via Honolulu and
tho indirect moans of great profits to tho community generally. Tho profits
from visiting ships nro not from harbor dues but from tho business to bo
dono betweon tho passengers and crows of ships and tho residents and this
business would bo cheap at tho cost of tho port charges. Honolulu may look
forward to becoming somo day for tho c what Hongkong is to the
Orient and Curacoa is to tho Caribbean and tbo cast coast of South America,
tho great frco port and trading point. Geographically wo occupy an envlablo
position; politically our status can bo changed: somo day it will bo changed,
cither through tho making of tbo city a duty-fre- e point or through tho estab-lisme-

of tv bonded waxonouso zone at the harbor.
It may be, within the noxt yaar or two, that tho fact that Honolulu is;

A port of low charges will turn tho scalo in our favor for somo of tho steam-
ship linos soon to ply in tbeso waters nnd establish Honolulu as ono of tho
regular ports of call. Onco tho travel lines run this wny thoy will multiply,
ono lino of steamers bringing others. Onco let tho linos bo established in
othor directions nnd it will tako years of persistent effort to chnngo them.
For tho immediate present, too, tho adding of further wharfago feeB is only
going to drivo moro and moro cargoes to tbo private wharves. Tho railroad
wharves in the Honolulu harbor already get mora than their proportion of
steamship patronage.

The talk of ranking tho wharves of the Territory is urged
doubtless with tho best of motives, andi.it must bo confessod, it hns, on tho
surface, a busincssliko sound, but it is an economically falso doctrlno and, if
carried through, would cost tho Territory indirectly many, many times what
could bo saved directly.
