THE BEST IS CHEAPEST.
It is reported that the supervisors are hesitating over awarding a

contract for the laying of a Warrenite pavement on Kalakaua avenue,
to cost some seventeen thousand dollars, because this figure is some
Jive thousand over what an asphnlt-macuda- pavement would cost.
The Advertiser does not know to what fine point the finances of the
city may be drawn, but we believe that for the difference in the cost
of the, two pavements the permanent one at the higher price is the
cheaper. A Warrenitc roadway will cost, according to the bids, less
than one-thir- d more than a macadim one, but it will outlast it at least
lour limes. True economy will dictate the Wnrrenite.

The city has an example of the difference between a permanent
pavement and a temporary one in the block on Foit street between
King and Hotel That pavement has been down neatly three years,
receiving the hardest traffic of the city and being ground at by the
bits of earth and road metal tracked on it from every cioss street,
jet it has not been fouud neeessaiy to spend a five-cen- t piece on it
for repairs and it appears to be. in substantially as good condition
today as the day it was laid. Wnrrenite is only a less substantially
built pavement than bitulithic, being the bitulithic. made cheaper fo'r
roads having less heavy traffic.

TlieJjnif has come it was here years ago, as a matter of fact
when it is money wasted to build the principal roads of the city with
anything not of a permanent grade. With the ordinary macadam
under construction money is practically
thrown nwny on mueh.truvcled strtets. The asphalt-macada- is
greatly superior to the ordinary macadam and it is satisfactory on
all but tha most-use- d streets. But for King, Hotel, Beretania, Fort,
Nuuanti, Bishop, Kalakaua avenue and some few others, the best avail-
able should be had and nothing else should be pu( down. It is cheap-
est iu the Iqng run and a better roadway at nil times. This city has
passed the dirt road stage iqul a fnir start has been made. It' only
lpquires the courage to keep it up, the courage to spend a little nior'o
and get the most durable and consequently the cheapest article. In
the. case of Kalakaua avenue, better spend the extra live thousand and
let som,e Other place wait, rather than to do two poor jobs that will
have to be done over again before the present board leaves office.

TEACHING OF YOUNG CHILDREN.
The Monkssori method of teaching young childrOn, which has at-

tracted so much attention in the educational world dui;iiig the past
four or five years, is to have a practical try-o- at At)iertoii. tj.111

Mateo County, where Mrs. Bench Thompson has equipped a school-Kio- ui

;aii(l put it in charge of competent persons. There arc tp be
three iperiods of one mouth each during the current year, and by the
endiof. the Inst of these the merits of the system should be fuirly well
determined, says thu ban Francisco Argonaut. Mine. Montesson and
her followers have assuredly achieved very notable results, yet we'
think there arc considerations with respect to the system which re
main to be tried out in broad applications. Originally and funda
mentally the system was devised for defective children. The theory
under which it is applied to normal children is that what may work
well with a defective child of say ten or twelvq.iwill be equally ef
fective with a normal child of say four or five ,or six. That this
theory is a sound one we doubt. Between the defective child and the
uoriual child there aie, we suspect, differences of mind and disposi-
tion, of receptive powers and of capacity for establishing habits, not
measurable by difference in years. In other words, there nre radical
vnrjatiops between the defective mind nnd the normal mind. But
be thihiiLS it may, the. experiment is worth while, nnd it will be fol-
lowed With attention by very many who have been attracted by Mine.
Moutcssori's system both by its success in her school in Home and by
the philosophy upon which it is louuded. One thing is certain, name-
ly, our present methods of teachi.ig children are very far from being
perfect. In many respects we question if they nre as effective as
the old-tim- e school when the alphabet was written on a clap-boar-

the. reverse side of which was n leady instrument 'of pedagogic dis-
cipline. Learning indeed has been innde easy, and wo sometimes
thjnk too easy. "Easy come easy go" is a maxim which applies in
the sphere of education as precisely as in the sphere of economies.

It is only a few years ago that the educational world gave its un
qualified endorsement to the kindergarten system which took chil
dren almost from infancy and turned the work of education into di-

verting games. Measured by conceptions of idealism and judged by
certain sentimental and picturesque standards, the kindergarten was
a tremendous success. But later audiuoie sober judement has not
tended to confirm earlier opinions. It has been found at. least wis
have thu woul of exriciienced teachers for ittha'f children of the
kindergarten, while in many ways they exhjlnt a certain mental ef-

ficiency, gain little or nothing in the way of real training. They
have been taught', not to work, but, to play. They have acquired
neither habits of industry nor of obedience. Coining from the kinder-- i
garten to schools of more-seriou- s purpose and sevcier method they
have much to unlearn much which tends to turn the hair of the
academic teacher gray. If it be true, ns certain psychologists have
declared, thnt the most important formative years aie those of early
childhood, then it can not be true that a system of teaclpng which
does not iu those years enforce habits of diligence and oledieuce is
a good one. A child fixed iu the habit of following its own whims
and of turning work into play is a child essentially damaged in its
capacity for serious effort.

It is a trite remark that Vducation, as the etymology of the word
reveals, is a process qf individual development -- of bringing out in-

herent qualities and capacities and making the most of them. Il fol-

lows in logic and common sense that any scheme of education which
leverses the order must be wrong. Nature is a pretty good school-
mistress, though a hard one. She instructs in a thousand subtle ways,
but in her uetliod there is a remoisetess severity. She does not at
tempt, ns does the kindergarten, to make things easy, she does not,
as does the Montessori system, temper the wind to the shorn lamb.
The rule of the survival of the fittest is nature's rule iu education an
iu other things. And we suspect that for normal ejiildren this js the
correct principle. When work is turned into piny, when tilings nre
made easy, when cajolery is, established in place of duty, when nrt
is made to serve instead of .utility there is. we suspect, a llviiiL' iu
tho face or nature which may produce Lilly Claires and my Little
Jjoril I'liuntleroys of eight or ten, later to grow into pretentious rIssvr
and insufferable prigs. The work of education, in young or in old.
calls for n devoted and serious mind. Any effort to cheat nature by,
uyvices or soon cuts is, in llie ease or tlie normal child, more likely
ro result in damage thnu in tfbucfit.

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OPTIMISTIC .ON FUTURE OUTLOOK.

"The danger of a monetary crisis this coming autumn has passed,"
according to the weekly financial review of Henry Clews & Company,
the New York bankers. "For this welcome reassurance Secretary
McAdoo is chiefly responsible. By making it plain on repeated oc-

casions that the treasurywould do its upmost to relieve monetary
pressure when crop nnd trade demands begin, lid materially lighten-
ed tltOfburden of thq banks and enabled them to lend with far greater
ficcdoiu than was dreapied of; thus averting a blockade of the wheels
of commerce at the critical season when they are invariably running
at high speed. His latest offer to put out .$50,000)000 oL treasury
funds available iaf bjiuj reserves adds ipimensely to the loaning abil-
ities of the national ljfuiks, especially in case of the smaller country
institutions which are required to carry only fifteen per cent of re-

serves. It is estimated that bv this means tho crtdit facilities of the
country will be expanded about 200,000,000 to $300,000,000, the
ciTf ct of which is already seen in easier rates for time money, a bet-
ter demand for commercial paper and a general revival of confidence
in banking circles, pf course, much credit for the present improve-
ment must also be attributed to the banking community for their
persistent application of the brakes. In consequence there has been
a general liquidation find contraction that is proving wholesome.
