einnnti and other cities, with its promise of better, cleaner months
jor future school ehildren.

view of health, not disesse; that sound bodies, clean minds, normul
development, air and sunlight, rational living, education to fit for
notureal productive hife, gre the things to be stressed; that it is not
g0 much o fight apgninst disease uy it 18 o fight Lfor health.

What few ships now Hy the Stars and Steipes in anything but coastul
trade are being so eapidly outelassed that they ave now nearvly ali
seeond and third-rgters and what little chpnee they had to pay their
owners when they were able through speed, comfort and safety, to
hold their own inog competitive way, despite the handieaps of the
registry, s now fTust 1]:.~;l;l!|n-.‘ll‘th’.

A very large pereentage of these
ehildren weve trained for s eollege education they pever took. The
ripbural inference is that they were not teained for oceapations that
by within their reach, the filling of which would have restored the
balanee between production and consumption,

As a congsequence of unfitting ehildren for production, Minnesots
that formerly produced thicty bushels of wheat to the aere now
produges fifteen.  During the swue period Germany by skiliul meth-
ods has inereased her wheat output by fifty-eight per cent. Com-
purisops with agricultural results in other Enropean countries are
Yound to be equally unfavorable to the Amervican farmer.  France
hus H000 agrvienltural schools, and ns o vesalt the average farmer
in that conntry, wecording to Mr, Chapman, is more prosperons than
the average business man in the United States,

There is o more cheering side to the picture, however. 1In the
L'igited States agricultural edueation has bheen advaneed wonder-
fully in the last few years. Agriewltural schools and colleges are
springing up in the Kast, West and South. Minnesota has found
# remedy for past errors, and to paraphrase Mr. Chapman's words
slightly, the Minnesotn farmer of forty yvears' standing is now tak-
ing lesgons from the boy graduate of the agriealtural sehool, and
greatly to his profit. Capada has been urged to train her ¢hildren
to production also, and the exumples cited may impel her to right
acvtion.

ALL IN THE SAME BOAT.

The support of churches and tem-
ples, the maintenance of recreation parks and the upkeep of baseball
¢inbg, the establishment of moving-picture theaters, the outfitting of
plantation bands and musie clubs, the more or less pensioning ol
aged or evippled laborers are some of the things which have made
the Hawaiian plantations yery diffessent from the “‘slave camps®
nud the “peonage prisons’” they have heen deservibed as in the jg
voerantly binsed Sociahist sud lobor journals.  They are what have
made Huowaiian plantation camp conditiony iy recent years so in-
fipitely superior to those upder which hundreds of thousands of
muinfand lnborers must Live, s0 mwuch better than those in a ma
Juvity of the minipg and bumber camps of many States.
