MORE AMERICAN TROQPS FOR UHINA.

Now that war has been officially declared between Japan and
Germany, in all probability the whole duty of guarding foreign
interests in China will fall upon the United States, 1f this is to be
so, Honglult will probably see a large number of troops co through
to the Orient, and if such a movement commences it may be viewed
without alefm. It will mean nothing more simister than that Amer-
iea is stepping forward to perform her share of the white man’s
burden in ‘the Orient. Up to the ontbreak of general hostilities
there was a combined British, German, French, Belginn, Austrian
and Japanese foree in and around Peking of nearly six thousand
men and officers and these have all been withdrawn, leaving, be-
gides the Americans only the Italian and Duteh guards. These are
inconpequential, the Hollanders numbering only thirty‘five men,
while the Italians have 221, There is no saying, cither, when the
Italinns and Hollanders will not be in the gemeral fighting.

The Americans in Peking number 335, marines, under command of
Major Dion Williams, and the force at Tientsing, under Colonel
Tillson, ineludes 1300 infantrymen and & machine gun platoon,

It is by no means improbable that America will find it neccssary
to increase her legation guard so as to furnish a protecting foree for
all the legations, while for the protection of the Tientsing railroad
and the road to Peking it may be necessary to replace with Amer-
icans all the forees of the warring powers recalled. This wonld mean
that the United States would place in China something like nine
thousand men.

No open moyve has been made at all in this direction, but the
confingency has been thought over. The deelaration of war from
Tokio did not come until last night and it would have been highly
undiplomatie for the United States to publicly prearrange for the
declaration. However, in army circles it i8 believed that secret
steps have been made. :

MORE REFUGEES MAY COME.

Japan has given German shipping in her harbory until September
5 to discharge cargoes and sail for what shelter may be found.
The Austrian cruiser Kaiserin Elizabeth is also reported to be out
seeking some neutral port in which she may interne.
