shot, get out of Mexico; do not look to the American government
for protection. Ta attempt such protection would invalve war with
Mexico, aud there will be no war under this administration.”

In accordance with this dictum, the Americans got out‘of Mex-
ito—abandoning their all—barely escaping with their lives, and
there was no war.

The same principle applies to the Americans in Naco.

It is futile to argue that they have the Tawiul right to live peace-
