ACQUISITION wWOULD
PROVE GREAT BENEFIT

Gain To Public Stands To Be
One-Third Present Total

Output

Letters wera read last night to the
Lboard of supervisors from the rapid
transit company and the electrie Mght-
ing company offering te turn over to
the eity free of cost the large flow of
urtesian water which they employ in
tondemsing the steam from their en-
Kines.

This flow, dérived from thelr own
wells, amounts te six milllen galions
daily, The city covsumeén dally, from
its own sources, fifteen million gallons,
In other words, it stands to gain by
nccepting the offer more thas' one
third its total supply.

Ofter Is Conditional

The offer was conditioned, however,
by n pwoviso that the eity supply its
own cgoling apparatos—the  water
comes boiling bot from the condensory
-—anid its gwn pumping maechinkry for
foreing the water jnto the mains.

Harry Murray, assistant manager of
the water department, in mﬂlﬂiu
the offer, made the recommeéndation
that the two companies install their own
apparatus and that the eity contraat
to pay them a set sum for every million
gallous, sich sum #to be determined
His communication wan refer-
red to committee
Water Supply For Vessels
Aunother eommunication from Mr. Mur.
ray recommended thut the eity estab-

lish a umiform rate for supplying water

to vessels calling at thin port. He
pointed out that it will be necesgary

soon to contrsct with the federal gov:
ernment for another period of years,
and that when a contract is signed, the

jresent rates, which vary from six and
one-hulf cénts the thousand gallons to
two dollars, cught to be levelled to
standard.  Beginniug July 1, 1915, he
suggested that the rute be made one
doilar and & half the thousand.
