“When the enemy captured
Przemysl, however, he got not a
fortress, but a heap of ruins, Ev-

The bulletin ‘confirms ‘the pre-
vious estimates of military writ-
ers here who maintained that the
Teutonic Allies could have cap-
tured very little hooty at Prz-
emysl, given the time the Rus-
sians had in which to make good
their retirement.

Russians In Retreat

Vienna announces that the Rus-
sians are in full retreat,

“I’rzemvys]l has been cleared of
the enemy,” says the Austrian
bulletin.  “T'he Russians are re-
treating in an easterly direction,
opposing little resistance to our
advance, except on the heights
south of Medyka.
