On the east, the invasion of
T'rieste is progressing, with the
Italians occupying Goritz, Gra-
disea and Monfalcone and making
satisfactory movements towards
I'rosecen and the city of Trieste,
the metropolis of Istria.

tedly grive sftuation. It was thought that the reply would be made
soon and that it would be satisfactory. - _
