The book contains an exhaustive index and a
bingraphical sketch of those who were connected
with the building of the canal or the compilation
of the history.

As to the history itseli—it is not “official” in
the sense that it is published by the government,
but it is as authoritative as’ though it had the
great seal of the United States attached, for it
contains not only a detailed account of the history
of the surrounding country, and its development
from the time of its discovery to date; bdt copies
of all of the numerous treaties and agreements
relating thereto, as well as signed statements by
many of the men who were leaders in the legisla-
tion and activities incident to the budding of the
canal and those who executed the great work.

Among other contributors to the history arc
Tohn F. Wallace, Theodore P. Shonts and }
Stevens, the eminent engineers who were wctes-
sively placed at the head of the great enterprise,
prior to the appointment of Maj.-Gen. George ‘W,
Goethals, under whose direction the canal ‘hs
completed,

Fx-President Roosevelt also contributes an artis
cle in his usual clean-cut style, setting forth 'ow,
ander his administration, the right to dig the canal
was securcd by the Unmited States. He pays his
compliments to and answers those who claim
that he acted in an "unconstitutional manner.”

“The diastrons consequences of the La Follette
Seamen’s A\t are already apparent in the an-
nouncenicnt made by the directors of the Pacific
Mail Steamship Company. These consequences
were clearly foreseen long ago by shipping men,
and will canse¢ no surprise to any one except pos-
sibly to some few ill-advised and misguided friends
of organized labor and to certain politicians who
chose rather 1o follow their leaders blindly than
to give lieed to the warnings of the men most
competent 1o judge of the merits of this short-
sighted and mischievous piece of legislation.

“What 1~ to be the ultimate fate of the Pacific
Mail is still uncertain,  The ships may be =old or
leased or turned to account in some service where

the restrictions of the Seamen’s Act will be less

deadly. T'hat is a question which concerns the
directors anid the stockholders of the company ; the
point of inter:<t to the American people is the
threatened extinetion of the American flag in the
Pacific The inevitable result of the pre-
posterous measure designed ostensibly in the in-
terest of Amencan labor is to deliver over trans-
pacific trade to the Japanese. The provisions of
the seamen’s act are such as can only be met by
the subsidized Japanese steamship lines, and in the
natural course of events the Japanese will soon
acquire a monopoly of the trade between our "a-
gific ports and the Orient.

“At present ships engaged in this trade are
manned largely with Asiatic crews, but the new
law provides that no ship ‘shall be permitted to
dﬂpurt from anv port of the United States unless
“shé has on board a crew not less than seventy-five
per centum of which in each department thereof
are able to understand any order given by the of-
ficers of. such vessel’ Such crews, it has been
pointed out, are simply unobtainable. Mr
Schwerin, the general manager of the Pacific Mail
company, insists that not only would it be impos-
sible to find a sufticiency of firemen and trimmers
speaking Fnglish fluently, but that there would
be the same diificulty in securing a due proportion
of men conversant with German, French or Span-
ish, so that the language qualification ‘would pro-
hibit ships of other nationalities engaging in this
trade with Oriental crews as well as ships under
American registry, while it would not apply to
Japaunese ships, officered and manned solely by Jap-
anese, where the entite ship's company speak a
common language, and 8o in every respect combly
with all the terms of the bill!
