on this island will be received today
and tomorrow, Full returns from Ka-
uni and Maui are expected the middle
of the week and from Hawaii on Bat-
urday,

One hundred sixty-eight government
schools, with nearly 800 teachers and
approximately . 30,000 Eupih, apened
vastarday throughout the Islands. The
private schools, not previously opened,
also. began business yesterday, in.prac-
tically all eases with a larger enrol
ment of scholars than over before.
Blg Incresse Expected 3

The government wschools elosed on
June 23 last with total attendanee of
28,827 pupils, That more than 30,000
rogistered at the opening yesterday ir
almost certain, figuring on the inerease
recorded by the thirteen schoois whose
opening day's figures are available.
Ounly twe of these thirteen schools
showed n slight decroase, which will
be overcome, Bupervising Prinecipal
Davis helieves, in & day or two.
