Settled 1o Honoluln

Following & tour of the worlil, whics
oecapied three years, Judgr Kingsbury
came to Homolulu in 1007 to visit bis
danghter, the wife of Capt. Charles
Humphrey, U. B. A., son of the former
quartermaster-general of the United
Btates Army. He wsettled in Honoluln
and on February 9, 1009, was appoint-
ed by President Roosevelt s Jnudge of
ihe second eireuit eourt of the Terri-

ory, In Wailuku, Maul. He served a
ull term of four years nund was sne-
cowded on the beach by Juldge Willimm
B, Edings, who was appointed by Presi-
dent Inom.

Selden Bingham Kingshury was born
in Camden, Lorgin County, Ohis, on
October 20, 1840, and celebrated his
seventy-fifth annlversary in Oetober of
Inst year. He was the son of Charles
Bingham and Betsy (Tennant) Kings
bury, and received his A, B, degree at
Oberlin College, 1864, and that.of A.
M., in 1871. Judge Kingsbury married
linklah W, Uorning, of Ohie, on August
17, 1865, who idied in 100k, At Wash.
ington, D. 'C., on Béptember 23, 1907,
he married Katydid J. Joves, who sur-
vives him.

Lincoln’s Call

The deceased was carrying on his
studies in Oberlin College when, on
April 20, 1861, he ansawered President
Linvoln's call to arms and enlisted in
Compuny (', Seeond Ohle Voluntesr In
fantry, which was, composed almost ex-
clusively of students. The student sol-
dier reenlisted In June, the same yenar,
for three years and saw considerable
service Tn the West Vikginia campaigns
enrly in the war of the great rebellion.
He was taken a p:isoner of war after
the Battle of Cross Lanes and confined
for a month in Libby Prison, from
where he was removed to Parlsh Prison
in North (arolina and then to Salibury
Prison in the snme Btate, He was re-
leased on parole iu August, 1882, and
exchanged two vears later.

While in the Libby and othar mili-
tary prisons the young soldier sold
whattover Little trinkets of value he had
about him and with the proceeds pur
chased books, continning his interrupt
ed studies under very trying and ad
verse ‘clreumstances, During the bal
ance of the Civil War he was provost
marshal at Columbus, Ohio. With the
advent of ppace Kingshury resumed hix
studics, taking up Inw, but not practis
ing it until some vears afterwarda.

Prominent In Peaceful Work

He wan superintendent of schools in
Flint and Constantine counties, Michi
gan, for eight years, In 1876 he wan
admitted to the bar in Coldwater,
Michigan, and practised in Constantine
and vieinity until 1841; at Hailey, lda
ho, from 1881 to 1888, after whieh he
removed to Boise, ldaho, where he he
came leader of the bar and continued
in the practise of law until 1903,
traveling the uwext three vears “and
then locating in Honolulu,

Judge Kingsbury was a Republican,
Congregationulist in faith, member of
the Huwaiian Bar Association, Hons of
the American Hevolution, American
Géographical Society, Grand Army of
the Republic, Historinl Bociety of 1a
wail, Navy League and a Mason. He
was nlso 8 member of the University
and Countey elubs of Honolulu, He
was the author of five volimes of law
briefs and many publishéd lectures and
other literary work.

Leaves Prominent Children

By his former marciage, the late
Judge Kingshury is survived by three
sors and m davghter. all of whom have
made their mark in the world, The
most distinguished is Nathaniel C.
Kingsbury, of New York City, viee
|'rnu7?l|'nt of the Ameriean Telegraph
& Telephone Company, and a corporn
tion Inwyer of national repnte, Frel
', Kingsbury is n well known lawver
of Los Angeles, while Ross €. Kings
bury i a Heutenant in the [ nited
States marine corps  at  Charleston,
South Carolina. The davghter is the
wife of Capt. Charles Humphrey, 1. 5
A., now wstationed in the Philippines
Both Ioss . Kigpgsbury sod Mrs
Humphrey lived in Honolulu  manv
yveary and are well known here,
