UTILITIES COMMISSIONERS
THRASHING OUT DETAILS

——

Question of City’s Share and of
Stock Issués Still Are
Unsettled

—_——

The final meeting om the proposed
amendments to the Rapid Transit char-
ter will ‘be held tenight at half-past,
saven o’closk before the publie wutili-
ties commission ip the senatq chamber.
Thia meeting, na has beon all the othors,
will bp open for the publie which is fn-
vited to stfend,

There was a long econference on the
amendments yesterdny afternoon, at
which were present the eommittoe from,
the supervisors with the uty ait
nttorney, the attorneys for 5
Transit, the publie utilities mn-u
sioners, and their attorney. Chairman
Forbes, interrogated the sttormeys for
the railrond sad the deputy ity attor-
ney on their ideas regarding the pro.
posed amendments, A draft of an
amendment dealing with the power of
the utilitien commissioh ‘to compel ex-
tensions took up m good deal of the
afternoon.

Fails To Win Approval

The amendment was the work of the
nttorney for the commimsion, and did
not entirely meet with the approval of
the attorney for the munleipality, who
argued in favor of the draft made by
himself. Supervisor Hateh who was
present with the eommittes, muggested
un amepdment to the amendment in
whieh the rallroad company wounld be
virtually guaranteed earnings to make
an eight per eent dividend possible an
the entire operation of the road, but
not on any certain extension which
was put in.

The ecity attorney doubted if the
amendment showed just what it was
intended to show, and it was decided
that Bopervisor Hateh with the attor.
ney for the comminsion should pget to-
gether and redraft the wsection and
ngain submit it to the commissioners
for their consileration,

Attorney Makes Points

The ecity atborney had three points
which he brought up for the econsidera-
tion of the commissioners. The first
was that the pereentage of the earnings
to be paid to the munieipality should
be on the proms earnings from sll sour-
een of imcome of the rmailrond, instend
of from the groas enrnings from trans-
portation alone., This was fought by
the railroad attorneys, but it was ex-
pinined to the commissioners that the
carnings of the eompany for transpor-
tation might be diverted, if for in
stanee there should he another company
starfed by the Bapid Transit peoplo in
nnother distriet than Honololu, Under
these circomstances the present com:
puny would he the owner of ull the
stock of the new company and the
errnings of the new eompasy not being
uffected. by the terms of the present
proposed eharter would be turned into
the Ravid Trausit Company as divid
ends, In this way the counfy would
luse out om its share. In the case of n
contraet between the Rapld Transit and
the Oahu Railway and Laod Company
or auy other eompany for the umse by
the Bapid Transit Company of the
tructs of the other, ngreements might
be made shutting the eity oul of its
share of the earnings of the Hapid
Tranmit.

Limis Btock Issues

The seeond point which was inquired
into, was the limitation on the powe:
of the eorporation to issue ndditions!
stock, Is the opinion of the eity at
tarney this power affects the per
contage of income avpiluble for de
vidends, as if the percentage of di.
vidends is low, the company ean refuse
to make extensions on the ground that
the dividends are below the stipulated
vight per eent, and that foreing ex
tonsions would be unreasonable,

The third poiat made wans that unless
the utilities commission is given power
to order an extonsion whether thut
particular extension of itself” alone
would be profitable, then the compauy
could refuse to make that extension,
It was shown that the road as s whole
might be paying twenty per cent when
un extension might be ordered. The
oxtension might be very necessary, but
would not at first pay the eight per
eent wanted by the compauny. Iu this
cune it wos suggested by the eity at
torney that the new fraochise should
be made so plain that there eonld be
no dopbt that an long as the entire
rond was paviag the eight per cent the
extension must be made if public neces-
sity demanded it; even though it would
not pay st first.

Tlis lost objection has in part been
met by the urra t for a draft of
u section by Bupervisor Huteh and the
attornay  for the eommissianers, in
which the matter will be so plainly
stutod that there will be ne doubt of

its menning.

powit box. He opened the receptacle
and from within, in the prese of
witnasses, extracted six bottles ¢f mor-
phine,
