Oannot Bpend More Mopey

‘“There isn’t enough Inbor here to
enable the muulel‘&unly to spend more
than the $750,000 it is proposed Lo ask
for,”' said 8 member of the board, yes
terday afternoon, and it would there,
fore L of po use tp gsk for a loan of
two millions, which sum is said to be
really nesded to meet the conditionn of
road nnd other improvements called
for by the growth of the city. If we
had the two millions we could net use
it, and it may well be left for a future
bonrd to make a eall for a new loan
if it in so disposed.'’

Daniel Logan, chairman of the wayy
snd means committee, said after the
meeting yeaterday that he considered
that the lonn of $780,000 was all thas
shopld be floated nt this time, though
lm"‘bi the eity needed |nore. 1’1
would & matter for future eonsiders
ntion whether more bonds shoyld be in
sued, to the limit of two millionn or
more which theg eity in legally able to
isnue, ) .

It.aflects. the
nervim ‘that control the meek muscle
allowing the bead to full on the gmu:‘ci
betweefi the feet. It most frequently
wears umong Bocks that are fed table
BOrnps.

Another source of infection is putrid
meat, mgggots, or worms that have be-
tome infeeted, particularly when these
are found by the fowls in heaps of rub-
hish, rotten straw, or other heated and
devaviug vegetable matter,

Rimedies for the I'rouble

tenspooufuls of oil of tarpentine in the
sime amount of sweet oil 1o mature
fowls, or a proportionately smaller
amyunt to chirEn.

Follow in thirty minutes with two
tablespoonfuls of ginger tea prepared
Frum two teaspoonfuls of powdered gin-
ger in w "'I.I{; of warm sweet milk; re-
pent g un bour I it seems necessary.
After twelve to twenty-four hours feed
builed rice lightly salted.
