Contfadieting point after point made
by H. Gooding Fleld in his nudit of the
Intor-Taland Steam Navigation Com
paoy s Books for the publie  utilitios
commission, Matthew M. Graham, audi
tor‘for the eompuny, yesterday st the
resumption of the commimion hearings
in the Inter-Island ense reopened the
subjéet of the coneorn’s methods of ae
coul®ng and their relation to rates.

Bubmitifig nine tabulations of fig
ures taken from the company's books
in contradistinetion to similar sets com
piled by Auditor Field, Abditor Gra
bam was exmmined by L. J. Warren,
company attorney, with lengthy inter
wsed cross examination by Charles R
Porbes, chairmmn of the commission
and W. T. Carden, commissioner.

Paints Made By Graham

The pointa brought out by Auditor
Grahom s testimony were:

That the capital of the company
Deommber 31, 1984, bafore the purchase
of theWilder Company was
%984.708.88 inmtead of $600,000 as
cladmed by Auditor Fleid.

That the capital of the company
After the purchase was §1,669,056.90 in-
stead of $1,100,000 as claimed by Aundi
ter Pleld.

That the percentage of net earnings
of the company’'s steamers on their
book vaiue, averaged for eleven years
to date, waa 521 per cent instead of
6.28 as cldmed by Auditor Pleld.

That, far from the utility end of the
business being drawn on te support or
establiah the noun-utility end of the
business, more momey was drawn from
the combined surplus of the company
to increase the capital stock on accomnt
of purchase of steamers since 1900 than
has beon earmed ss profit from the
Stearuers from 1886 to 1016,

That Auditor Fleld's statoment that
the comstruction and repairs accoynt of
the company wes closed out March 1,
1916, on account of payment of & stock
dividend was incorrect. As a matter
of fact the acecount contained a bal-
ance of #$160,000, Auditor Graham
claimed  and submitted figures from the
company’s books to maintain his point.

That insurance charges have not
been made against the steamers at an
excessive rate.

Old Figures Onoce Mors

The hearing started with the revival
of the frayed and word worn figures
#32,020.70, the amount wiped out of
the depreciation recount and dedoeted
frem the book enloe of the stewmoers
