‘Ax the law is at preseat,
congress pever tukes any action re-
garding the public lands of Hawaii ax-
eept upon recommendation of the leg-
islature, and it has always asted in mc-
cordance with the recommendations of
our legislature.

““Having the final dijhoaition of the
publie lends of the Territory vested in
congress is merely a safegusrd and
makes the leginlature inelined to ex-

amine eavefully any w'md changes
in the Inud Iaws or the dispowition of
any publie lands.
