idea how to shoot; in fact, so many are the books
and so varied the subjects treated by these self-
appointed mentors for the recruit that he often
finds himself lost in a maze of data—precepts and
cautions that aim to guide him a-right but which
many times serve but to confuse and bewilder him.

Amid this mass of facts and fancies, it is re-
freshing to find now and then a few pieces of ad-
vice which are immediately available without
wading through pages of useless printed matter,

O all the pieces of advice that have come to our
attention, the following “Soldiers’ Ten Command-
ments,” compiled by Major W. E. B. French, U.
8. A, seem to have the greatest amount of sound
wdvice expressed in the most concise and unmis-
takable form. His military decalogue is:

“I—Keep your eyes at the ready, your ears at
tull cock, and your mouth at the safety notch: for
it is your soldierty duty to see and hear clearly;
but as a rule you should be heard mainly in the
sentry challenge or the charging cheer. Obey or-
ders first, and if still alive kick afterward f you
have been wronged,

“II—Keep your rifle and gun and your accout-
erments clean and in good order, and yourself as
clean as you can; treat your animals kindly and
fairly and your motor or other machine as though
it belonged to you and was the only one in the
world. Do not waste your ammunition, your
gas, your food, your time nor vour opportunity.

“IH1—Never try to fire an empty gun nor at an
empty trench; but when you shoot, shoot to kill,
and forget not that at close quarters a bayonet
beats a bullet.

“IV—Tell the truth squarely, face the music
and take vour punishment like a man; for a good
soldier won't lie, doesn’t skulk and is no squealer,

“V—Remember Edith Cavell, Belgium, Serbia,
the Lusitania, Louvain, and the U-boats of the
Hun; and, remembering Teuton savagery, barbar-
ism and atrocities, steel your heart against the
ravishers of women, the murderers and mutilators
of children and of non-combatants. the ruthless
destroyers of homes, the Hounds of the Hohen-
zollerns—the bestial Boches,

“VI—Be merciful to the women of your foe and
shame them not; for you are a man and not a
beast, and a woman bore you. And pity and shield
the childfen in your captured territory, for you
were onte a4 helpless child, and only a dastard
makes ‘war -on-the weak, :
~SVH~You shall kill in the name and for the
sake of Liberty, Equality and Fraternity until
Right shall triumph over Might, and until Victory
shall crown Justice. You shall never desert your
Cause, your Country, your Colors your Corps,
your Comrades in Arms, nor the Great Alliance
of the Liberators. And you shall fight shoulder to
shoulder with yvour Brothers in the League of
Liberty to the end thati Despotism, Autocracy and
Frightiulness shall perish upon the earth and that
Freedom and Democracy shall become the heri-
tage of humankind.

“VIll—Fear dishonor and dread defeat; be ol
good cheer and high courage, and do not shirk
work or danger; but fear not death, dread not
wounds, suffer in silence and die game.

"IX—DBear in mind that the enemy is your
enemy and the enemy of humanity until he is
killed or captured; then he is your dead brother
or your fellow-soldier, beaten and ashamed, whom
you should no further humiliate.

“X—Do your best to keep your head clear and
cool, your body clean and comfortable, and your
feet in good shape; for you think with vour head,
fight with your body, stand and march on yvour
{feet.”

T HIL act, authorizing the President, through
L] ! A
‘A the'!Shipping Boand, to suspend the opera-
tions of the Coastwise Law is a war measure, pure
and simple, and the elementary injustice of having
enforced this law in all its features against Hawaii,
at times when the development ‘of these Islands
was being held back and seriously retarded, was
not a feature of the bill entering consideration,
This was made plain in the report on the measure
made by the house committee on meérchant marine
and fisheries, presented by Representative Alex-
ander, its chairman.
# “This legislation ix proposed,” he said, “with-
out reference to the soundness or the unsoundness
of the policy heretofore followed of reserving our
coastwise trade for American-built vessels, or
whether or not the extension of our coastwise
laws to Porto Rico and the Hawaiian lslands is
Wise Or unwise
“This 1s a war measure and is limited to the
period of the war and a reasonable time there-
after, and the powers vested in the shipping board
are so hedged about and limited that there need
be no occasion for fear on the, part of the inter-
ests that have enjoyed the mondpoly of our coast-
wise trade in the past that they will suffer. They,
in common with all other patriotic American eiti-
zens, must view the problem from the standpoint
of public interest and not from the standpoint of
private gain.”
The text of the act, which has not heretofore
been published in Hawaii as it passed into law, is:
Be it enncted, ete,, That during the presest war and
for a periol of 120 days thereafter the United Btates
Bhipping Board may, if v its judgement the interest
of the United Btates require, suspend the present
provisions of law and permit vessels of foreign regis-
ter, and foreign-built vessels admitted to American
registry under the act of Au 18, 1914, to engage
in the coastwise trade of the United Btates: Provided,
That no such vessel shall engage in the comstwise
trade except upon o permit issued by the United Staves
Shipping Hoard, which permit shall limit or define the
scope of the tridie and the time of such employment:
Provided further, That in issuing permita the Iuldmrnl
shall give preference to vessels of foreign registry
owned, leased, or chartersd by eltizens of the United
States or corporations thereof: And provided further,
That the provisions of this act shall not apply to the
comstwise trmle with Alnska of Dbetween Alaskan
porta.

