The Alaska-Yukon-Exposition at Se­
attle next year will be the first inter­
national exposition that (has not asked 
aid from the government to complete 
the undertaking.

That being 
the fact there must be some general 
basis for fixing the assessment in all 
toe counties. Economically the strong 
feature of the Saunders plan is that 
It would increase the assessments In 
railroad centers and decrease it In 
counOes where the main line is the 
principle element of value.
