If the financing 
of the road is to be completed within 
a few days, news should .be here by 
the first of next month that ths re­
sumption of work on the road is a 
surety.

PROVIDES JUSTICE 
COURTS FOR CITIES 

Elcks Would Fix Membership at Five 
For a Four Year Term—Bills 

Passed. } *• 
s s 

JEFFERSON CITY, Mo., March 19. 
—Representative Eicks yesterday in­
troduced a bill providing that in cit­
ies which now have or which may 
hereafter have 500,000 inhabitants or 
over there shall be elected for the 
city at large, to serve a term of four 
years, five justices of the peace and 
one constable. No justice of the peace, 
while serving as such, shall be a no­
tary public, nor shall he practice law 
in the court of the state. Vacancies 
among the justices are to be filled 
by the circuit court. The five justices 
are jointly to choose a clerk, who Is 
to be the clerk of the justice's court 
He is to serve a term of four years. 
He is to have a deputy and assistants. 
The salary of the justices will be $3,-
000 each, a like • salary for the clerk 
and $1,500 for the deputy. The con­
stable is to receive $5,000, his chief 
deputy $1,200 and other deputies $900. 

Bills Passed by the House. 
The house defeated for final pas-

8age the bill repealing the law cre­
ating the Missouri State Board of Law 
Examiners and refused third reading 
to a local option measure. The fol­
lowing hills passed the house 

Authorizing county courts to employ 
accountants to audit accounts of coun­
ty officers. The bill carries an emer­
gency clause, which was also adopt-
e<3* and becomes effective immediately 

upon receiving the ^governor's signa­
ture. 

Authorizing bounty of a 10 per cent 
bounty on gophers. 

Providing for the regulation and 
sanction of bakeries. 

Representative Lawrence, who suc­
ceeds the late Representative Ward 
of Holt county, was placed on the com­
mittee on Swamp .Lands, and Repre­
sentative Walls, who succeeds Repre­
sentative Allen of Kansas City, goes 
upon' the ways and means and the 
criminlal jurisprudence committees. 

A bill 'has been introduced in the 
house which is designed to put the 
theatrical trusts out of commission. It 
denies the right of any owner, mana­
ger or lessee of a theater to discrim­
inate against any reputable company 
desiring to play therein. The penalty 
fixed is a fine from $100 to $500, a jail 
sentence or the forfeiture of the right 
to conduct a theater for a . term of 
ten years. 1 

Among other bills introduced were 
the following: 

By Mr. Tinsman: Restoration of the 
records of the Missouri soldiers in the 
Union and Confederate armies. 

By Mr. Porth: Authorizing the pur­
chase for public use of the premises 
adjacent to the governor's mansion, 
and appropriating $15,000 therefor. 

By Mr. Brunk: Creating an armory 
board for cities of 100,000 or over.