Filth is the home oi typhoid, but never
the creator,

It is not too much to say, however, that if the
typhoid which has appeared almost simultaneous-
ly at Schofield Barracks and in Honolulu has not
heen planted by some German enemy it is only
bhecause the germs for propagating the disease
have not been available for Germany's work., It
is only because the cultures have not been at hand
that this city has not long ago had cholera, typhus,
smallpox and plague, because the ones who plant-
ed anthrax in thede Islands would have planted
any other wirulent disease had he or they been
sble.

It is not the fault ui the authorities that the
water system of this city is not filled with every
conceivable water-borne discase.  We have put-
tered along in bonchead complacency, reading

No one in Hawaii will be econ-
meripted for service in the National
Army at the present time, even though
the loeal draft program s earried out
this month, nceording to cabled in-
formation which yesterday reaghed
Prines Kalapisnnole, Hawali's Delogate
at Washington.

The information eame in responss
to the Delegate’s requeat for informa-
tion upon this subjeet, and was for-
warded by Angus Erly, who is acting
a8 the Prince’s secretary at the oa-
tional capital.

The specific announcement, which af-
feets a large number of Hawali’s
eligiblea for military service between
the ages of twenty-one and thirty-one,
was made in Wushington yesterday
by General Crowder, U, 8, A, the pro-
vost marsbal general who has the en-
tire national draft in hand.

One of the reasons assigned by the
rovost marshal general for postpon-
an the eall of drafted men here is be-
cause of the eredits allowed by the
provost marshal’s department to Ha.
waii for its splendid showing already,
in the number of volunteers who are
alrendy serving or who have offered to
serve in the army and the navy, and
also because of the strength n‘i tha
militin organization throughout the Is-
landa,

Draft Will Be Held

It is understood from officials of the
government that the postponement will
not affeet the plans for setting a date
for the draft in Hawaii, which may be
fixed for n day near the close of this
month. The numbers will be drawn
und the names of those drafted placed
upon the lists agminst which quotas
can be drawn when the provost mar-
shal finds it experient to make n eull
upon Hawaii for men for the National
Army,

Delegate Kalanianaole had no other
interpretation for the provost marshal’s
statement #han this. )

Others ave in service here,
Many young men of Hawnii have been
drafted on the mainland while attend-
ing eolleges and are alroady in serviee,
or in tranining camps, both for the Na-
tional Army and for the aviation corpa
of the army, Others have gone forward
to mserve with ambulance units and in
other branches of the servies, Many
are in on aetive duty here as reserve
officers,

Msay Call Guard

As to the militin, the Hawaiian Nu-
tional Guard is a brigade of two regi-
ments with & maximum strength ap-
proaching 3000 men, mostly infantry,
and distributed on the Islands of Oshu,
Hawaii, Maui and Kaval. The defer-
ring of the eall of drafted men to the
colors may mean the subsequent eall-
ing into active serviee of the National
Guard for local duty, relieving regi-
ments of the regular army slready
thoroughly trained, for sarviee at the
front.

The draft date for Hawaii has so far
not been set and will not be determin-
ed until every one of the registered
names, as of July 31, 1917, hes been
checked over, and transforred to the
draft board lists and given the proper
serial number. When the draft hoard s
decks are cleared of thin detail work
the date will be recommended by the
Governor to the provost marshal gen-
eral and nprmvod ut Washington, fol-
lowing whioh the ceremony of drawing
the numbera will be held in the senate
chamber.
